RECOLLECTIONS OF THE PABT.

I can hardly describe my feeliugs as 1 revisited
this spot alter au absence of two years, [ nrst
experienced u sharp throb of regret as [ recol-
lected that it was tie scene of the death of my
Bcotch nsslstant, Willlam Fargunar, wio perisned
here in 1871, and as 1 cast my eyes toward
the weslL over Gthe sers expanse abd au-
tumnal lenlage of miies and miles of undu-
lating piso, 1 veruy Dbelleve that my
next feellng was one of sorrowial foreboding at
the momentary suggestion that perbaps ome, if
oot Wil of the white men on tuls expedition
migbt find similar wobonored graves in this
strange land. These leelings were not of long
duraiton, however, for the cheery voloes of the
guides were heard loudly proclaiming that we
were approaching Mpwapwa, and the view of high
towering mouuotains, slopes all green with wide
Muadowing mlmoss and tamarind, holiows dark
with the verdant globes of folisge of sycamores,
and the uroad bed of the Mpwpa stream, washed
With erystal water, dispelled evil presentiments
and all melancholy prognostications. Thoughts of
misfortupe and dark days to come fed ke a sick
fan's [ancies beiore the spring coloring of moble
mountains and the relfreshing verdure of well

walered slopes.

Africa,
THR MARCH.

The expedition left Bagamoyo on the 1Tth of
November and arrived here yesterday, the 12th
day of December, which makes a period of ouly
twenty-five days! This fact, stated thos briefly,
might mot surprise those uninitiated with the
usual time requirea lor this march; bat if 1 state
that on my expedirion in searcn of Livingstome
the same mhrch occupled me filty-seven days, and
that It vecupled Lieutenant Cameron's party four
months, even the most superficial reader will not
1all to perceive that I have every reason to be de-
vouilly urateful aund extremely cheeriul. And,
wille considering this rate of spcedy marching, 1t
must be remembered toat this is a very large ex-
peditlon, bearing such cumbersome things as the
pontoun Livingstone and the cedar boat Lady
Alice, and that sinee leaving the coast we have
been travelllug slong an entirely new route,
much north of any yet adopted.

Most of tnem, however,
bore free papers accorded to them by tife political
agent at Zanzibar; but eleven were, by thelr own
confesalons, ranaway slaves, After being hospita-
bly received by the Sultan of Zanzibar aond the

~Arabs |t was no part of a stranger’'s auty, unless

authorized by some government likely to
ablde by Its agent's actlons, to countenance
sach s movel mode of liberating the siaves,
The order was, iherefore, given thas these
women sbould return with the Sultan’s soldiers;
but, a2 tAls did not agree with elither the views of
the women themseves or their abducters, the fe-
males set up a determinad defance to the order,
snd the males seized their Soicer rifles, Yowing
that they should not return.  As such a disposi-
tion and dsmonstration of hostility was not
politie nor ealcalated to deserve my esieem, or t0
win for me the ATALS’ good will, this disposiilon
Wis summarlly suppressed and the Women re-
turned to their masters.

ON THE BOUTHERN BANK OF THE WAML

Our coarse since leaving Rosako nas been mainly
west-nortiwest, until approaching Mpwapwa we
travelled due west. For several days we jour*
neyed along the sonthern bank of the Wami River
muking the dlscovery that the Wami can never be
navigable during the dry season, as (& channel
for many mies 18 chokea wWith granite buvunlders.
During the rainy seasum very large oralt could
ascend ns far as the Usagars Mountains; there ls
& rise of over sixteen feet 1n the river. On cross,
ing the Waml we entered Nguru, which L8 north
ol Usegubba—a country studded with tall peaks
and mountalns, the hignest of which {8 a trun-
cated cone, Mount Kidudwe, having an altitude of
about 12,000 feet above the sea. As we journeyed
through Nguru we crossed the several tributaries
0! the Waml, which are the Mwehweb, the Mkindo
the Myomero, tbe Usingwe, the Rudews and
Mukonaokwa.

IN NORTHERN USAGABRA.

From Nguru we eniersd Northern Usagara. over
groond which the aneroids indicated was 4,475
feet nbove Rea level. Then we descendea into
lower ground about 3,400 fe:t above sea level until
We came to Mpwapwa, which, I have ascertalned’
has an altitude, accoraing to bolling pointand two
barometeis, of 3,675 leet.

Three days from here we crossed three iribu.
taries of some river flowing east north of the
‘Waml, which may probabiy be the Panganl, -

BCIRNTIFIC ODSERVATIONS.

The moat extreme north which we reached on
our jonrney bhere Irom the coast has been south
Iatitude 6 deg. 40 min., which I ascersaiued oy
taking double aititudes. This was at the village
of Kitangeh.

We intend to prosecute our journey 0-mMOrrow,
but before leaving the Unyanyemoe road for the
land ol aiscoveries and the sources of the Nile,
whick | am eager to reach, I will drop you &
short letter iniorming you of our mareh through
inbospitable Ugogo.

FULL ACCOUNT OF THE COLOAED CADET AFFAIR
AT ANNAPOLIS—QONDUOT OF YOUNG CLAUDRE-—

ANNAPOLIS, Md., Feb, 25, 1874
