lor their Interference in bu hehuif. We are oi the opinionihut his arrest upon the criminal process was lawiul,
and luat if he was entitled to exemption irotn tin: serviceoi civil process he. can insert Ills privile/e it he is
disposed to do so in the Court belore which such process
was made returnable, here is, tneretore, nothing in
the case of Mr. Keki which reuaires the action ot the
House, lie committee also and that by the settled parliamentarylaw ot hugiand a witness In attendanceupon either brancn of the Legislature,or a couiinit.ee thereof with power
to sena for persons and papers, whether

In the uncertain'y that exi>ts upon the subject we
ure unanimously of opiuion that it should be
settled by legislation and that the better reason Is in
toTor of extending the protection. It is impor.ant to
have the attendance of witnesses before committees of
CougrcsS, who-e duty it is to examine them, maile as
easy and sole as is consistent with tne ordinary administrationof Justice. Congress has the power to compel
citizens of'the United .-tales to come into tne liistr.ct as
witnesses Irom the most distant Ktates and Terntor.es,
and it is not reasonable or just that a person thus brought
within thu local junsdictiou ot the Uiscrict courts should
have his civil rlxhts ultected inluriousty. as they obvioustymight be, it lie should thereby be compelled to
transfer the defence of a civil suit to a distant loruin and

HEROISM OF PATRICK LAYELLE.

"Don't Mind Me, Get That
Woman Out First."

THE WALL KNOWN TO BE CRACKED
*"

Testimony ofMr.^haw, the Owner
of the Dangerous Building.

TUe Investigation to discover what wero the
primal causes of the awim occurrences within St.
Audrew's churrn on Thursday night last was continuedyesicrduy In the Corouer's otHoe. Mucn of
the testimony elicited was monotonous. All the
people who were in the church appear to have
had the same mantal experiences, except those
who were wounded. When they heard the portentousrumbllna above them they tnoujjht or
earthquakes, of tornado-*, or almost every
devastating natural phenomena, aim never
dreamed of their terror being caused by
the sudden demolition of gome oi man's
rickety handiwork. So lar there have
been but ttiree persons discovered who were certainthat the noise* they heard came irom Shaw's
building and the roof ot the church. These three
were Father Curran, Roundsman Muldoon and
Mr. Dononue, wno tAufled yesterday. The last
named gentleman lives at No. 16 City Kail place,
next door to tlie church, aud he himseir ielt a

sense or impending danger ever since the fire occurred,which lett the western wail or Shaw's
Bulldlnir standing, a menace to lis less prouafronteaneighbors. The wall has been a spectre
ever coming berore the eyes ot Mr. Donoliue; It
lias murdered his sleep and kept him at night pacingthe roof or his dwelling.

tIKUOIC CONDUCT OK A WOUNDED BOY.
There came out in the testimony the narrative

of an Instance of heroism on tne part ot one of
those injured in the church, such us has rarely been
surpassed. It tins hitherto been unknown that
Patrick Lavelle, the strong-limbed young man who
now Ilea in Park Hospital couche® uneasily upou
the .softest bea tu.it could be made, exhibited ou
tne mgiit of the catastropne an almost divine
combination of unselfishness and courage. The
words he addressed to the fireman who came to
rescue him irom the pile of rubbish in which ho
was almost buried, though they lack epigrammatic
lore?, are such as a plain man of honor and couragewould utter spontaneously without thinking
that he was expressing himself like a hero.
John Donohuc was the first witness called. He

testified:.I reside at No. 16 City Hail place; I was
acquainted with Michael McCarty; on tiio evening
ol the 25th ot February 1 was In St. Andrew's
church, In tne eastern gallery; I was slttititr
alongside ot Michael McCarry, deceased; I heard a

strong wind and a rumbling sound, and I said to

myself, "mat Is Shaw's building tailing down;"
the first I knew I was covered up by rubbish; I
got myself out and saw three gins covered up; I
called to Captain McCloskey for assistance, and a

young man, named Klnnezan, and myself got
tne girls out irom the ruins.
