THE ADAMS EXPRESS COMPA2JT ROBBERY.
A safe, containing $00000 m greenbacks and
pcclc, $32,000 in Georgia and North Carolina

Stale bonds and a diamond ring valued at $000,
was on the 17th or January last stolen irom tbe
office or the Adiuns Express Company, No. 60 Broadway.The robbery at first was Involved in mystery,but tho subsequent efforts of the police.
abetted by the coniunion or od« of the inspected
parties, unravolicU the mystery and showed who
planned the robbery aud who shared tbe proceeds.
Moreover, through tbla contusion most of tbe
stolen property was recovered. A* already stated
Id tbe Heuald, tbe parties arrested were Darnel
Hawry, Patrick Noonaa and John Sweeny. Tbe
last named party, seeing no otber avenuo or escape,turned Stutc'a evidence. According to his
siory the sale, being a safe sent from Richmond,
Vu., and numbered 6.765, was received
by them at the depot at Commnnlpaw,
N. J., auly delivered at the office in this
city, taken again from the office, and while tbey
were making another trip to Commnnlpaw broken
open. Its contents extracted and thon consigned to
tne bottom of the North River. This story was, or
course, denied by Hawry and Noonan; but tbe
Urand Jury thought there was sufficient ground
lor their indictment. The trial of llawry was set
oonu lor yesterday in th3 Conrt or oyer and Terminer.There wan a large crowd in attendance.

John Clark, welghmaster, testified that on Sundaysbe was employed as watchman for Adams

Express Company. He saw Ilawry at the office on
Sunday, the 17th of January last, a few minute*
to nine o'clock.
Mr. Hall objected to this lort or piecemeal testimony.He insisted that they were patting the

cart before the horse. It muse be proven that
something was stolen from somebody. The corpus
delicti should first be proven.
Judge Barrett said that it was only a question

January last to Communipaw; Hawry and he unloadedthe wagon into a ireigbt car, and unloadlugHawry drove away.
The witness was cross-examined at considerable

length, during whicn Mr. Hall reiterated his dissentas to the entire tostlmony offered, and particularlyus to the movements of persons other
than the prisoner. Mr. Russell insisted that tbey
were gradually reaching a point. Judge Barrett
aumilieu iue same, wuu exceptions. tie men,
alter cautioning the Jury not to talk about the
trial or allow any one to talk to them on the subject,adjourned the Court till this morning.

of No. 25 Pine street, and the American Exchange
National Bant, the Continental National Bank,
and the Dry Coods National Bank from negotiatingor otherwise disposing of any ol tne assets'
securities or other property of the firm of Allen,
Stephens A Co., of which he (Allen) Stephens and
Blennerhassett were the partneis. The petition
for Injunction Is Drought In the interest of the
creditors of tne applicant, Mr. Allen, and Is very
voluminous.
