CAN HE SIT IN PARLIAMENT?

An American Freeman or an EscapedFelon?

London, March 3, 1875.

We venture to think John Mitchel is somewhat
ill advised in regard to his actions and

words. In the course of bis recent lecture at

Cork he declared that the jury which convioted
him was packed from the ranks of his enemies.but he does not recollect that all sud-

porters of law and order are the enemies of
those who set them at defiance. Mitchel is
indignant at being called a felon. Though
all people might not consider bim guilty of

felony, yot according to the technicalities of
the law he was guilty. Nor does British

opinion want his explanation whether or not
he broke his parole. The fact that he

pledged bis parole and yet did escape seems

to them sufficient. Nothing could be more

imprudent than the manner in which Mitchel
attacked the Times for declaring him a Southern

Confederate during the American war of
secession. Acting wisely, be would have

ignored the subject, in lieu of which he
eemed to glory in it, saying:."I own the
oft impeachment. The Times was a Confederate.So were all the best men I knew in
America."

WHOM DOES HE MEAN?
Whom does Mitchel mean? Has he forgotten'tho number of noble Irishmen who

fought for the flag of the Union and died in
defence of the North, as became naturalized
citizens ? Is Mitchel speaking for his countrymen

in uttering these sentiments or for
himself only ? He appears to be a little contrary

in his intent of self-glorification.
WHAT HE SUFFERED UNDER COMPULSION.

His friends render him ridiculous. An address,
signed by one Hogan, on behalf of the

Tipperary Conference, is full of silly rhaplody.
It says that Mitchel, "for Ireland's

lake, wore a convict's uniform and felon's
fetters and dared the hangman's rope," ending
with the words, "God defend the right! God
are Ireland!"

THE CONUNDRUM OF STATE.

The real conundrum in the affair will be
found in the question, Is Mitchel a citizen

of the United States or not? In the former
case the British government could not arrest

bim, which, perhaps, explains its inaction.
But then Mitchel cannot sit in Parliament
even in case he is not a citizen, as the British
law incapacitates a felon from sitting in Parliament.

That is the great Mitchel conundrum.

PROBABLE DIPLOMATIC CHANGES.

THE final settlement with the sfanish

government.an aggregate indemnity of

eighty thousand dollars secured tor the

santiago massacre.mr. cushing accreditedto king alfonso.
Mr. Cushing has used his opportunities akllfally

at Madrid, and has concluded to the satisfaction
of ins government the negotiations which, when
approved and signed, will settle all difficulties
with Spain. The Alionslst government has aoknowledgedthe Justice oI our claims In the Vlr-
glnlns matter, and an agreement has been perlected,and, it is believed here, will be signed by
the Spanish government and Mr. uushlng within
the present week, by which an Indemnity is given
for the Santiago murders.
Mr. Cushing tins received from the State Depart-

ment his credentials to the Aironslst governmtnt,and will present them at ouce, It
Is understood; but with the distinct preliminary
agreement that immediately on this act of recog-
nltlon bv the United States the SDantsh orovem.

ment will officially confirm the agreement con-
cernlng the Virginias Indemnity, to which It bag
alreadlv officially consented. It Is stipulated that
Spain will pay the United States $30,000 in gold,
to be divided among the relatives or those Americanswho were massacred at Santiago. Tbts
aggregate sum Is based upon an Indemnity of
$2,500 for eacn man, regardless or color, oar governmentrefusing to accept a less sum
lor colored than lor white men and a larger
sum for officers, according to their scale ol pay.
These terms are belter than those exacted by
the British government, whlcn were at the rate of
£300 for colored and £500 for white officers and
men alike. Tbe $80,000 are to be paid In gold at
Madrid In three instalments. It Is probable that
me ratification or tbls agreement wul be completedin time to presenr. all the correspondence
to tbe Senate during the extra session.
PROBABLE CHANGES IN THE FOREIGN MISSIONS.

It Is not now probable that there will be any immediatechange In tbe Cabinet. Three new foreignministers will be appointed, Mr. Jay having
resigned, and tbe Turkish mission and one in
Central America being vacant. Several consulates
will also be filled.

