front and rear rooms, as the weatuer was very
cold; knew nothing about the origin of the Ure;
was insured lor $i.:kK) and valued fits stock at
nearly bad been partially burned out in
that store una former occasion ; had two Ores in
oilier stores years ago and has recovered some
Insurance money.

Mr. O.iarles F. Hill. Assistant Fire Marshal, was
called and said his department had investigated
the matter, but was nnaole to learn the origin <>r
the lire, oat lie was satisfied the fire broke out on
the premises of Mr. Lev); the facts learned oy the
witness nearly corroborated the testimony of Mr.
Levy.
Deputy Coron»r Cnsboian, who examined the

bodies ot the cuildren, was oi the opinion that
ui-'Y died from suilocation.
Ttio ease was tncu given ihe Jury, who found

that the children came to tneir deaths by suffocation.at the tiro tn premise® Vo. Tflt rentn avenue,
