Tbe very bad condition of the pavements In oar
streets and avenues, tbe reanlt or ttaa riqime of
fraud and corruption which for dome years ran

riot In this city and '.he restrictive and peony-wise

the authorities under whose put viene It properly
comes, but to tbe citizen at large. So great have
been tbe draughts on tbe taxpayer heretofore for
tbe la.rlug down of pavements, and for wbicb be
has received no adequate recompense either as a

citizen or a property owner, that he now looks
with dread and a strong feeling 01 opposition
npon any proposition lor improvements in thla
direction. Again, he baB been so heavily taxed
in the past for worthless pavemcnta
that it has become a most difficult
problem to reconcile tbe present imperative demandsof the city with exact Justice to htm. BeforeMajor Wickliam assumed office the late Commissionerof Public Wo: Its. Mr. Van Nort, realizing
the.>e (acts, addressed him a communication in
which tbe whole subjeot was exhaustively discussedand wlucn we to-day reproduce. Tne matterof a sufficient supply oi Croion water lor tbe
needs of tbe city is also demanding attention at
this inomenr, when It la realized that tbe large
mains, which were laid down tor the supply of a
much smaller population than we oare at present,
are entirely inadequate to tbe present demands.

During the past tbree years I bare oa Ave

several occasions addressed communications to
the Common Council and to the late Mayor In
relation to the deplorable condition ol some 01 tbe
pavements In tbis city and th» means to be
adopted lor tbeir improvement. These communicationshave been without effect, so far as the
taking ol any practical steps lor tbe Improvement
or tbe pavements is concerned. Tne usual appro*
prlatlons for repairs have been made, but tbe
Inadequacy of these appropriations to produce
any lasting improvement in the condition of the
wooden, concrete and cobblestone pavements Is
bo apparent ibat no one bas looked upon them as
a means to effect a remedy of tbe evils complained
or, but merely to prevent, as far as possible, the
further spread of tbe evils.

At these rates or expenditure tbe Belgian and

other stone block pavements have been kept In a

satlslactory condition, but the department bas
lound it Impossible to keep tbe wooden and coucrctepav.-ments even in tolerable repair; nor has
It been able to properly maintain the cobblestone
pavement In streets where traffic is Heavy and
irequent. It loilows, then, that ir all the streets
in the city (excepting the uptown boulevard roadways)were paved with stone blocks, an anuual
expenditure ol $500 per mile, amounting in tbe

tuc present pavemeuts aud au average expenditure01 $172,000 per aunuin, nearly oue-hall of the
Htreets cannot be properly maintained.

It ia a well known fac. that when decay and
disintegration once taice hold 01 a substance or
t composition of substances they proceed at an

STcr-increasinij rfctc. This Is especially true of
the wooden pavements, where the process 01 disintegrationis much accelerated by the constant
wear and pressure irom the wheels of vehicles
xiid by the sudden changes of temperature winch
characterize our climate. It is estimated that
the wooik'u pavements become worn out and uselessat the rate of twenty-live per cent, or lOo.oOO
square yards pet aunuin. The cos; 01 replacing
that quantity nith stone block-, whlcn Is the sys- i,
tent now pursued by this department iu tne repansot wooden pavements, would oe about f- 50
per square yard, or i'J'iit,ooo annually; but trie ap-
proprution for wooden and concrete pavements
lor me current year is only foo.ooo, anu the ex*
peridtrurc ol tnat whole amount cau eilect tue repavementoi only iffl.oooyards. Tne

which are constantly ciowded with the heaviest

there is scarcely trie long!h ol one oiock of pavementthat should not oo immediately aud entirely
removed aud replaced by new stouc block pavement,li t ie ut'-ans weie at command to pay the
expense.

detrn e of dilapidation, wln-re all is utterly unlit
lor the service required, Nassau streer, Cortlandt
street, White stree' and p:»ri» oi William and
I'eari streets may be >et (.own as the worst cases;

A PROLIFIC 30UHCE OF COMPLAINT
and annoyance with regard to pavement repairs
generally is tue negligence of me city railroad
companies in keeping the pavements betweeu
ttieir tracks iu proper repan. Only thooe ot ttie
coinpauies whlcn obtained taelr iranctiise irom
the Common Couucil are required by (be terms of
sucli franchise to Keep tue pavemeut between arid
adjoining itie tracks lu repair. The companies
which ootained cnarters hom the Legislature are
not .-<o bound by express provisions 01 law, tho igh
it. would seem nut Just and equitable mat they
siiould mai;e this small return lor tue vnluabl*
privileges they enjoy. Streets with railroads requiremore irequeut repairs than others, not ooiy
bnweou but outside the tracks, because the travel
is not su well distributed over me w .oie suriace
as lu other streets, out moves principally In par*
ticuiar grooves, winch make irequem repairs necessary.

