They pay taxes for other
schools, lrom which tbey gain little or no benefit.
They say they are entitled to some share of this
public money lor the support of schools which are

educating in a larger degree the children or tbe
humblest classes of citizens. But tbey insist that
they mast lie permitted to Impart religious instructionto tbe pupils. On tbe other hand, the
Board 01 Education will not allow.*ny particular
denominational teaching in tbe sc*ft>ols, and tbey
have the advantage in support ol their resolution
in that tbe catholics alone make objection. Tbey
also claim that this is an innovation.
