Finding that 1 was short-handed in the photographicdepartment. I employed at Nagasaki Mr.

Oyeno as third assistant piictogralier. In recorotnjr,copying and duplicating, 1 was irequently
compelled to use the services of Master George
F. Davidson, and sometimes those or my wife. We
lert San Praaciaco August 29, live weeks alter tne
other Northern parties; arrived at Yokohama
September 2.!, and the Instruments in ch&rge of
Mr. Kdwatds lelt for Nagasaki next day. Uavlng
obtained tlie necessary nuttonty irom the governmentto make the necessary examinations
tnd locate my station in any part 01 the Empire,
to receive and snip the instruments free of
duty, aua to have the use of the governmenttelegraph lines for any longitudesrequired, I lelc Yokohama, and
reached Nagasaki October 0. To toe Japanese
government l had offered to allow some or their
young officers or studeuts to accompany my party
to witness the operations and learn the methods
and means employed in such work, und they uppointedthe Jollowmr gentlemen to accompany
and assist meLieutenant K. Otomo and Mid*
hlpman K. Isorno, Imperial Japanese Navy, and

Air. T. Magome, of tue Momousho, as Interpreter
And negotiator.

It was also arranged that Professor David Murray,Chief Councillor of the Educational Departmentof Japan, and Mr. Y. Uatakeyaina, Director
of the Imperial College, should Join inc about December1. Subsequently Captain N. Y. Yanagl.
Chief of tl;e Bureau oi Hydrography, ana esteemed
one of the moot leatneJ men in Japan, Joined the
party In November. Upon the return of Mr. Isomo
to Tokel, his place was supplied oy MMshipuian J.
Kanem. Messrs. Murray. Yanagl and HataK.'y
ma and Magome were required by the governmentto make special reports of tae operations of

the party.

photographic apparatus were examined; Itjedis.a rice uutwecn the ends or the measuring rods
and the reticulated plate measured, and Boot,
alter through a break in the clouds the reversed
photographs were successfully made. Then the
weather changed: two strata ol clouds were seen
to have formed.an upper stratum or clrrfcs and
clrra-stratus. loiming a tolerably coherent
screes, while below that and resting on
the mountain, three or /our wiles south of us
(and i.aoo leet eievatlon), was a dense stratum
ot cumulo-stratus coming up slowly irom the
southwest wuh a steady movement.
At half-past nine A. M. this lower stratum became>-o dense that our hopes were gone, but

about ten minntes alter ten o'clock a breaK occurredin It and the run was visible through the
upper stratum with variable distinctness. At Intervalsit whs too bright to observe with the unassistedeye at the equatorial, and the shades of
glass were too rew. l had another set tarnished
by the Coast s-nrvey, but on prelimlnnary examinationol the suu ttiree had been b'oken by the
san's lie at. i used tne lightest shade luruislied

one evening l asked two visitors whether it
appeared curved. They said, decidedly, "No; it
is periectly tiaight." said I, "If It was carved,
which way would It be curved t" They agreed
that U mli,ht be carved to tne left and could not
be curved to ttae right, but repeated that It appearedperiectly straight My computation" Indicateda very slight curvature to the leit.
After Copgla's comet had disappeared, I saw

that Encke's comet would pass its perihelion this
spring, and I concluded to try the same principle
there. From its co-ordinates computed In 1862,
TTU6U 1 l«D> o»n bum nv/ul la 1VU|(U WtUUl|lUUU
of its perihelion passage I obtained positions for
January and February, whlob I supposed would
be probably within bait a decree. Ou January 25
I first looke<\ for It, bnt did not recognise iTie
tars, unci swept over twenty or thirty degrees
area without detecting u, On January 26 l took
more puins and identified the stars. but could not
recognize tuc comet. Tnen I said to myself, "If
the comet U Within half a degree of the predicted
place, where Is it f" Altera careful examination

that if that was not it it was certaiuly
beyond my reach. The next opportunity
1 had was o* February 1, Again I looked, nut
could not recognize the comet. Again 1 selected
aud recorded tuo place ^th less hesitation than
before, wnere 1 thought it must be 11 1 could see it
nt all. Kut 1 cou;d not be confident tuat 1 saw
anything there, even when. Upon comparison, 1
found that the two independent positions remarkabiyagreed. 1 was so lit le sanguine of the resultsof my attempt to assist observation by

My theory is, to crlve It a little more scientific

look, tnat an amount of lijrnt insufficient to satisfy
the uuud that it i-xwb at oil may be sufllcieiit to
attiact attention to its correct location. Whether
this method ol obsei vutioa can tc made available,
I do not K'ow.
