The fact was Mr. Cohen was seriously hurt, savIncnorning of tue dainaae to bis vehicle, lie
brought suit against the railroad company lor
$V-oo, and Hie case came to trial yesterday before
Chief Justice .Viuuell. in tne Superior Court. Alter
the testimony lor itie plaiuiirt had been submitted,
setting form the lacts Slated above, a motion wan
made 10 dismiss the complaint. The motiou wns
anted on tne jrrouud that tno car driver was not
in the discharge of ins duty at the time; thai wm.o
tue railroad company nad a riirnt to cause the removalof any obstacle in the wa.v ol the care, no
power was delegated to the driver to exercise tnia
rijriit In a violent way, and taut therefore the
lriver, not the company, was liable. Jua.se Moneli
took tins view oi the matter, arid granted the motionaismlfsing the case.

CITY LEGISLATION.

THE ALDERMEN 3 ACTIOS ON THE MAYOS'B LATE
MESSAGE.COMPTROLLER OBEEN AND UXfl MEMORIALBUSINESS BEBUEED.
At the special meeting or the Board of Aldermen

yesterday, held to coueider the Message ol the
Mayor of the 18th inst.. the Law Committee, to
whom th« Message was referred, presented
through its chairman, Mr. Purroy, the lolloping
report
The Committee on the Law Department, to whom

was reterred the special Message oi ills Honor ma
Mayor o.' Murcn 18,1875, respectiuily oeg leave to
rtpori

in our opinion the varfons matters referred to
in tne Message ol His Honor ace ol sucu vital importanceto tue interests of tins city as to urgently
demand calm coustderatiou and piouipt action
upon the part oi tnis board, sp«akin? and acting
with the authority wind of right belongs to tne
electee representatives or the people. We sincerelyregret that tlio time afforded 10
your committee lias been no very limited
ai to precede that tuoroujjh discussion
o( the questions raised in the Message
to wmch their importance justly entitles them.
Uowever, alter careful consideration autl mature
deliberation wo are pleased to t>e able to report
that we imijr and Heartily coucur in eacn and
everyone ot the views uud recomuicudations so
clearly and iorcibly presented bv Ills Honor tlio
Mayor. Especiall) do we aureo with hiui in too
opinion that ttie unrestricted and independent
powers now possessed by ttie several departments
to undertake and m<HUe pnDllo works and incurobligation^ In the name of the city wuliout tne
consent or approval of ttie common Council ami
witnout tbe anility lu tlie Board ol Apportionment
to w i to hold tne b nds by which sued obugatious
must be paid, are powers which or necessity pieventttie hunnonlous working ol' the municipal
machinery and necessitates the constant lucrease
ot tne burdens ol un already heavily taxed community.Not only is luis the case, but the whoa
system ltseif is m direct violation of every principle01 republican government. The Common
council is, or at least ought to be, the legislature
of tne city and every department should be subject
to Its supervision and control. With it ail public
works 01 whatever kind or cnaracter should originate,and the departments should only be the instrumentslor carrying Its resolutions and ordinancesinto effect. Such was tne case in tne earlier
and more economical days or the city's history, and
It is a notorious tact that official extravagance
and reckless increase of the city debt date from
the tune when unjust legislation stripped the CommonCouncil ut all lis ancient riguis and powers
and transferred them to independent and
irresponsible commissions. In our opinion a
change should be at once had iu tue legislation
affecting tins city by which the sole management
of trte affairs 01 New York snould with all its consequentresponsibility ba again restored to tuo
Common Council. Each year its meiuoers are
elected by the people, and we believe that the
safest guarantee that any oflicer will perform
lalthluily and well the duties lutrustea to him will
always oe lound in his direct accountability to his
constituents. Ii this be not true then the whole
system 01 republican government In this couutr?
Is egregtously and latally ut lault.
The Mayor reminds us that the public debt ol

this city has now reached such an enormous
tWure that we mav Wts:l nause mid ennsinor mn.

turely whctaer it be wise or expedient to lurtner
Increase us amouut. On itie other tiunil, wo have
a city whose great resources nave as yer. been out
little developed, aQd if tney are not to remain so
public Improvement ami expenditure are absolutelynecessary. Tuese two lacts present a problemwinch, in our opinion, can ooiy be solved ny
tne more unrmonlous and economical administrationof the powers of the city government at mo
hands of some ono responsible body, as well as
by a wise and ettlcient management of our

finances by competent ofllcers." To secure tins
desued result legislation is neccssarv, and we
tlunk tUat It is the duty ol mis Board
to use whatever Influence It possesses
In one strong efforc to obtain It. As before stated,
want ol time alono lias prevented us irom me
consideration 01 each 01 the Mayor's recon>menaationsin detail; we can only reiterate that we luilv
and heartily agree with him in all his views anil
especially in those relating to city assessment
bonds, Croton water supply and the management
ol the dock and law departments, li your HonorableBoard agree with this committee aud determinethat tne interests of the city demand some
additional legislation, then we believe that the
sole right to specify what that legislation should
be and to memorialize the Legislature in ita
behuli resides iu the Alavor aud Common council,
and we respectfully protest against the ladlgultj
oflered to your honorable body when any subordinateof tne city goverument arrogates to himbelltne right of speaking to tne Legislature at
the representative of the whole city. In conclusionyour committee, with a Tlew 10 carry into
eilec the wise views ano recommendatioas of liis
lloiior tne Alavor, respectiuliy recommend that a
special committee lroui your honorable body be
api-oiuted to meet aud consult with the Counsel
to the Corporation tor the purpose of dialling
such laws as tuey may ueem necessary lor tuo
intere>ts ol me city, ami ol presenting them, alter
they mall have racelvad jour approval, to the
Legisiatute and urging their immediate passage.

The total
amount represented in the contract was $100,000,
and vet tne amount 01 interest the city had to pay
on tms was $28,000, and it was only last month
inat tne taxpayers began to pay their assessmcnti
ior this worn, "l'nis case.'' 6aid Mr. McCarthy,
is only one in a thousand.''
Mr. 1'urroy took the view that Mr. Gross' and

Mr. McCarthy's motions were not inconsistent.
As ihe special committee to be appointed (ti the
report was adopted) to draw up wuatever laws
ttiey deemeu necessary tor the welfare ol tho city
would have to submit them to the Board, when a
lull discussion could oe hud upon them, tho better
way, in ins opiuion, would oe lor the Board, then
and there, to adopt the Law Committee's report.
This view of the case was Anally accepted, the
reDort was adopted and tne following committee
was appointedMessrs. Purroy, Shaudley, BU«
linirs, Gross and McCarthy.
Thy Board then adjourned.
