A MEXICAN EAID INTO TEXAS.

Galveston'. March 27, 1876.
A News special rrom Corpus Christi, Texas,

dated to-day, says:."A band of Mexicans came
within seven miles of the town, robbed several
stores and houses and took a larcre number of
Americans prisoners, among them Judge tillpin,
jormerly a member of the Legislature,, and tfljo
women. They compelled tnu captives to walk hi
Croat or them till they wire exnausted, then
mounted them on barcbacs horses and hurried
them off. l'liey robbed and burned the Post Office
at Nueces, and robbed and took prisoner one
mail rider. Texans have gone in pursuit and a

light is reported near Banquette, m which one
Mexican anu two Americans were killed. All exceptlour or the prisoners escaped, but nothing
has yet been heard from them. Business is

arms guarding the town."
Information received from Los Olmos, Nueces

county, says that throughout the entire region betweenthere and the Ulo Graude lawless bauds
from Mexico are continually raiding through the
country robbing, muiderine and arlving stoclc
across tne river.
They have become so daring of late that nearly

all travel on the highways has ceased, liven stockmenare deterred from hunting their cattle aud
horses through lear of falling into the hands of
these ruillaiis. At present there seems to be a
concerted movement on the part 01 tnese vidians
to clean . out the "white men" within
striking distance of the Klo Grande.fifty
to seveutv utiles and even lurther-
where ingress and egress can be saiely effected
to this end. They have been crossing the river in
small detachments lor the past week. It is estimatedthat there are now on I'exas soil at least
aoo armed bandits, anil rumor has it that several
Americans near the river bave iieen murdered
by them. Ramon come m that the Mexicans have
cleaned out a company or two of negro soldiers,
at San Luis on the Kio Grande, about forty miles
below Kio Grande City, und that a number oi
armed men were seen hovering near this place. A
number 01 Mexicans reside lime, but they cannot
be depended upon lor assistance in a contest in
which their countrymen ar« engaged. Nearly the
entire Ulo Graude I i on tier ol 'I'exas, embracing a
bell or lroin Uity to on>> hundred miles in width, is
Inhabited mostly by Mexicans, many of whom,
tuongh taking no active part in the forays of the
thieves, yet sympathize with auu give them secret
aid aud comfort.

THE NEWSPAPER AS A OETECTIVE.

Boston, March 27, 1876.
A partial confession of l'emberton. tbe murderer

or tor*. Buigtiam, together with the tuneral obse|
qules to-day over the remains of the deceased, as
well ai the wraneliag among the officers for the
credit of the arrest, have ail served to keep the
puioful tragedy fresh id the public mind. llisionlession,so far as the wine-looking officers are disIposed to maKe It public, admits a visit to Kast
lioston ou the day of the nmrilcr and the selling
of the rings which have been ldentlfleil as those
owned ana worn by the unfortunate woman when
last seen alive, lie denies the murder, bat says
he supposes he will have to "swing for it," adding
that ll it Is a question betweeu imprisonweut for
lite and hanging he proiers the latter.

TIIIC I'olil'k and rilR. uukihcr.
blnce the excitement over the tragedy has subsidedthe public are beginning to see bow very

little credit Is due to the police lor apprehending
the murderer. If they couid have indulged in
their usual reticence about the facts surrounding
the tragedy, 1'embertoa would probably have remainedundiscovered, the same as the authors or
nearly a dozen otuer murders in and around Dostoilduring the lust lew years. It so happened
that tbe newspapers pnbli-fted all toe lacrs
promptly. Including the circumstances of the miss'
ing rings, and when the man who bought them saw
the stcry in the papers he immediately gave
iniormation which reallr brought about
the detcctlou or the murderer. It is clear, therei(nrp hi»t t.ho nnh/»u urn unH«i«»H

ever iu the matter. Tlie public parading of the
criminal through the streets yesterday, umler
escort of mounted olllcers, is also Justly criticised,
lor the prisoner could have very easily been trans*
ported privately and without exciting any such
public demonstration as was witnessed.

THK FCNKKAIj SKRTICKS.
The funeral obsequies over Hie remains of the

victim were solemnized at her late residence this
afternoon. The gathering was a private,, one;
none but the lamliy and Immediate connections
or warm personal friends being present
by invitation. The time of holding the
services was not made known to the
public, and there was happily no display 01 curiosityto mar the quiet impressiveness 01 a burial
t>y a Christian family. The remains were in such
an excellent state or preservation that they could
be laid iu a half-6peu casket; and the face pre-
seuted a much more natural look than was
expected. The floral tributes iroui mends 01 the
laiuiiy were of rare beauty, and the air of the
Whole house was lieavy WitD their nngranco.
So numerous had been these testimonials ol
aiTection irom friends ihut the iront parlor, where
the remains w ere exposed,was oeauulled in every
part by some design or interlacing vine. At the
head of the casket upou a marble stand was a
large upright cross, composed principally ol camelliajapouicas, with other white llowers and trail-
nift green, artistically iriugcd, the gut ol Mayor
Cobb.

