Railroad Tracks Overflowed
in the Valleys.

TOWNS AND VILLAGES AGAIN IN DANGER

The Gorges of the Delaware S8till Strong and
Threatenivg a Deluge.

PrrTsTON, Pa., March 31, 1876

About four o'elock this afternoon wWord was sent
from Ransom that the ice in that vicioity was be-
ing greasly disturbed oy the agitation of the rising
waters, This report was subsequently suppile-
mented by & despatch stating that the gorge was
in motion. Toe alarm was lmmediately sounded
here and in a very short rine the streets were
thronged with men, women and cmidrem, al
hastening toward the banks of the river. At flve
o'clock 1he lce was just observed (rom the span of
tue naw biidge, whion the flood of two weeks ago
left standing. It was coming very salowly around
the bend in the river opposite Coxton, about a

mlle above tbis polnt. The several small
bouts which have Leen dolng ferry ser-
vice on the river sinea the  destruc-
tion of the bridges were now In  great

demand by those residing on the west side,
They made all soris of extravagant bias for places
in the boats which were lkely to get salely over,
and the listle craits were often loaded with bur.
dens dangerousiy heavy.

ANBIVAL OF THE I0E.

In the meantime the river began to riss
at a very rapid rate, not affecting the
current, however, which wWwas very quist. At
thirty minutes past fdve o'ciock the lower
end of the foatipg mass was abreast of the

dismantled plers of the new bridge, and
the current was increasing raplaly. Un the
west mide the banks of the Susquehanna

were lined with hundreds of anxions spectators,
and great activity among the residents near the
river was manilestea. The crowds on the east
side kept augmentiog until the span of the new
bridge was black with people. They were subse-
quently required to vacate the bridge by order of
the Burgess, who deemed It prudent, in the face
of the rising waters, t0 take every precaution
agalust accidents, which might follow lu the over-
crowding of the span.
RAILROAD TEAINS IMPEDED,

The New York and Pniladelpbia train on the
Lehigh Valley road, due at forty-five minotes pass
four in the afterncon, did not arrive until nearly
gix o'clock, having been detained at Plainsvilie,
two miles below this place, by running on a cake
ol {ee, which the rising waie:s bad thrown upon
the track. The traln managed to get clear, but
wus [orced to leave the baggage car standing on
the rails. The engine barely escaped having her
fires put out, the water coming up to within two
inches of the fire-pan when the (rain moved on.
Shortly atter the arrival of this train, three trains
irom the north, fellowlog i1n quok succeasion,
passed this place.

THE PLOOD RISING.

At this hour, seven o’clock, the whole town is
out and the water hus not stopped rising. Every.

and 1s very dark.

SEVEN 0'CLOCKE.—In two hours the water has
risen four feel, with a very siow current, caused
by the gurged ice below.

Governor Hartranft Sends Troops
to Quell Riots.

WILKESBARKE, Pa., March 31, 18975

The feeling of discontsut among the miners,
which bas brokem out (n turbuience, riot
and bloodshed 1o the Lehigh region, has
extended to this city, and s Is feared
that msimilar scenes will be enacted hers,
perhaps with more virulence. On Monday
o altempt was made to put the Diamond Mines,
in this vieinity, owned by the Delaware and Hod-
son Canal Company, lo operation, and a npumber
of miners went to wor<, This aclion caused cen.
siderable exclienent among A large portion of
the men in chis district, and led to a few personsl
encouniers and caused several arrests, which
were disposed of ln the Mayor's Court.
