Marr Kernan, a prisoner en the steamboat

Beilevuo, being sworn, said:.I was committed lor

drunkenness; was on board the Beiievue to help
tbe stewardess; on tae night or the 22d or March
I placed some cotton bags on tne bestar in the
cabin or tbe boat, and in the morning tney were

dry; saw the deceased. Lizzie Stern, on tne morn-

Ing of tbe iitb; she wasda-aj; tbe c*:<ln when i

entered It was perfectly warm and comiortao.s;
did not know the deceased.
Addle btrlnguam. beiag sworn, testified as flol-

lows:.I reside at No. 48 First street; 1 knew the
deceased for about two montbs; on the morning
of toe 2Sd oi March tue deceased woke me up and

said, MAddie, get up and go with me to tbe Fiitb
¦treet station bouse, for 1 am tick I got np snd
took tbe deceased to tbe station bou«e, which is
about six blocks Irom my residence; ou our arri¬
val at tbe station Sonne I stated tne case to tne
sergeant and he teisgrauhed tor an ambulance,
which arrived verr soon, and »n« win conveyed
to He i > ue; dt<i uot bear ol her again until 1
beard of r.er d-at .

Dr. Hubert Murray, who untitled o Kr day. was
recalled snd swore as fobows;.i oalieU lor hot
water Vo wass tbe woman; it is not sosolately
necessary to use tbe w*ter, but only to wasn tae
patient alter delivery; asked for cod water iut
once; the caom was very cold ; 1 sssed lor a pall
ol water, which was Drought to me; it was eoid
watfi; in my opiuion tbe deceased died oi syn-
ti>p». pr'xluce 1 l-v "iposer .
