Now, In many
cosed nothing cen be more unjust than this as-
samption, Wnen it s remembered that every
arust who has recetved the medal is exempiod
from the jursdiction of the jury, and Is entitied
10 send in thres plerures annuaily, a privilege of
which but few fall to avall themaelves, and that
the numoer of works which ure thus certaln of ad-
miss10n umounts to about 1,500, It will be seen
that the gnestion of space bas more o do wiin
ihe rejection of pletures than their acinal de-
werits, The total wumber ot works cccupying
wall space exh/bited !ast year was 2,628, and of
these only 1,852 were oil paininge. If to the num-
ber of privileged works =ent in by srusts who
are hors conconrs we add those of the pujlis
of the isading masters, whosc influenca 18 certain
to secure them adoission, 1L 18 clear that muoy |
excellent pictures which have neirper mmfuence
nor privilege to back tbhem must aiways be re-
jected, The Exbibttlon of lest year will long be
memorable for the many acts ol injusiles that
were committed 1o this way, While works of an
inierior enaracter were not only admitted, but ob-
tained places on the walls, which only served to
reniter their worthlessness the more consplencus,
others ol vastly superior merit were eudner re-
jected or hung uway out of slgnt.
