Beecher was a reminder and an example. In bt«
looks and demeanor be presented an erabodlmet
of twenty-Ave years of American history and uf
Brooklyn socle'.y, and all of tbls the witness bad
the vamtr to think was bis work and authorshl .

Mr. Beecher as a witness falls below Tilton In
fiuenoy and scholarship. Kettber Tllton nor
Beecner has been educated In the sense oitnose
men wbo go forth into the world from the great
universities of Europe.
