THE MINE WORKERS

Former Employment of the Military to
Preserve the Peace.

AMONG THE OUTPOSTS.

A Visit to the Threatened Points of the
Disturbed Region.

HAZLETON, Pa., April 11, 1875,

The parallel besween the events wonloh have led
to the occupation of Hazleton by an armed force
and those whicn attendad the marching of troops
to Seranton four years ago ls so striking that a
comparison 1s chalienged. Alter a three or four
monrhs' suspension the effort was made to stop all
work at the mimnes, The miners pecame uneasy
and finaly broke out into turbulent demonstra-
tions, raided from one colllery to another, forcing
men 1o leave work, and then marched through
the city of Scranton, & mob armed with bludgeons,
firearms and soch weapons o! offence as
could be most readily obrained, Mayor Monies
attempred to reason With those engaged
in the dlsorderly demonstration, #and be-
log satisfied that the eivil aunthority was
powerless to preserve the peacs, called upon Gov-
ernor Geary for aid, which was promptly far-
nisped. On the Tth of April General Osborne en.
terea Scranton and took command of the situa.
tion. The like efforts to have the military with-
drawn which are now being made hers were re-
sorted to, and the military force was alter a time
reluced, The dlSorderly element azaincame to
the surface, and It was oot only found necessary
to eall back the troops, but to Increass the num-
ber, and the milltary were kepl on aunily two
months, lacking but a day or so, notll the strike
ended and the men went to work, npon giviog up
what they had been contemoing for about six

moaths,
THE PRESENT TROUBLES

Just fonr years later this history seems to be
repeating iteelr 1n the middie coal fleld.

Blackwell's Island last night was the scene of
intense excitement among the ofcials of the

open. In an instent he had sounded
the alarm. and Warden Fox, hearing It,

making bis exit. Fastily summoning the entire
| gaard on duty In the prison, consisting of twenty-
