It snows that the surplus of receipts over ex-
penditures for the fiscal year endiag Maroh 31,
1878, Was £507, 830

The expenditaures for the carrent fiscal year are
estimated at £75,268,000, and the revenues at
£75,683,000, leaving o surpius of £417,000,

The Chancelior stated thai these esiimates are
liable to be afecied by FOpplementary estimates in
connection with Irish eduocation measares and
other matiers. Tne only change Io taxation he
proposes 18 the readjustment of brewers' licenses
and stamp outies, through which he expects the
surpius will be reduced to £57,000,

Mr. Ohilders objected that the estimatss were
too fluely arawn, and be anticipated s deflett,

The Treasury buaget lucludes the following plan
for the reduction of the punlic debt :— .

Tue charge on account of the debt for the fiscal
year ending March 31, 1876, !s esiimated at
£27,215,000, This charge I8 to be gradusily in.
creased until It amounts to £2%,000,000 in 1877,
st which fgure it &hall permanently
remain. The yearly overplus which Is not re.
guired for the payment of the interest shall be
applied to the redemption of the debt,

EEETCH OF OENEBAL SIBR EDWARD BABINE,
AUTHOR AND XXPLORER.

General Bir Edward Sabine, K. C. B, of ths
Pritish Army, who has just been honored by the
French Academy, us described in our cabie tele-
gram from Paris, 18 descended irom an ancient
Italian lamily, He was born in the year 1788, and
in toe year 1603 Was commissioned a llentenant in
the Hoyal Arilllery. lle was a close student and
an active and dillgent oMcer, H4§ promotion
was, consequently, rapld and of the highest
bonor. He wus made captgin of artlllery iIn
the year 1513, lieutenant colonel in 1841, colonel
In 1851 and major general in the year 185u. Dur.
ing the progress of the English war (1812-15) with
the United States he took part in the campalgn
and served with great disiinetion. In the year
1514 he commanded the British batteries which
were engaged in the siege of Forv Erie, on the
Niagara irontler, During the year 1818-10 he took
part In the explorations whieh were conducred
by Ross and Parry o the Arctie regions. His
magnetic observations on thess voyuges pave the
firat great Im?uuu to the gystematic study vl the
phenomens ol terresiriul magueiism, wille the
papers which he contributed to the rvnu.n\mpmcsl
wransactions ol the Royal Soclety demonstrited
meveral new lacta relutive to thie viariatlons ol tne
mazsnetic neeale. In the year 1531 o
commenced a series of voyvages, which ranged
from the Equoator to the Arctie Cirele, 1n order 1o
confirm nis theoriea by minule Inyesugation,
He publlshed the resnits, He was chosen Secre-
tarv ol tne Royal =ociletr, 1827, s reports on
magnetic lorces, ade during the years 1836-'43,
originnted the vast system of magncile obser-
vatlons whieh hus changed the aspect of 1nat
brapeh ol the science. He ediited Mis Sabine's
tranglation ol Homboldt's “Cosmos,'  Genernl
Hablue was one ol the general secretaries vl the
Britisbh Assoclation durw a period ol twenty-onge
years. Inthe year 181% he hecame a Feliow of
the Royal Soclety, and he has teld ke ollee of
treasurer and vice president of that mstirntion.
UD the 27th of July, 1869, he was created 4 Knlaht
Commander of the ha:h for uls valuable diseoverics
in sclence, and to-day France nonors bun g8 o
savaut, o soldler and explorer.
