The foreign jourals are discussing the
revival movement introduced by American
clergymen in London, while at the same time,
by sn odd ceincidence, our own journals are
interested in the mission of Mr. Varley, the
Euvglish evangelist. Mr. Varley has left New
York, but the impression of his work re-
mains. Whatever we may think of his efforts
as matter of faith, we cannot fail to commend
them as a morsl influence. So long as these
driving, zenlous men who have a mission do
pot affend us by advoesting polygamy, and
socialism in its coarse, sensual aspecis; so
long as they do not wander into wild fancies
about the coming of the Messiah and the pe-
cessity of awaiting Hum in robes of white
muslin, their lnbors must necessarily be good.
The true preacher, whatever his faith, will
tell enongh truth to reform any society, how-
ever debased. In this semse we look with

Fassing Thoughts of the Rellglous

The Rev. Henry Varley, whose Jabors here
for the past fow weeks the Hemaup has com-
mented on, is this week passed around very
pleasantly among the religious papers of ths
city. The Christian Ffelligencer, whils giving
him praise for his work and labor of love and
his zeal therein, tells the gyangelist that * he
teaches his doctrines, both of faith and
renewal, with a dangerous extravagsnce
equally unwarranted by Beripture and by ex-
perience.’’  And the Infelligencer proceeds to
demonstrate its proposition, and to give thera-
in & color of excuse for the evangelical
ministers of the city not giving him such a
cordinl reception as Messrs. Moody and
Bankey have received in Great Britain. But
notwithstanding these drawbacks the Baptist
Weelly thinks Mr. Varley's visit to the
city has been a great blessing to many of the
churches. The Ecaminer and Chroniele tnkes the
Rev. Dr. Elder's opinions concerning Mr, Var-
ley. The Iatter preached for lum three
times, so that he had an opportunity of study-
ing both the matter and the manner of the
evangelist. e says he was struck with Mr.
Varley's manliness and impressed with his
moral carnestness, aud illustrates his style as
contrasted with that of our local pastors by say-
ing that while the latter erack the nuts for the
people, Mr. Varley not only eracks, but picks
out the meat and puts it into the months of
his hearers and helps them to eat it. But Mr.
Elder foars that this style will lead to an in-
tellectunl assent to the truths of religion,
rather than a saving faith in the Lord Jesus
Christ. The Observer admits that Mr. Varley
is not n man of largs and liberal culture ; but
says he brings to his work great carnestness,
ardent love for Christ and the sonls of men,
remaikably simple and strong Saxon English,
flueney of words, and a voies of unusual
sweetness and compass. The two ideas which
he makes the greatest use of are the lost con-
dition of the unregenerats sinner and the
atonement of Jesus Christ, to be accepted
as the condition of salvation. His preaching is
marred, the Observer thinks, by his frequent
presentation of some peculiar religious tenets
which he holds, and which are not acceptable
to the great body of Christians. His trivial
and laughter-provoking styls of illustrating
great Gospel truths, and the frequent illus-
trations of those truths by reference to him-
self, are, the Observer thinks, objectionable,
and bave turned many away from him.

Our Relations with Mexicos

As there is no doubt that Mr. Washburne
has had a conference in Paris with the French
Minister of Foreign Affairs on the relations of
France to Mexico, it may become a matter of
some interest to know the precise attitude in
which we stand with regard to the two repub-
lies. Are we Mexico's first friend, and do we
become by taking up her cause in any de-
gree, or even constructively, sponsors for her
good conduct financially? Mr. Washburne
is reported as having urged upon the Duke
Decnzes the warm wish of General Grant that
Trance should reopen diplomatio relations
with our neighbor. Now all the difficulties
of France with Mexico are ostensibly finane
cial. Aside from the *Latin race” nonsense
which the Emperor Napoleon wrote to Mar-
shal Forey, the basis of the expedition ta
Mexico was fo collect a claim; and the
charge of the later difficulties is that the
French government by keeping open its rela
