as the question whether Concord or Lexiugton

can ctaiin the honor of having fired the first suot
in the cause of American independence is one of

peculiar interest just now, the writer auught to
obtain the views of a man who is pre-eminently
qualified to Judge of the merits of each claim,
being one oi the proioundest of American scholars
and thinkers and one who has made the history
of his native country an especial study.George
William Curns. Mr. Curtis has been selected to
deliver the centennial orauon in Concord on Mon-
da? next, and would undoubtedly devote

particular attention to the solution of this
vexing question.vexing because It has
kind! d a spirit of rivalry and Jealousy wtilcu
tne American patriot can only deplore. At least
this is the light in which the great savant looks at

it. At the same time his opinion is one calculated
;o restore peace and concord to Concord aud Lex-
lngton by distributing the glory between both
claimants. This view he doea not express merely
lor the purpose of ending the disagreeable
Btrlie, but because It la absolutely lounded on his-
torical lacta. A la Beecher, he answers, when
asked whetner Concoid or Lexing'on deserves
the wreath r national glory, "No and yes," and
makes both cities happy at the aame time.

have rent this Continent, and it Is gratiiylng to
be able to state on his authority that tno present
riv-iry between the two birthplaces ol American
liberty wlU not, iu his opinion, result in iratrl-
cidal bloodshed.

The tire was returued by some ol tho survivors,
but tneir number was too inconsiderable to an¬

When he returned to Kngiand ibis
bell wa* seat over a* a |>ra*enc to tne town of
Mason in recognition of thia fact. The town bad
a "meeting houae " bnt no belfry. Ae the peopid
were struggling tor existence at that time they
onldn't raise mon-.'y to build a beifry, mnch teat

to par the nece*aaiy snipping and port ctiargeai
a<» tie btil remained, waa uot reclaimed, and
finally It was aold to pay expenses. Whether mt
,'Uid »>utb aociety" became then and fhere pog>
sre<ed of iv or not I know not; but that's tbe bell
which ta associated with lav existence iu Boston
oi over hall a century, and long may it undulatg
i a tbe familiar *pot.
