There are few crimues of deeper turpitude than
the wanton destruction of character by the
editors of public journals,

But editors, like other accused persons,
are entitled to the protection of the law. It
is oue of their duties to expose public corrup-
tion; and when, in the discharge of this duty,
they incur the hostility of poweriul men,
the law should protect them so long as they
act from honorable motives, Mr. Dana's
scathing exposures of the Washington Ring
hos raised up hosts of enemies who scruple at
no expedient to bring him wathin the clutches
of the law. Ina recent cuse before a Wash.
ington eourt he was frandulently subpeenased
a8 a witness, in the hope that his attend-
ance would bring him within the Dis-
trict. This devies for entrapping a
New  York editor wans so palpable
and so barefnced o trick that Mr, Dana was
justified in refusing to obey a subpcena issuod
on o false pretence, whose real aim was not to
secure his attendance as a witness, but to
bring him within the jurisdiction of a Wash.
ington court for purposes quite foreign to the
case in which he was summoned. When Mr.
Daua retused to obey the subpmna an attach-
ment was issned against him for contempt of
court, and he very properly resorted to a
judicial tribunal for a decision as to his duty.
Judge Blatchford has decided that the courg
of the District of Columbia had no legal an-
thority to bring Mr. Dana before it. He
makes this 8o clear by an abla and Ineid re-
view of stitutes and judicinl decisions that no
intelligent man can doubt it. We approve of
the public spirit of Mr. Dana in getting
an authoritative exposition of the law
| on this important subject. The condhetors
of publie journals will have o clear perception
| of their liabilities sincs Judge Blatehford's

decision; snd althongh we have no wish that

newspapers shou'd be exempt from responsi-
| bility for what they publish we are already of
the opicion that their re¢ponsibility should be
defined by lawand mnot be subject to the
caprice of tricksters, who ave willing to pros-
titute the law to privete vengeance. If Mr.
| Dana has libelled anybody let him suffer; but
| every good citizen must abominate the
attempted tricks to bring him to Washington
on s fulse pretence ns a witness for the real
purpose of arresting him as & criminal, We
quite sgree with the Sun that Judge Blateh-
ford hLas discharged his duty with a manly
sense of judicial independence.

Thers must be something very lax in the man-
ner of training our police force when n mems
ber of that body believes it to be his duty to
strike any man who may become involved ina
scuffle on the head with his club, without waits
ing to inguire to the merits of ihe quarrel.
In this way o respeetable muan, attacked by a
highweyman, is in as much danger from the
staff of the officer of the law as from the
unlicensed rfiianism of the thief, Camps
bell's cnse is an illustration of this danger,
In endeavoring to preserve the peace Le
offended some drunken rafian aud was actas
ally protecting himsclf from the violent attack
of a rowdy when he was slain by o blow from
o policeman’s club. There must certainly be
a limit to the privileges of policemen, and we
think they ought to stop on this side of mur-
der. Tt the repulations of the foree leave this
point in doubt we hops they will becorrected,
so that the ordinary policeman will under-
stand that he must not kill unless at the risk
of being hanged. We believe the man who
killed Compbell did €0 in the conscientious
diseharge of what he considered his duty. It
is to be hoped the jury tbat tries him will
have at least as much regard for their duty
end send this model guardian of the law inte
seclusion {or the term of his natural life.

Panriamest AND THE Press.—Mr, Sullivan,
oue of the prominent home rule members
gave notice in the House of Commons lag
pight that he would nighily call attentior
to the presence of strangers in the gallery.
As no one has a right to be in the House of
Commons except the members the press re
porters will be obliged to withdraw, ns, ac
cording to the etiquette of Parliament, to
notice the presence of strangers is equivalent
to demanding their expulsion. Mr. Sullivan’s
object is to compel Parlinment to fix the status
of the press, so that the reporters may not be
subject to the caprices of the House. Mr
Suallivan is himself & journalist and the pros
prietor of two ot the most powerful papers in
Ireland.
