Uut an American century is
01 some account. It bas an import, in Its relations
to Human progress, wnicii iio similar period, lu
either tbe primeval foretime or tiie later ages or
tue Eastern Hemisphere can matcb. Our centers
niums are tew, but significant. There are barely
fonr ot them since Columbus. Our whole history,
since the Angio-Maxon camo to the New World to
stay, covers but little more than two and a hair or
tnem. If Teunjaou wrote well aud widely when
he said:.

Metier a day of England than a cycle of Cathay,
bow much more truly might tbe compar¬
ison be applied in lavor of tue United Mates.
A nundred jears, whether of our natioual or l;i-
divulual life, couHtituies an historic won, every^1
twelvemonth aud almost every hour or winch is
an upward step in tlie giant's stairway ol the
human race.

To-Oay the thoughtful patriotism or the oounrry
turns to the memory oi the heroes of Lexington
ami Concord, llardly will the echoes or the church
bells aud cannon wuicU are now giving voice to
tne glad applause or their descendants bnve died
away ere the posterity or tiie men or Mecklenburg
will auswer with a similar commemoration of the

part taken by their own ancestors in lnauguiating
tbe great struggle which made us a nation, it i-<
bo first step tnat costs. Wlieh Pltcairn popped his

pistol a hundred years ago to-day, he showed
more Pluck than all tbe artillerists of the whole
Continental army In the seven years'war which
followed. Courage no less higa and admirable char¬
acterised the conduct of the heroic twenty-six
who, at Charlotte, N. C'., one month and one

day later, put their pens to thu first American
Declaration of Independence. It is well that we

render reverent bouors to tne sublime shades of
both the Massachusetts aud the North Carolina
builders of our freedom. They were alike flt
representatives of that dominant race wmen no

other race shall ever supplant or succeed, aud to
the sound of whose steadily advancing lootsteps
the deep echoes of eternity shall never cea»e to

respond.
Jost&ii Martin was the last of the royai Gover¬

nors of North Carolina. Mioriiy alter nis arbi¬
trary dls-olution of the Assembly on t ie nth of
April, 1775, he becamo a iugltlve, ana ine govern¬
ment ol the province was tnsrearter entirely ad¬
ministered by the patriots, l'be hlghe-i actual
power in North Carolina bad. In taut, been exer¬

cised by tbe people from the ifttti of August, 1774,
trie date of the first Provincial Cougre«s, which
was held at Newoern. lhe purpose of this as-

w.uibiage was, however, mainly one of protest
and rejwtance. The 'JOtti ot May, 1*74, marked
the epocu ior North Carolina and all ner sister
colonies of a formal and organized renunciation
oi allegiance to Creat Britain. For rnauy
months previous a i-publican seutiment hud
in-on growing and gathering strength, and not
a tew or ttie wiser aud bolder spirits bad become
convinced tb.it democratic principles were, for
tdern at least, ttie only ioun.lauon 01 sound and
prosperous govei anient. Several detache I meet-
Ings were held daring tbe spring of 1776, in which
tbe l ading characters ol Mecklenburg resoived,
among other tblngs, "that the cause or Bos'on
was tbe cause ot ali; that their destinies were in-
.lissoluuiy connected with those oi tbeir Eastern
leilow citizens, and that they inast either snbmit
to ail the impositions which an unprincipled, and
to them un unrepresented. l"ardament might im¬

pose, or support their brethren wuo were doomed
to sustain ilie first apnek of mat power, winch. If
aucceseiui then, could ultimately overwhelm ail In
MM common calamity." In one of the e patriotio
confeieoces Colonel Tnnmas Polk. an ancestor of
1 resident James K. folic, wa» requested to issue
an ututr to eadi captain's company in the county
oi Mecklenburg (t.ten including the present county
of Cabarrus), dir-cung each militia company to
elect two persons aud ielei?iUe to taeiu ample
power ".o devise ways and rn-aus to aid and as¬
sist their autTerug brethren in Boston, and also
generally to adopt mi asuree to extricate them-
eelves from the imp nding storm, and to secure
unimpaired tlu-lr inalienable lights, privileges aud
liberties irom the gr^sp of British tyranny."
Agreeably to coionei folk's oroer, this delega¬

tion, invested with plenary powers, met in Char¬
lotte, tbe eapital or Mecklcnburg county, on May
lit, 1776. when and where official news by courier
arrived oi lie nattle of Lexington en tbe same day
oi tbe preceding montn. Every delegate felt that
an awiai and solemn crisis had at lengtn come,
that tue supreme hour of Americas destiny was
now at band, and that tbe lougiupendtug Revolu¬
tion was not only born but baptised in blood.
Abraham Alexander was cbosen chairman and
John McKnitt Alexander clerk. After a free and
mil deliberation upon tbe various objects for wnica
tbe delegation bad been convened tne subjoined
resolutions were offered, and. arter thorougn dis¬
cussion oi every paragraph, they were all passed,
minctioned and decrecd unanimously about two
o'clock A. M. Hay .so:.

