How Mr. Fullerton Trapped
the Defendant.

A Poetic Effusion on the Con¬
trast in the Case.

On* of tne most remarkable leaturei or the won-

termi trial now in such tedious progress in Brook-
.yu u itie constant series or surprises tt affords.
When the case opened we beiran to be astonished
»' the remarkably silly expressions touud in tbe
letters offered as part of the evidence. As tnese

do urncnts were read day alter day the popular
pbrases of everyday life were ^really augmented,
though not Improved. -True Inwardness" and
"stepping down audout" will probably be remem¬
bered lor],' alter tlie scandal trial lias faded in tbe
mluds of tne people. "Orace, mercy and peace,"
tfioutrh borrowed lrorn tue New Testament, seems a

new phrase In tne light or tbe quarrel between
ItUon and Beeche ; and tbere are many others or
a aimllar character, sucb as "on tbe ragged
edge," "solid truthfulness," "Tne True Story,"
..whlte-souled" and "N'est-hldiug." All thesu

surprise tbe ordinary run or mankind, and yet
those are only a lew 01 tne surprises, for we Hud
that kisaing alt round was a common Incident lu

tne lives of these people, and tbey acted every da/
.0 a way tbat perplexes common sense readers or
tbe proceedings. One or tlie greatest surprises
afforded in the earlier stages or tbe trial was the

¦tory related by Moulton. and tils quiet persist¬
ence in Its truth whi.e being cross-examined. Then

when tbewltuess lost bis mother by deatb be

surprised nearly everybody iu deciding to go on

wild tae examination to its dual end, then only
going away to oury bis dead out or lus sight.

TBE SiiXT sURi'BlSfi
was in tbe extraordinary latitude given the

plaintiff lu nis examination, ror tbe opposing
sounsol led turn a pretty dance over all sorts or
ground, lie talked about religious journalism,
irornan suffrage, tbe law ol marriage and divorce,
tbe business or puollc lectures, tne doctriues of
tneulogy, and on tbese aud otber irreleavnt sub¬
lets be discoursed at leisure and gavo his individ¬
ual opinions on all. Then other witnesses came and
touched upon many matters having no possible
relation to tbe issue beiore the Court, and tbe

proceedings were thus spun out over lour mouths
witn no other result, apparently, tttan to utterly
mystify us all.
Wuen tne derence began to speak tnrouarn their

wiiues-.es tbe same freedom in topic* was ob¬

served, and some very curious and surprising
bus of evidence were recorded. The story told
>y Bessie Tamer was tail of surprises, and added

piquancy to a case already verging on indelicate
and dangerous ground. Tbe tripartite narrative
was a source of astuntsnment, and even
wnen tbe dereudant went to the wit¬
ness stand and boldly and utterly denied
the several allegations and accusations or bis op-
poneuts many people were surprised. Some ex¬

pressed surprise that be had denied anything,
while others were surprised that he denied so

much, thinking probab.y that be might admit a

ew of tbe charges against him. There were some

people even who appeared bewildered because Mr.
Beecner nad uoi couicssed everything. But tie
greatest of all surprises offered during the triai
was uie discovery made by the plaintiff's counsel
touching tne neat-ui4ing aad uuc-singiug bcsl-

Ureat as. there-
lore, were ihe expectations which her nature excited In
those iltted to appreciate her gifts, there was a power
beneath, should It eve' develop, that would surprise
even au ardent expectation.

all this on he record in black and white, Mr. Fui¬
lerton exmbited a policy or lire insurance,
granted about that time of supposed
danger to the pa-tor of Plymoa'h caurch,
lor a Urge sum on the express and solemn repre¬
sentation of Mr. lieecher tnat ne was iu mil riealih
and bad no tendencies waatever toward aliment
or disease oi any kind whatever. Uer<; was a

contrast of flcttoL and fact tnat was most striking,
ana as Mr Fuilerton threw down bis papers and
atitiounc-d that be bad flaisntd witn the Witness

tr.ere wj a sin le on his face wtucb seemed to say,
"i have not only daubed with turn, but I have

THE DEFAULTING JERSEY CITY TREAS¬

URER.
Something over a year airo, when Hamilton, the

Treasurer of Jersey City, alter having, as alleged,
embezzled some $00,000 worth of bonds and other
securities belonging to the city and sold the same
and pocfceied itio money, tied to Mexico, taking a

beautiful young actress with htm. there was qultu
a stir in financial circles. He was finally traced
to his place of refuge, arrested, and, though claim-
lug to Have been meantime fleeced out ol the
most of his money by Cortiua, brought back to
Jersey City, where he Ib now awaiting trial.
Among those to whom Hamilton sold some of the
stolen bonds was William Ldght, a broker or tins
city, ne having purchased irom lum $;~,,uoo wortn
01 Jersey city bonds. The GrunU Jury oi the
Court of General session* at ltd pre ent
session found an indictmcnt against
Leu lit, charging mm wan having been
possessed of too bonds, knowing tue same to
liave been stolen. An application was mailn yes¬
terday to Judge Donohue, ot the Sutieme Court,
oy Mr. William K Kiut/ing and Jonn o. vlott, to
admit height to boil. It was amed 111 thu applica-
lion that lie bought these bonds in nie course or
his reguiar business; that ne paid tiielr iuii mar¬
ket vaiue; that he supposed mat Hamilton, irom
his position as Treasurer, was authorized to sell
them, ai.u that there was no que-tiou or his be I rue
able 10 substantiate his innocence at the trial.
On tins statement of lacts Judge l'onohue grau e<l
me application. fixing tlie nail at $iu.uoo, which
was promptly lurnlsiied. Air. George Kay, a real
estate broker, becoming 11 is bondsman. Mean¬
time it is stnted that, notwitostamling the pres¬
ent indictment, ttie Jersey City uutnorities pro¬
pose to repudiate all tneir bonds sold by HauiiU
ton, and that tor this reason the trial of ti.e latter
Is delayed, it being proposed as & dernier ranort to
allow him to turn State s evidence.

Furragut's fleet In the Mississippi ttiver. The
Court below allowed the cuptots the value of cer¬

tain ships, amounting to $110,500, as prize moneys
and in addltiou tuereto allowed them tnein tbe
suu) of $10 Ooo us military salvage ou the same

vessels, or lorty per cent upon the value of the ves-
sets. I lie government insists that if the captors are
entitled to oue ttiev are uut entitled to botu, and
tiiat tnc Court erred in allowing both, lint it is
said the Court erred iu allowing tue value of tno
vessels, the record snowing vuat they were not

pioperiy buoject to coudemn.ition as prizes, bat
wen- rather liable to restitution to their owner*
upon tnc payment or mi itary salvage. Military
salvage, it is argued, was not properly allowed,
neitner tue vessel* themselves nor the proceed*
thereof having been appropriated to Hie govern*
rneut. The Court erred In allowing the captori
the value ot seven otner vessels named, as toef
were also subject to restitution and not to con<
demnation.
