In some respects o sufficiently harmiess looking
Jnstroment, For instance, It pretends to glve
the people the elgction ol almost, but nok qulte,
all their local or county oflicers: it pretends to
Umit the powers of the Legislature and of the
Executive; 1t even, lilke wmany other State con-
stitailons, lorces the people to elect the judges
abd the subordinate Scate ofMeers, Bat while
$hus apparently popular it gives to the Governor

the exclusive power to appoint and remove all |
the oMcers concerned with the registration of

Foters, the conduct of electlons and the counting
uf voles in every parish of the State, and nlso the
Appolntment and removal of all tax collectors—
efficers who have slso an importsut part in
the assessments. And, hoving thus given into
tlie Governor's control the purde and the voice of
the peopie, by one OF tWo IRCODAPICRONS clauses
ihis lnsirament endables an adroit and unserupu-
lous Governor and Legislature to deprive the peo-
ple of aven those powers and remedies which are
spparently seoured to them, and withoot which
free government becomes & farce. o lact, thix
sonstitution, a8 it nas been applied by legis-

mtures and governors and construsd by Stave |

jndges eince 1885, provides all the maschinery
beeded ior the party in power (o perpetuaie 1is
rule forever, In spite of the will ot tne people.
EXTRAORDINARY CENTRALTZATION.

First—The Governor appolais and removes the
registrars of slgotion and thelr assistants all over
the State, and the decision of shese oMeers 18 Anal
and conclusive a8 to the right of a person to vote.
The regiatrars appoint the loeal supervisors
or cominigsioners who conduct the elections.
And as New Orlenns is largely conservative the
Mayor and Sheritf of that clty are prohiibited, under
severs ponalues, from holdlog or interfering In
“any election whatever," that work hemng given
to the metropolitan police, whose oflicers are ap-
poloted by tie Governor.

Secomd—The Governor appoints and removes Lthe
tax coliectors @ll over the State; but in New Or-
leans he appolnts also the asseasors,

Third—He apvolnts the oificers of the metros |

politan police pald for by the ity of New Orisans,
and tnis body, so controlled by him, 18 constituted
B metropolitan brigade, which he may send into
any part of the Ssate to make arrests, and a
ateamer 18 provided jor thls purpose.

Fourth—He appolnts the Board of Public Works
of the State.

FP(rth—[e may, whenever be deams it necessary,
appuint and commission a8 an extraordinary lorce
B8 cnief consisoie apd as mapy depaties as he
tuinks necessary in any parien of the State, and
these bhave, ¢z aficio, power L0 make SOMMEry ar-
rests, The cmef conaiable 1s paid $4 aday.

Swth—He 13, of course, Commander-in-Chief of
Abhe Stave Milltia, and appoints and commissions
18 ofeers,

Seventh—The consatitution empowers him to fill
all vacancies in oflice shronghout the State, Under
this apparently harmless clause be, o effect, con-
trols even the lowest local offlces in the remotest
parts of the State, such as constables, justices of
the peace and parish surveyora. In the iast num-
ber of tne Louisiontan, the oficlal gazette ol the
Btate, 1 find toe Tollowing examples of the exer.
