TRYING DERBY CANDIDATES.

The W iimers of the Sev¬
eral Contests.

London, April 17, 1878.
The race meeting at Newmarket Is over, and

tlie lour days' running has passed off satisfac¬
torily ro all bnt tbe losers. Tne weather was con¬
sidered fair, althougn there were piercing cold
winds blowing over the heath dating the whole
of rtie meeting. The racing waa rated good
throughout, but not quite up to mauy previous
meetings, nor were there as many horses in tbe
Seirt as in previous rears; yet what was done was
|olerably well done, many of the races being very
well contested.

Tne Preaknesa stable heads the list
for both the Fordbam and Jockey C ub, the bar
horse Preakness being In the former, with 120 lbs.,
aud his stable companion, Mate, with 124 lbs.,
while the lowest oi the n mber is Mr. P. Lorillard's
bay Ally Vernango, 83 lbs. In the Jockey Club tbe
winner of ths event list year, Preakuesa, Is
marked with 125 lbs., Ova more than he carried to

victory; Mate with 121 lbs., while Tne Hoaxer
atanas wlth0f>ibi. In the Grand National bullet
and Trouble have the top weights, 165 lbs., and L.

Joe Clarice, the murderer, was executed bers

today, in the presence o. an assembUge of not
less ih.m Ave thoas md persons, composed princi¬
pally or netrroes, about equally divided between
the sexes, wirnasra.ni proportion or white men
aul a lew disreputable white women. It was toe
largest crowd ever seen in tne village, and
tbe m»st disorderly one ever seen ai
an execution here. Clark* was taken
irom the Jail at ten minutes to eleven
o'clock A. M. and conveyed to the gallows
in a wagon, seated oa hia coffin. Arriving at the
place of execution the liev. Mr. Nelson offered an

impressive prayer, after winch he delivered a
short but earnest address, reminding tne crowd
of tue soleaiuity or tbe occaaion and severely re¬
buking ttiern lor the livlty displayed. Clarke then
repeated the fame confession previously made,
and expressed bis nope or luture salvation.
At forty-six minutes past eleven A. M. the tra»

was sstung, and the soul of the mnrderer
launched mo eternity, tne final act creating a
scene oi indescribable contusion and excitement
in the crowd, wild cries, sbouts and groans being
uttered, and several negroes.men and women.
falling into c nvulslons, seemingly agitated by re¬
ligious ecstacy.

TDK cmMX.
On the night of the 9th nay of Msrch, 1874, la the

neighborhood or Cnatham, Pittsylvania county.
Va., was committed one of the most cold blooded
anil brutal mnrders known to the records ol
crime.
Albert Bark*dale, a harmless, Inoffensive, lndne-

trlom co o ed man, who was blghly respected la
the community in wulcb he lived by all classes,
was decoyed ironi his home in the village of Chat¬
ham by Joe Clarke, tne paramour of bia (Barke-
dale's) wife, wno, after getting his vlotttn ofl
about a mile, crushed his head with a stone.
The circumstances anterior and succeeding tbe

murder Invest is with somewhat of a romantic
character, some of them possessing a dramatic In¬
terest. For several months previous to tbe
murder it was generally known in tbe com¬
munity that Ciarke and Nancy Barksdale,
the wlie of tbe murdered man. were on
terms of criminal intimacy. Clarke exhloited tbe
greatest devotion to her, following her almost as
clo-ely as her shadow and be.ng exiremely
assiduous in bis attentions. Tbouvh tne fact
must have beeu piteutto the wron 'ed hn-band
be contlnned on good term* with Clarke, allowing
him to bo ra at h s house, and in the c se of an
absence o: several months from his home, wmie
employed in bai'lmore on the Western Maryland
Railroad, commuting his w.fe and euild to the
care and protection of Clarke. Fro n th<s evidence
produced on the trial, together with Clarke's con¬
fession of his crime, made since his conviction, it
appears tnat Barksdale, on his return home, be*
came restive under tbe existing state of affairs,
ana oomplained both to bis wire and to CUrte ant
declared that tb tr intimacy must cease and
Clarke must leave his home, wnich seem* to have
led o tue final culmination resu.ting in his tragicdeata.
