THE MARCH OF FIRE.

TB> OSHXOSH riSZ.
Chioaoo, April 80, 1STS.

A special despatch to the Inter-Ooean from Oah-
koah aaya"There u no possible war of arriving
at the loaa to tbe insurance companies by the Oah-
kosh lira, aince ail tbe agencies but one have
been burned out and tbe books are in contusion,
while the hooks of our agenoy are burned.
Tbo Insurance with this last named
agency, Oar/ Harmons, is estimated at
$600,000. The total loss by the Sre Is thought
to be greater than was Drat reported, and is now

put at $2,600,000. It is estimated In general terms
that the insurance Is fifty per cent or the loss.
About three hundred families are burned out and
relief is much needed. Tbe City Council has ap¬
propriated $2,000 for their Immediate wants.
Uhere is no discouragement amonij business men,
ana the feeiinx is strong that lebuiidlng must
commence at once, several hours' rain to-day
lulled t» extinguish the fire, wbicu is sttll burning
am ug the debris."

BRIGHTENING PROSPECTS.
Chicago, ill., April 30, 1876.

A special to the Times from Oshkosh says the
prospect at that city la already brightening, and
the probabilities are that before winter the ma>

jorlty of the business blocks will be rebuilt. Tne
dfbrls is cleared awar from the principal atreets,
which are thronged with visitors, who have
come f:om all directions to seo the rains.
Insurance men are present from all parts
of the country. They do not take a dis-

oonraging view of the conflagration as a

general thing, and not a lew have declared they
will stand ready to reuew their risks. The struc¬
tures burned down were generally pretty well In¬
sured and are owned by men who can afford to
rebu.ld. The vaults of the First National Bank
were opened to-day and the contents lonud Intact,
Sixty-nine business strnctnrea were destroyed
and about half of these will be rebuilt lmmedl-
ately.
The police to-day made a careful count, and

found that, large and small, tbe aum total of the
dwellings destroyed is about 600; these are valued
at an average of $2,600 each, which gives an
Aggregate loss of $1,260,000, which Is probably near
the correct figure. The loss on business bonscs
Is about $1,000,000, and on the lumber
Interest from $200,000 to $260,000, mak¬
ing a total ot about $2,600,000, on wntch the
insurance is lully $l,ooo,uoo. The agency that did
the most business lost all tneir boots, but have
nearly arrived at the correct figures of their
losses.

In the Ust of officers and sea¬
men turnlsned it Is evident they were all British
snbjects, which opinion Is not only conflrmed by
the Navy Department, but the suspicion Is that the
James Blrney Is an English vessel sailing under the
American ooiors, engaged In stealing the natives
of the group of islands visited, an that the na¬

tives oniy defended themselves asraltist the in*
trnders. Tho services of the American navy In
puulshing these savage* Is reinsed.

PROVINCES.DECISION OF THE SECRETART OF

THE TREASURY.
The point of the recent Treasury decision re-

gardlng Importations of Dsn irom the British
provinces li tbat barrels of flsh are not to be con-
Eldered packages of fish within the meaning of
the promo of the fourth section or toe Tariff act or
February 8, 1875, which is In the following words:.
'Provided tbat cms or packages madeofunor
otaer material, containing flsn ol any
kind, admitted ireo of dutr nnder any
existing law or treaty, not exceeding
ono quart la contents, shall be sub¬
ject to a duty ol one cent and a half
on each can or package, and when exceeding one

quart shall be subject to an additional uuty of one
cent ana a half for every additional quart or frac¬
tional part thereof." Tne decision of the Treas¬
ury Department relates merely to tbe law or Con¬
gress and does not affect or In any way touch tbe
objection raised in Canada, tbat the said Tariff act
Is in conflict wltn tbe iwenty-Orst article of the
Treaty ol Washington. ratlfl'd June 17,
1871, which reads as follows:."It is agreed
that lor tbe term of years mentioned in article
33 of tnls treaty, flsn oil and fish or ail kinds (ex¬
cept flsh of tbe inland lakes and of tno rivers tail¬
ing into them, and except Es i preserved in oil),
being the produco of tbe fisheries of tbe Dominion
ol Canada, or or Prince Edward Island, or ol the
United States shall be admitted Into each country,
respectively, free oi duty." It will be noticcd that
while Congress diu not interfere with tne free Im¬
portation of flsh in bulk, it imposed a duty upon
them whenever Imported in can* or packages-
whereas the treaty excludes none from iree Im¬
portation, except such a* are taken from tho in¬
land lakes and from tne rivers tailing into tbem
and "flsh preserved in oil." .

A BAROE ABANDONED.

Durlnpr a severe gale last evening a barge, laden
with Iron ore, whloi was being towed from On¬
tario, a port twenty miles east of this place, to
Charlotte, was abandoned by the tag when nearly
opposite Iron Deposit Bay, It being impossible for
the tug to manage the craft and take care or itself.
The tup steamed up to Cnurlotte tn safety, but up
to noon to-ciav tne barge had not been heard from,
and It is lcared tnat sne lias gone down, with lour
tinman beings on board, Tni names of three of
them are Captuin w.

MAKING AN AEHEST.INDIGNATION OT THIS

CITIZENS.THE JAIL BROKE OPEN AND THE
NEGBO LTNCHED.

Nb Seville, Tenn., April SO, 187S,
Robert Frazer, a policeman, was shot and killed

at one o'clock this aiternoon by a colored man
named Joe Reed. Reed wan wnipping bis wife,
and some neighbors sent for Officer Frazer. who
horned to Reed's residence. As be entered the
door and remarked to Reed tbat be would
have to arrest him, Reed shot him twice In the
mouth and through the head, killing blm instantly.
Reed a tempted to esca e, bnt was captured
and hurried to Jail. Tne excitement
Is Intense, and there is every probabil¬
ity that there will be an attempt to
lvnch Reed to-night. Tho Jailer is taking
evtt precaution to keep nlrn secure from mon
violence. Fra/.ter was very popular and uni¬
versally esteemed.

TUK PEOPLE EXCITED.
The excitement over tne Kiliinr of Frazer to-day

THE LTNCHIKO.
Reed was seized, a rope lastened around his

neck iind hurried to the susoenslon Bridge, irom
which l>e whs tarown, with the intention
ol banking him. tint, the rope bieakinir,
be fell to the rocks beneatn, a distance
of ninety leet, and iroin thence into the r.ver.
He was shot once on the way to, and again
at the bndpe. His body has not .ret been
recovered. Tno alarm was given on the
first indication of riot, and a large
police foice were sent to the jail, but were soon
overpowered anil driven away or the rioters. The
Jailer and ni« assistants did ml in their power to
resist ue attack and protect their prisoner.
