CHURCH OF THE DIVINE PATERNITY,
THE WAY TO ATTAIN RIGHTEOUSNESS —HERMON
PY THE REV. E. H. CHAPIN.

Rev. E, H. Chapin freached, taking his text
from Matthew, v., 8—*Blessed are they which do
hunger and thirse after righteousness; lor they
sbail be filled.'

The
spiritual condition referred to in the text s that
ol hunger, and 16 18 & innger that must be Baris-
fled. Hunger 4 one of those terriole
lnstingtd that makes the brule predominate
in man. This thing, appetite, holds despotio
power over soe human soul. In Uuleridge's ple-
ture of the “Anclent Mariper™ In that sunlit
vessel, still as ‘*a painied ship opon a painted
ocenn,” we have the power of intense thirst, If
one wouid nave hls spiritual desires satisfled he
wmust long for riglitecusness. He must read the
whole SBermon on the Mount. They came to
Jesus seeking honors in His kingdom, and that
Bermon was, as it were, a dissipation ol ail such
desires, Jesus spowed them thelr true bpeeds,
Would it not seem starthng If a person such as
‘Jesus Christ was should go on Broadway or 1nto
Wall swreet and use words llke these in our text
to those whom he found there striving lor mill-
lons and for ail kinds of earthly pleasure? It ls

not saylng
