Tammany forces still hold their ground, with head¬
quarters at Coukigkh Hall. Mr. John Kelly, accom¬
panied by several members of his staff, consisting
«f General F. B. Splnola, E. D. Gale, John R» Fel¬
lows, Morris Powers and otnerB, seems to bo busy
at work in caucus and negotiation. The pre¬
cise nature of these movements lias not
jet been developed^ One main point appears
to nave been gained, however, ttfe squelching of
the Mtlier-Ilusted charier for ttie present, and the
spring election bill of Mr. Lawrence. In order to
accomplish this and prevent any interference
with l'ammauy interests in the Legislature, It is
now openly asserted tnat an alliance, offensive
and defensive, htt» been made by Mr. John Kelly
with the republican party.
The appointment of Mr. Salem H. Wales as

l'mmdeut of the Dock Commissioners, by two of
lils de;»iocratlc colleagues, 1r looked upou by some

politician* here as stronir evidence of this latent
rumor. Mr. Wales is now in Albany.

COMMISSIONKRS AT ALBANY.
Police Commissioner Dmbecker is also here. The

rule set down by Mayor Wickham, instructlug
Heads of departments to remain away trom
Albany, seems to be entirely ignored.

Albany still sanguinely prophesy some sudden
legislative movement materially affecting the
influence of that organization. They scout the
idea that any alliance could be entered into by
Tammany leaders with the republican party m the
Legislature, but politicians are very uncertain,
and, to my mind, would enter Into almost any
¦combiuauon to further their peculiar ends.

UAPIl) TRANSIT.
The Senate Committee on Railroads to-day re¬

ported lor consideration the Common Council
Hapid Transit bill. Both houses should now im¬
mediately agree upon perlectiug the bill, and push
it through at once. No more important measure
as directing the interests oi New Vorlc city is now

pending heiore our Albany Solons. Insignificant
local bills and corporation jobs can afford to stand
aside for the present.

T(1B LIQUOR INTEREST.
A number oi gentlemen representing the liquor

Interest of the state arrived here to-day to look
.iter the general Excise bill, wnich is now before
the Assembly, it will prove dllllcult to pass a law
ol this character suitable to all persons in the
liquor business in town and city. The evening
session of the Assembly was taken np in consider¬
ation of the measure reported from the committee
on Internal Affairs.

WIRE* OF TRLlKiRAfH COMPANIES
We had a slight breeae In the Assembly to-dav

on the adverse report from ttie Committee on
Cities as to the bill introduced by Mr. Daly com¬
pelling telegraph companies in the city of New
Yors to put their wires underground. A motion
was made by Mr. T. C. Campbell to disagree with
the report of the committee, and that the bill be
ordered to a third reading. This caused o- tsider-
able debate, far-away Intimations being c. -rsspu
that soaie of tue members had been "s i" lor
the purpose of defeating the measure. \otlon
wan Anally made by Mr. Alvord to lay the whole
subject on the table, which was carried by a vote
oi 11 to W.
SALTINU RAILROAD TRACES IN NEW YORK CITY.
Several days ago a bill was passed in the As¬

sembly preventing street railroad companies in
New York city from U"ing salt on tueir tracks
. urlng the winter. To-uay the Senate sent back
the bill with some amendments. It was evident
that the messure emanated irom the prolific brain
of the good Mr. Berab, and a motion was made to
recommit it to the Judiciary committee. This
motion, which virtually kills the bill, was carried.

PEPtrrr MARSHALS FOR NRW YORE.
Mr. Charles lUilly ha» introduced a bill empow-

erng the marshals in New York city to appoint
deputies. These officials will t>« compiled to give
bonds to the Mayor for a proper discharge of tueir
outiss.

TRKMrNAt. CITARGBS.
Senator Kellogg, from the committee appointed

on Senator lord's resolution to ascertain the
prices charged Tor handling grain in New York
and lludaio, presented their report this aiternoou.
The report shown that the cost of elevating and
handling gra.n in New York Is fully 4% cents
per bushel. To this must be added the cost of
towage and wharfage an I barber master'a fees.
The report says that there appears to De only a
mutual understaniiing as to charges in New lork
city, whils at Buffalo there exists a n-gular com-
Mnation. Tnere is a want of proper dock accom¬
modations for canai boat* In New York and serlom
)»ss and annoyance is tons given boattnon. One
of the great annoyances of boatmen is the
"scalpers'' or middlemen, whose commissions
amount to fully two o< nts per hnshel on gram
passing from Buffalo to New York, or about fae on
each boat. The repjrt concludes as follows:."In
conclusion, your committee report that the ter¬
minal charges at Buffalo and New York are. and
have been, unreasonably high, and, as a result,
new and competing routes havo been opened, the
commerce of the canals crippled and the interests
of the carriers seriously Injured. These evils, If
not checked, threaten the destruction of the
canals and the commerce of the state.

RIVERmDE AVKNlig.
At a meeting of the Senate Committee on cities,

of which Mr. Woodin is chairman, the central
body oi the several taxpayers' associations in the
city of New York submitted a memorial against
the Riverside Avenue bill, which passed the As¬
sembly last week. The committee presentingthe same were School Commissioner Ferdinand
Iraud, Charles Boss and Charies J. Nehrbas. The
rommlrtee also memorialised the Legislature to
pass the bills prepared by Comptroller Green,which have already passed the Assembly.

GERMAN IN THE SCHOOLS.

