Thongh Moust Deflance shared 1o the gravest
historic recollections, sod though on Menday
next hundreds, comiug to visit these Revolution-
ary flelds, wil ventare to scale 1ts sides, the chlel
Interest of tue ceremonies will be crntred 1 Lhe
recital of Ethan Allon's daring passage of Cham-
plaln aoa his sabsequent capiure of the tort, I
bave already given an accurate description of the
event, as well as of the exact route whieh Allen
