IMPORTANT SHERIFI'S SUIT.

Thea case of Bussmann Dornberg and otbers va,
James O'Brien, lats Sheriff, has veen on trial for
the past three days before Judge lLoew, of thoa
Cours of Common Pleas, and preseats features of
unususl interest to the mercantlle community.
The case was tricd 1o ebruary last, resulting o &
verdict for the plalntif; but on question of law
the General Term of the Coldrtorderod & new trial.
In 1860 Henry Gans was the owner of 4 dry goods
store at No. 58 avennus A, and on the 0ih of Auguse
he sold bls stock to she plaintlf, Dornberg. The
sale was negotlated by vhe wife of Mr, Gans, and
plalotif testifled that he pald $2,000 for the stock
and fixtnres, bandiog she money to Mr, Gans aud
Be transferring it to his wife, and tos4t ue then
wens into tae store and ‘took possession.’'?
Four days ufter (be sale of tho property an
attachment was issled ous of the Supreme Cours
againsi Gans' nropen; At the instance of Messrs.
Gasherio, Em y goods merchants,
for the sum of 350, and the goods o the store
