The scope of Juuge Porter's remarks in the trtai
renerruy was ll.alted to the intritrue of Tilton in

the matter of securlog his settlement of the con¬
tract smarv with Henry 0. Rowun. And there was

sucn a question suggested inter ou in the address,
UU Beectier was guilty why aid Tilton nave to
resort to the agency ot a letter and of Moulton to
lecuro an Inieiview with Reedier ?"
The Beecuer people were in better spirits than

sver. Iliey were satisfied Judge Porter had done
his nest, ami that his heart was in the light place.
A number of ladles were in tne same old
lamiliur seats that have been devoted to the fair
sex by the gallantry of Judge Neliaon since the
beginning oi tne trial. The premature ending or
the proceedings was a delight to some and a dis¬
appointment, to others. Quite a number had be-
some ondinored of Judge Porter's address. True,
the "old mun," as some called lura, was ma m lu
lelivery, but It was a treat to hear an honest man
discour e. And this was an honest lawyer, appar¬
ently. telling his tale wttn an overflowing consci¬
ousness ol Its truth and Justice. Nothiu? coma re¬

deem and excuse tne provok ng eccentricity or the
man's manner of delivery except some

such thought that ne was in earnest.
Sow that, mu It ot the argumentative part of the

case is over, and that the public nave received
tlio chief share of impressions lelt by tae delence,
opinion throughout the land will bo rapidly
formed and, in a measure, more or less forestall
the verdict of the jury, which is looked /orwartf
to wun ext aorainary anxietv. In these columns
it has occasionally been suggested that A disagree¬
ment of the Jury is the thing most l.kely to occur,
but the tnea is now gaining ground that a verdict
will be renoered one way or the other. The court
roiin was less crowded than on the
day before, but the heat, was oppressive
and everybody lelt it. Mrs. Beecher was

early iu ci.urt, and Mr. Beecher, cheenui and
buoyant, lollowed her very soon after her en

trance. Among the aualence and on the bench
wero Rev. Keuben Jeffrey, Judson Jams, E. N.