BOUNTY BILL.RESPONSIBILITY TO THE PEOPLE.
The Congress which is Just now busy with Its

last dntles deserves credit for one conspicuous
virtue, it has allowed very lew Jobs to pass. The
present session has seen the death oralmost every
Job, large or small, which has appeared before it,
and this in spite ol vigorous efforts on the part or
lobbyists and some members. The one big Job of
the session, the bill lor the equalization ol bounlties, which has been demagogueu first through the
House and last night through the Senate with
some amendments, may go through tbe House
again to-night, but it is believed that tne Presl-
ucm win vuio 11. xne average uousjrcssuian 13
airald to vqte against such a bill, and the truly
loyal imagine 1: will help ibem in the next election.
Even the Vice President succumbed to the ter-

rors of tbe Bounty bill, and it was by bis casting
vote that it passed tbe Senate. He says that he
thinks Its passage necessary, and that it was In-
troduced by him six years ago. but the wicked
ones are saying to nlgat that the-Vice President
was overcome by tbe plea of Senator Cameron that
Its passage was necessary to carry. Pennsylvania.
The close of toe session brings tbe administration
wing of the republican party before the country
with a record in favor of the President's revolutionaryArkansas policy and of the Force bill, in
both of which they and the President were defeatedDy republican votes. They are also recorded
as in lavor 01 additional taxes, laid upon tbe people
in time of proiound peace, and have done nothing
either to care or to decrease tbe evils ot a debased
currency.
"This vote for the Force bill will kill every one

of us who Is on the record in the next election,"
said a lepnblican who had just voted for it. Somo
of those who teard him, as be sat In the smoking
room, langbed at him, bat others had grave faces.

whose political future lies in the gift of the President,for they do not expect anything lrom the
people.

PASSAGE OP THE JERSEY CITX CHARTER IN THE

HOUSE.ABOLITION OF COMMISSIONS.A MEMORIALTO PRESIDENT GRANT FOR A NEW

TRIAL FOR GENERAL PORTER.

Trenton, N. J., March 3, 1875.
There was a continuous session or six hours this

afternoon and evening in the Lower House, which
were consumed in the consideration or tne Jersey
City chartor, three nonrs or which were occupied in
reading the bill. Mr. Carscallen engineeied the
opposition, and resorted to all sorts of dilatory
motions to delay business. He interrupted the
reading of nearly every section of the bill, and
called on the ClerK to articulate louder and more
distinctly. In order to see that tins was done
Mr. Carscallen sat close by that officer when the
call uf the House was made. The doors
were then locked, the rules suspended and the
Sergeant-at-.-lrms sent alter aoscniee members.

Ihe main question was then put,
and the bill was declared passed by the vole of
39 to 13. Those in affirmative iuclude all the
democrats, aud .Mr. Morrow, republican, and those
lu tne negative were republicans.

Ttie Very Rev. Angus Macdonell, Vicar General

of Kingston, died last Saturday morning. Tlie decaseddignitary was bora on the 27th oi April, 1799,
at St. Raphael's, Glengarry.

and theological studies at the Coil ge ol Nlcolet in
Lower Canada, and was ordained priest by his
uncle, Bishop Macdonell, on All Saints' Day, 182'.'.

Marshal Mnc dalion. Hj hIso journeyed tiirougii
every Si ale in the I'moii and tlio West
Indies. For fifty-three years ho was a faithfulnastor or tlie Church, ana in every respect
a niixiel citizen.

than any other dignittiry ot Uio Cauadinn cnurcli,
and during hn whole career tno slightest blemish
toes not rest on his n.unc.