ANOTHER CACSE OF COMPLAINT
is the lneOlclent manner in which the pavements
are replaced Dygas couipan.es, plumbers, builders
and others over opeuings made lor laying pit/es or
making connections with Croton and gas pipes and
sewets. The irequuncy 01 tticse openings of
streeis may be interred irom the lact that we have
in this city over r>40 irniesoi gas mains. U49 miles of
Croton pipes and ;izo miles 01 sewers, ana more
than T4,oiKi buildings, which are each connected
with sewers, croton and gas pipes. It is therelorenearly impossible to exercise a proper supervisionover all the cases ol openinir of
pavcmenia, and the delects iu repairing olten
develop themselves only alter some lemrch ol time.
An enicient remedy c.uid be provided by a
provision ol law compelling parties to pay a certain
sum per square yard ol pavement removed, to be
applied to the expense ol replacing U oy
skilled workmen in the employ of this department.Tue evil eQects 01 oad pavements on
me public health have been so olten discussed
auu are so generally recognized by tue Hoard of
Health, by the medical nofession and by the publicat large that 1 neon not lurther press their importance.bad pavements are equally objectionableand mjurious iu another respect which is
oi vital importance to a city like Jiew York.viz.,
lu the intluence on commerce and traUlc. For
some years past tuere have been serious lorebodingsoi

0BEAT LOSS TO OUR COMMERCE
by its diversion to other porta, owing to tne great
expense oI ir.inbsUipmeut 01 merchandise occasionedof the want 01 proper utilities. An importantpart 01 this expense is lor the transDortabfinercnaudise through our streets to auu iroui
vcaaels, railroad depots and storehouses. Whateverimprovements may be made on the water
iront to laciutaie tlie trausfer 01 ireigbt, a large
portion ot it will alviars nave to do carried
turoutf Q th« streets ol the city. A due regard ior
the commercial interests of tbe city, to winch It
owes its very existence, demand that local transportationshould oe made as easv and oiieai> as
posaiole, and tins can oniy be done by tne maintenanceof good pavement*. To withhold any reasonableexpenditure necessary to attain mis objectwould seem to bj iuo ve.-y reverse 01 sound
economy.
Experience having demonstrated the fact that

It is physically Impossible to maintain tue wooden,
concrete and cobblestone pavements in proper
condition, there remains but one remedy.to replacethem wlih such as are better suited to onr
local traffic and the conditions 01 our climaie.
The superiority 01 the stoue block pavements lor
commercial thoroughfares over all omers which
have undergone any considerable tests is unquestionable.Our truckmen and cartmen will go long
distauces out 01 their way to avoid cobble, wooden
or concrete pavements, aud if they cannot avoid
iheui they must lighten their loads. 1 am awaro
that the stone block pavement a,so has its objectionableleatures, insomuch as it is noisy ana liable
to becon:e too binooih to oiler a .sure rootholu ior
horses; but its advantages lar outweigh its
duiecis. For uptown aireeis, away iroin commerce,
where there Is no heavytiaihca thoroughly constructedroadway or a gouume asphalt pavement
such as the (irahamiie asDhalt ior several vears
m use ou fifth avenue, between Tweuty-tllth and
Twenty sixth streets; on Eignteenth street, betweeuFourth avenue ana Irving place, and on
Tan ty-oighth street, between Filth uuu Maalson
avenues may be pre.crane on account of cieanlinesand iioiseiessuess. Out tney nave never been
tried on any ui the down town streets which are
continually thronged wan heavily laden trucks
and carts, nor on such steep grades as irequeruiy
occur in the lower part 01 tuc city. VVhetner an
improvement cau ne made on tue atone block
pavement lor these streets is a matter to be decidcd
by mture experiment", whiie (he improvement ol
loose paved vv.tn cobolestoue, wooii or concretois
an Immediate and commanding necessity. Tnetr
presence is a standing reproacn to a great and
progressive community iikn New York.