THK CASKKT.
The casket plate was inscribed, "Margaret E.

Bingham, died March il, 1875, aged no years, 5
months," and urouud it was laid a beautiful
wreath irom irlcnds in Newton. At the foot oi the
casket.reclined a cross of most dcllcaie llowers.
Upon the burial robes were strewn exotics and
snui.ix, and iu other parts ol the loom were memorialgilts.

THE COMING FLOOD. '

RAPID MELTING OF SNOW AND ICE.CONDITION

OF TDK ItlVKIt AT DELAWARE OAP AND
NEIGHBORHOOD.THE THREATENING8 AND

MURMURtNOU.PREPARING FOR THE WORST.
Delawakk Water Gap, March 27. 1875.

The rapid melting of the snow along the line of
thft wik.ro IHupp ia nlrnailv ha vinrr itu afTnnt In

a visible rise in the stream. The Heavy snowbanksthat were to be seen here yesterday have
dissolved ib many places almost entirely. The
rain storm o( yesterday was not serious,
but tho thaw continued all night. The
solid ic« in the river Is beginning to separate
iroin the shores, and us it does not seem possible
tnat there will be another lreezing spell the
break-up may occur within a day or two. The
channel made by the Delaware and Lackawanna
is now about three-quarter* of a mile above the
Gap, and near tho loot of a rilt, where there is a
slight Jam of ice that has shoved down from the
head or the rapid. A heavy charge of powder is
to be exploded in the centre of that.

AWA 1TINO THK FLOOD.
There are no means of communication with the

head oi the gorge except by a wagon road, which
makes the distance tweuty-six miles. As no
nioasures have been taken to keep this and other
places lnlormed us t>> tne stale oi the water and
the situation oi ailairs generally up the river,
comparatively little will be known oi the move-
inent oi the tkoi until it comes rushing down
upon the Gap. From hsre down the river there is
telegraphic communication, and places below
may be inlortued of the approach oi tie ice and
its result here until the oilice succumbs to the
flood, as it Is almost certain to do beiore the great
body cf Ice makes its way through the Gap.

THE KASTON WAUON BIMDUK.
Nothing is to oc done with the Portland or

K us ion wagon bridges. 1 vlMten tho lormer to-
day. It is a covered wooden structure, probably
hoo leet long, it rests on three piers, whh;h,
according to tno water marks painted on the middlepiers, are about twenty-five leet nigh, ibft
suspension liridge at Port Jervis was nearly that
high above the water, and when tne gorge gave
way and the ice had iree passage the cakes
knocked it loose irom its pier. It was
tlrmly held by the strong wire cables
and it is a question whether they would
liuve withstood tlio terrible battering of
all the Ice that was yet to pass it, even if the rail-
road bridge had not carried it away. The 1'ort-
laud Bridge has no such support. It merely rents
on tSS piers, Is all wood, ana u the Hood rises to
anywhere near the point it is declared it must,
the bridge will tie lilted aodl>T irom its loundation
auJ carried down with (treat lorce against the
railroad budge below. This structure is about
the sauio length as the wooden bridge, but is
higher from the river. It lus anadvantageover the Erie Hridge at I'ort .lervw, as
none of the braces hang oeni-ath it. Tuat advantagewill amount to nothing if the i'ortiand Bridge
noes, lor the splendid iron structure will be uu-
able to witnsLand the united ioice» 01 Uood and
ice brought to near against it.

I'OKTLANP.
The village of l ortiaud is situated on low

ground, sloping down to the river edgre. A flood
as high as the one that swept bv l'ort Jervis
will make short work ot a large portion
ot the place, including the track and
depot ol tho Delaware and LackawannaRailway. There are other hamlers on
each side oi the river below, in the very track
of the expected luuudation. The situation of
tne two bridges mentioned is similar to that of
the toll and railioad bridges at Kaaion, vet, with
hundreds ol thousands of dollars at stake, the
companies are content to take their cnances.
Tills may bo wise, but in the light ol recent events
111 both this a'id 11.e Susiiuehauua Valley, it does
not have that appearance.

THE ICE GORGES.
wii kl.aiiAhi;k, Pa., March 27, 1874.

It has been thawiuu rapidly all the aliernoon,
but the rtse in the river Is not perceptible. At
Towanda it has risen four inches. The thaw mn*t

DELAWARE LEGISLATURE.

The Legislature adiourned to-day, nine ale.
The bill passed several days ago to meet the

Civil Right* bill lit already a law. It does not men-
tion color, but provides that hotel keepers, rail-
road companies, steamboat owners ana others
may provide separate accommodations lor any
class 01 persoua obnoxious to their customers or
passengers.