Resolved, That whosoever, directlv or Indirectly,
abet', or in any way. form or manner coun¬
tenance* tne unchartered and dangerous invasion
oi our rights, as claimed by ufeat Britain, is an
eueiny to tnis country.to America.and to tue
inherent and inalienable rights ot man.

Resolved, That we, the citizens oi Mecklenbnrg
county, do hereby dissolve tue political bands
winch nave connected us to the mother country,
and nereiiy absolve ourselves irom ail allegiance
to the British Crown, and abjure ail political con¬
nection, contttct or association with that uaiion.
who have wantonly trample* on our rights and
liberties, and in humanly sned tbe blood oi Ameri¬
can patriots at Lexington.

Resolved, That we do hereby declare onraelves
a nee and independent people: are, anl of right
onght to be. a sovereign and self-governing asso¬
ciation, under the control ol no poter other than
that of our OOd and the general government oi
tne Congress; to tne maintenance or wind inde¬
pendence we solemnly pledge to each other our
mutual co operation, our lives, our lortunes and
our most sacred honor.

Kesolved, That as we now acknowledge tbe ex¬
istence and control oi no law or legal ofttce. civil
«>r miinary, witbin tbls county, we do hereby
ordain and adopt as a rule ot lire all, each and
everv ol our lormer laws.wherein, nevertheless
the crown of Great Britain never can be ooiisidcre'1
mb holding i igbta. privileges, immunities or author¬
ity therein.
Resolved. That all, each and everv military

officer iu tins county is hereby rem-
atated hi his former command and au¬
thority, be acting coniormatiiy to these
*' gtiiations. And tnat every meuioer present of
thm delegation shall henceiortb be a civil officer,
namely, a justice of t lie peace, in the character of
m committee man, to laaue process, hear and
determine ail matters er controversy according io
said adopted laws, and to preserve peace, union
and nsrmony in said county; anl to use everv
exertion to spread tne iove or country and Ore or
jreeunm throughout Aracrica until a more general
and organised government be esiabUshed in tbia
province.

Wheeler's ' Hw-
t,.,y 0f North Carolina," published In 1861, omits
"the secoud resolution, without remark. b'4 gives
the other four m the same wordH with tte version
of the Revised Code. There is a discrepancy also
an to the exact time of the adoption of the reso¬
lutions. The earcfuiiy written sketch of the
Mecklenburg Convention, prepared by Hon. B. K
Morse and Judge Asa Biggs, la 1864, stateB, In two
Placed, - that the resolves were adopted at two
o'clock A. M., May 20, at the conclusion of a sea¬
son commencing the day before and contluuiug
without recess Into the night." Another account
alleges that "the convention reassembled at noon
on the 20lbi when tho resolutions were read
aaild an auxlova throng of auditors and unani¬

mously passed, and then read aloud from the
Court douse stops t«. the concourse or
people." discrepancy, however much
it lias been harped upon by tli« doubt¬
ers of the genuineness of the whoie story,
seems to mc more apparent than real. If we sup¬
pose that the adoption at noon on the 20th was
merely a public ratification, in the presence of the
masses, of the action taken ton hours before in
the night sei-iou, the seeming inconsistency dis¬
appears entliely.

accepted the compromise, and General Sheridan's
advice silenced Piuchback, Senator West and
other radical opponents who were at first deter,
mined to deieat tbe measures or peace. Tbus
matters stood on Thursday, when lae Uouse for¬
mally accepted the adjustment aud unseated the
radical members wbom tbe Committee of
Congress declared to have been wrongly
Heated by the Returning Board. Hut
when the resolution of acceptance was pro¬
posed a number of conservative members voted
"No," among them Mr. Wilts, wiiorn some or the
conservatives desired to malce Speaker. This at-
tltnde or Wilts encouraged those in his own party
who did not want him to bo Speaker, and on Fri¬
day these succeeded, with tbe help of a considera¬
ble radical vote. In defeating Wilis and electing
Kstlllete as Speaker.
This was the reailr Important and dtcutve re¬

sult ol the adjustment, lor It declared which of the
two branches ol the conservative party should
control ita organization.

Trie state or Louisiana had, according to the
census in 1870, 87.076 whites and 88 913 blacli males
over twentr-one years or aire.