IMroaTANT. MEE1T1NO OP lilE BOARD OF

EDUCATION.
The Hoard ot Education held a stated meeting

yesterday aiternooa at the hall corner oi Elm and
Grand streets, President Neilson in the chair.
The front of the President's desk wits draped in

mourning, in consequence of the death of
Commissioner Parr. A communication wan read
irom His tlonot the Mayor, appointing Mr. William
Wood to All thi» vacancy caused by the death of
the Commissioner, aud toe President then ai>
pointed commissioner Wood on the Committees
ol Supplies, Course of stuly, Normal School, Nom-
lnation ol Trustees, Salaries and Economy and
the Joint Committee on Parochial Schools, on each
of which the late Commissioner had served.
A communication was read and reierred request¬

ing the es-laaliHiiment of a now colored school In
the lower part of the east side ol the city, the olu
colored school at No. 95 Allen street oelng now in

process of demolition. A communication was
read and also referred from Mr. Duffy, Principal
of the Grammar School in Greeuwicti street, com.

plaining that a new building is about to be erected
immediately adjoining the school buildiug which
will completely shut out the llgnt Irom the school.
Te® school house is leased from Trinity cUureli, as

'so the adjoining property.
ne Superintendent of Truancy reported that

fium April '21 to May 4 investigation had been
made tu 566 ca°ea, the child being sent to school in
meases, in two committed oy the police magia-
trates in thirty-three, withdrawn from sc.iool
for various causes, aud in a nti nber ol cases
the children wete sent to reformatories, tliesuper-
lntendent reconimeudiug sucti a course. A com-
inuuication was read froiu tnc mother of two chil¬
dren that had heeu sent to Kanda l's Island under
the truancy law, and it was re.errod to the Com-

Alter ne ha I got through with these points
he argued Mia* the teaching ot German in tae
schools was altogether too uiueh for th^ pup is.
Aueady there were too mau.v subjects tauftht,
even with the reduction in th«tr number made
some time ago.

A WIDOW'S HEARTRENDING BTORY."NO DOLLAR,
NO MEDICAL ATTENDANCE."

tried to prevent him from entering the hal);my
husband was in the hall, not expecting Doyle
would return; Doyle hurled the brick a: my hus¬
band, but it lulled him; he then threw the stone,
which struck my husband in the head;
Doyle then ran away and I pursued dim;
he turned flrst toward the ferry and
then ran nj> Newark avenue: he was arrested
near the City Hail;I preierred a charge against
h.m, returned to my house, and then went for a
doctor; l>r. McGUI caine and said the skull was
fractured; he directed me to keep cold water
cloths applied to his head; he a*ked ine for a dol¬
lar; I told blm I hadn't a dollar, and he said he
wouldn't come again, but if 1 paid the dollar he
would attend my husband; he said he dlan't want
to spend bis time and be brought into
court, as there were oiten three or four
aays loet on account oi such cases ;Justice Keese told me to go for Dr. McGtu alter
this; when I 'aw nltn ho said he would uot attend
without a written order; I obtained a note irom
the President of the Police Commissioners to Dr.
MeGill; wnen the doctor read it lie became indig¬
nant, abused me and ordered me out of his office,
1 tying tiiat he had busiueas to attend to; I re¬minded him that he was a city physician; he said
finally that he would come, as be got mat note;he came soon afterward, but did not pie-¦cribe anything except the same cold water
applications ana some Itocheile salts; the doctor
ca ne again next day and wrote an orier lor mv
husband to go to the hospital; when the hospital
wagon came my husband said he was unable to
go; the following day he was sinking so last thatft would certaluly hasten his death if be were re¬

POINTS IN KIFI.B SHOOTING.

It is now conceded that the back position la the
best wliich has been thus far hit npon, and that a
man ot reasonably tlrra nerves may, with diligent
practice, become a pretty good long range shot.
It is also believed that to ue a good shot from the
front position it requires better nerves and
steadier hands than that on the back. The Irish
team brought over a couple of ideas that seetn to
take with our Creedmoor men. One of thesa is
the "calibre sight" and toe ether the "bntt
sight." In the former the point of vision is
lormed by looking through the space enclosed
between two opposite semicircles, held in fhe
centre of tlie thlmaie sight by parallel bars
dsed insiae. of it. The butt sight Is
made by taking the tangent scale from the small
butt and Using it near the heel. In the back or
side positions this admits of placing the bntt of
the piece against the shoulder without straining
the neck to look througa the peep sight. There W
another advantage to he derived irom placing
the tangent scale near the heel or the butt, which
is that in proportion to the greater length or the
base lino lormed between the iront and rear
sights, so will be the exactness of the line ol sight
leiUintr from the eye to the target, ltiat is 'o
siiv it is easier to lay down a given straight line
from a long than a short base. In tne mat-
ter ol cartridges this practice has brought
forth but little that is new or has
not beeu tried beiore. The driving charge
of 4)0 grains ot powder seems to be heavy
enough ror anv distance yet tried at Creeds oT.
borne ot the marksmen use (for they cannot burn*
ui) 10 ioj grains. .rroocoiwly tmaking itiat ilt«
heavier ttie charge the lower the trajectory. Tins
is not the case. lor the curvature of the trajectory
depends, not upon the weight of tlie charge, but
upon the form oI the projectile, tne number and
depth of the grooves in the rifling and angl' of
twist to the axis of the bore.

octagonal barrels are disappearing, while those