BISTORI IS "MART BTCABT."
The votunes of dramatic art wno last night venturedto dely tbe storm to witness tbe perform*

ance of-Mary Stuart" by the great tragedienne
were well repayed for ttieir trouble. Schiller's
trjgedy, though mil of beauties is too prosy, and
tails to bold tho attention ol tbe audience
through the absence or vigor in Its
action. When Mary la not on tbe
stage tbere la little to rivet tbe mind
of ;be spectators. Only % great artist could inducean American public to tolerate tbis play with
Its interminable speeches and slow action. but
wltb Kistorl on tbe stags all tbat makes
ordinary plays acceptable to tiie public can
be dispensed witn. Her genlns supplies
everything, lor sbe manages, m a subtle,
undemonstrative way, to seize on the
intelligence and sympathy of tbe audience,
so tbat po one thinits or sees much of any other
character. There Is a magnetism in her art.in
Its quiet gradations.that enables her to hold the
audience In her grasp, as it were, while she unfoldspictures of tbe human heart.Its longings, its
hatreds, lis hopes.that every other human heart
recognizes as kindred to lta own. In this lies her
Dower and her triumph. Her art is
ttie most perfect tbat we have ever
seen.In Its truth. Its plctnresqueness. Its humanity.Sometimes It Is so subtle tbat it
seems no art at all, but only commonplace.an admirableIllustration, as we soon find out, ol tbat
grand art which knows bow to conceal art. It is

only when we and the picture of human passlou
which seems pitched no bigher than commonplacegrow by imperceptible gradations to tne
revelations of some grand action or burst or
passion that we begin to recognise how
thorough and mature and finished Is
the great Italian's method. What a
wonderful power it is that wltnout the aid of languagecan convey and make compreheuaible every
pnase of grief or passion. In painting the emotions01 i ho human soui Mme. Kistorl is independentol language. It Is not necessary to understand
the words she speaks; it is enoutrh to watch tier
lace and listen to the infinite modulations
of bet voice. With these as guides it
is possible to loilow her through all
her trials und sympathize with her in all tier misfortunes.No better illustration ol the wide rauge
of her art could be lurniaiied than iu her presentationol the two characters of Queen Kllzaoeth and
Alary Stuart, the uniortuuate Scottish yueen.the
one all oralt, deception and violence, the otr.er
geutie and loving, but proud and indomitable
in spirit. Tne one prosperous and powerful,
reigning iu the hearts of ner people, the other a.
piisoner, abandoned l>y her own people, and
without much hope that uuman aid could ever
reach her. Wo have already spoken of the power
with which the character or Queen Elizabeth was
presented and the terribly vivid pleturo o! remorsegiven by Mme. Kistori in her portrayal
ol Queen Elizabeth's death. This scene In its
thouuhtiulness, us variety, its elaborate finish
is without parallel on the stage. It almost passes
beyond the range or art. But in Mary btuart
she is relieved iroui the necessity of drawing
pictures that, whi.e they attract with Irresistible
lorce, cause anything but pleasurable sensations.
as the imprisoned Queen we ilnd her ever in situationswhich demand and receive the sympathy
of every warm heart among the audience. Her
path is thereiorc clear, and a less careful artiste
might easily be tetnpted into carelessness by the
knowledge that sue could have the sympathy or
the nudlence without much effort. W an Madame
Illsturl tins is not the case, ami we doubt lr, la
polut of Artistic worth, her Mary Swart Is not
superior in perfection oi rone to her Elizabeth,
though there is naturally more vigorous and cornmantlingaction la the letter, me scene in the
garden 01 the castle between Mary Stuart
and Queen Elizabeth is one of remarkable
power and very illustrative of her method ol
eraaatlon. Her pride struggling aealnst abasing
herself before Queen Elizabeth was admirably
rendered, and wnen she knelt it was the Christianwoman rather than the Queen, and when, insultedby the haughty Elizabeth, she taxes her
with tne iniamy of her bin h and scorns the woman
at whoso leet she nas Just knelt, the magnetism
01 her acting made her triumph lell through the
audience as though the scene were, indeed, passingbeiore their eyes between two real rivals.
Such is the vividness and naturalness with which
she expresses passion. In the final scene, where
she goes to tier death, the same well balancedtenderness and power were shown, ana
there were lew hearts that did not throb
with sympathy lor the unfortunate Marv Stuart
when the curtain lell. It was quite remarkable
how the public, cold and impassive In the beginning,warmed up and became demonstratively
enthusiastic as the plav proceeded. Alter the
thud act last nlsht the audience would not be
satisfied until tho curtain went up three
times. Signor Abottl as Mortimer offered
excellent support, and received well merited
marks ot public approbation. Slgnora Stophani,
as Queen Eltzabetn, displayed considerable power,
bat tier idea of the character of Elizabeth was
wanting in dignity and those commanding qualitieswhich history has attributed to her. The
other members of the company acted satisfactorily.Mme.