THE (jL'KSTlON OK KXl'ENSB.
The question yet to be decided is how to provide

the means to pay uie expense 01 rcpaveineut.
Local improvements corner corresponding local
benefit*, wiida they alio benefit ro a greater or
less extent the community at large, under our
laws all to-at improvements nave hitherto ueeu
paid by local assessments upon property deemed
to be benefited. Until ttie pa-sage of tno present
en cnarter, April 30, l«7j. the power 01 tne commonCouncil to order me paving or repuviug of
streets was un-untested, and tne cost ol repaveinentwaa assessed upon adjoiuuiir property. The
sad exp r.ence with the wooden aud concrete
puveuients which weie laid during the years 1807
to 1»71, uud tor which heavy assessments were
laid on property whan had aiready neeu assessed
lor street paviua. led to tue adoption 111 tue charterol a sweeping clause (seciiuu 110) prohibiting
tne reiiavement oi uuy street except upon petition
ol a majority of property owners, representing a
majority of the property to be assessed tor the
improvement. This nas proved to be a complete
barrier to the UOProT«BH«D( Of any street, howeverworthless toe present pavement, only one Instnnrehaving occurred ilhatol liroadw'ay, iroui
Thirty-second to Pifty-Dtntn street,) where a suillctemnumber oi property owners nave petitioned
lor a renuVi-tneni. [he opinion is general among
propei ty owner-* that the ciiv at targets b-nud
lo.c-ver ti> maintain a pavement once laid aud
paid for by assessment; iience their reluctance to
roiaateer lie pav muni 01 the expense Ol any repavement.Some ol tne cobble stono pavements,iiowever, have been laid at a period so remote
that it is impossible to ascertain n anv assessmentol their cost was ever made, and it i* quite
probable mat in many lustances none was ever
paid. The sunstitution oi a good stone block
pavement lor nuy of tne cobble stone, wooden or
concrete pavements woulu undoubtedly °«e oi great
aud direct benefit to adjoining property, while it
would also in llrectlv benefi; the wnnin I'.nmmn.

siR-soon alter thi* department was formed a thoroughexamination ol the then existing water mains was

made, wlucb clearly ihowed that the mama wore not
large enough to c irry the necessary <4ua 11111v ot waier
to 1n consumers and tur use iu esse of lire*, it was decideby ilie lii'Durtmeul tu remedy this by laving ihree
large mains irom ilie reservoir south, and al<o to iay
some larger mains in some ol the street* and avenues
and connecting them with the existing tnuiui, aud
thereby increase thu capacity ol tbc latter, nuiii
01 the avenues aud many of the streets in whl^h
the most valuable property 11 situated were supplied
by six-Inch mains. The wh >le llarlein and Vauhauanviliedint let was supplied truiii the licservoir with a
single twelve-Inch mum. here were also large distrivisin the upper part ot the city In which the streets
and avenues were graded aud tbe property ready to be
brought Into use, hut could not be occupied for the want
ol \»uier. unit where the water has been supplied and
the property covered with buildings. In pursuance of
this decision the department have laid a thirty -*ix-inctl
niulti Irotn Kortysecoud street to and throucu Chambers
and Church street* uiul connected 11 with ull the Urge
mains in the lower part ol ihe cltv, and have aiso laid a
lortv-elght-inch mam, being a part 01 the uroposc.l new
westerly mam from Seventy-ninth street and Kighth
avenue to and through Tenth avenue to Thirtv eighth
street, with a branch in Forty second street, connecting
mains lending to the lower part of the city. Those
mains lire workiiu very succcs-duitv.

1 would recommend that the new westerly main bo
continued down town with a thirty-six inch main, connectingwith the existing lame mains on Canal and
t hurcli streets, and that ihe easterly forty-eight incn
main he continued from Eightieth street and Fourth avenuethrough Kiglmeth street to First avenue and
through Kirst avenue to the vicinity of Fortieth street
and connected with Ihe lower reservoir and all the existingmains running *,>mh. I would also recommend a
new iweiuv-inch main tie laid in Kit'th avenue which it
now supplied from r itty-mnth street to Waxhington
square bv a siugle six iui fi main, which is entirely inadequateto furnish the needed supply. A large amount
ot pipes are required in the upper portion of the city
where the streets and avenues have been graded,
and the property is ready 10 he brought into
use as soon as it is supplied with water,
lue department have laid a twelve-inch main
in tho new district from Harlem Kiver. through uicoln
and Third avenues, to 188th street. This main is connectedwith the mains on the south sidoot Harlem Kiver
hv a wrought iron main laid across and under iiariein
Kiver.

1 have provided in the estimate for supplying the new
district with iix-inch and twelve-Inch inaius, and arrangedthat when they will not furnish an adequate supplythey can be teinlorccd by large mains.

JOHN B. HASKIN'S REPLY TO

and explained that lie desired to be free irom otllolalposition (or tbe reason tbat ne bad some resolutionsto submit ior tbe consideration of tbe
meeting. Alter some discussion, during wbicb
tbat able parliamentarian, Mr. Jacob Conen, talked
often and earnestly, Mr. Roosevelt was

permitted to retire from tbe olflce of
secretary and Mr. Brown was elected to
All tbe post temporarily. Mr. Roosevelt tbeu took
the floor and said"In view of tbe fact that somethingsnould be done toward accomplishing rapid
transit, and recognizing tnat this association