FIRE AT FORT HAMILTON.

DESTRUCTION OF THE OFFICEB8' QUARTERS IH
THE CASEMATES.ALARM IN THE VILLAGE.

Shortly after seven o'clock last evening a flr«
broke out In the otllcers' quartern in the casematei
at fort Hamilton, In the apartments ol Major He. *,
tbe commandant ot ttie garrison. TUe officer
named wa« absent lrom his quartern, beln.' al
dinner when it occurred. The flames hud guinea
considerable headway before they were discoveredby the guards. The m n wereiuimcdia'elysummoned to quarters, aud,
tbe hose being attached to theh<rdrants,several streams were brought
to bear upon the Are. The cold northeast storm
of sleet was beating furious! v through the sally
port, and the wlna drivlug In formed an eddy ant)
fanned tne flames with leanul rapidity. A

squad ot men were set at work in re-

moving the powder from the magazine
to a safe distance from the threatened
fortlflcation. Judge Church, of Fort Hamilton,
was the first citizen to arrive on the scene, and
with his usual intrepidity and forethougnr.
tooc in the situation and 'he daugei
and set abont reinforcing the military
in tneir labors to save the property
of the government. Fie immediately telegraphed
to UrooKl^i by the Western Union Hue for a tir«
engine. The despatch, as soon as receive*
by the operator in Montague street, wai
communicated to ^Acting ."Mjperinteuuent <»
1 oiice George Waddv, at Headquarters, cot*
ner of Court ana Livingston streets. That
official sent a messenger to President Massey, 01
tho Hoard 01 Fire Commissioners, who sent worrt
to Engine Company No. 1. lying in Seventeenthstreet, Gowanus, that being the nearest
company to the scene of action, to repair u:
the i«.rt. The summons was promptly obeyed
and at ten minutes past nine Engine So. 1 was al
its destination and at woric. C.nei' Englueei
Ncvins was al»o on the scene, and in conjunction
with Captain McKeiler, oi the Eighth precinct,
and Sergeant Hall, of the Eigntii suti-preclncf.,
rendere i invaluable assistance, saving tti«
interior of the casemates, mi i:ir t*e coinbustihiemarerlal was concerned, irom entire destruction.Engine No. a was also summoned ana renderedvaluable service In staying tile con narration.General Getty was present in person
and directed the movements of his men. .Major
liurbnnk sustaiueu the loss of all his lurntltire and
many valuable papers. Majors lless and Knowcr
and Lieutenant Eaton aiso lost considerable
property in the flames. Great excitement,
prevailed among the residents oi the village outridethe fort, whose lears ol an explosion were
intense, and trie scenes attendant upon thw
memorable burning of t he quarters in Fort L ifayette.winch occurred about iour years a«o, were
repeated. The timely precautions ol" the i llicit*
oi riu> lriirrlsnti in tno mmoval ol the nowder irotn
tlia magazine, however, becoiulmr Known, iiurt tu«
eilect oi allaying the lears oi tlie li morons. Al
eleven o'cIock the tire was nearly out, and lully
under control. The thank* ot the garrison were
returned to cniei Nevins, Captain McKellar an<i
sergeant llall. anJ to the hremen, who, in the
almost Ineredlblo space oi one hour, mada
the distance ot seven miles over a Heavy road,
in ihe teeth of the snow storm, ty succor the distressedgarrison. It is dtlMcult to estimate tno
loss that is entailed to the government.
