THE LEGISLATURE OF X871
paused an act entitled "An act to provide for tho

proper drainage or lands within the corporate
limits of the city and county 01' New York*, being
chapter 066 of the Laws or 1871, passed April 18
1871. The llrst section of the act reads as fol¬
lows:.
Htciio* 1.--Whenever It'shall appear to bu necessary

Airuoat from it* organi/tstiou tui* departmenthas beeu harplugou tbe Marieim fiat string, a«U

denouncing tiie terrible nntsance that threatened
Now York with a pestilence. The local inspector.
l>r. V'ieie, reported in ix7o:."A sick person could
nardiv be expected to get well in :» pi ;ce whore a
well person would be almost sure to get sick,"
.¦and unless tne filliuir in or sunken lots and
streets with garbi<gu and leiuse material Is aban¬
doned tne building which are erectcd in such lo¬
calities must become permanent abodes or
disease.1' Agaiu, lu 1^71. tne same inspector
writes of the same locality :..**A largo proportion
of wiese lauds east of Hecouti avenue, from Ninoty-
fltth to Ninety-muth street, have neeri ill ed above
tidewater with garbage and ashes." "It
Is a lain'iit.itiic met to record taut 104tn
street, from the Cant River to Hftli
avenue, Etgtttjr-aixib and KUhty-nin th streets,
lroin Kast River to Second avenue, have beeu
graded and tilled witli ashes ami garbage. No
more pernicious material lor the tilling ol streets
can be found, especially where the streets are so
oil'ii opened lor sowers, water and ({as connec¬
tion!. and repair,>'
"Experience has I aught us that the exhalations

lroin lie never ceasing decomposition of this ma¬
terial will contiuue to percolate and gain the sur-
1,ice for years alter tbe orLlual deposit, lias beeu
made." "As guardiau oi t-e puoiic lioaltti and
tue luture nygieuic prosperity aud suuitary con¬
dition of tiiis city, «e should earnestly protest
against he depositing of this noxieus and offen¬
sive material lu any oi the streets or vacant lots."
Tne writer desires to nail these official opinions

on the puitiorm of discussion, so that no evasion
oi responsibility on tue mound ol' ignorance of tne
facts can bo made by any member or the liealth
.Department or its employes.

Dr. Moreau dorrs, city sanitary Inspector lu
1871 72 truthfully as.seits in his report on epi¬
demic cerebrospinal meningitis or spotted
lover, witicii swept the city of New York in 1*7^,
wucu noting the predisposing causes of this
oreadiui disease, that among these iuav be classed
"the water saturated soil of the uudraitieil por¬
tions oi the eiiv where former living streams had
been onstructcd in tlioir courses, or land nas been
made irom tne d£bns of the city over Its marshy
marginal portions."

iins exactly describes the conditions ami factors
of disease ol the Harietn Huts. The marsil and
Hie uarbage are there; the process or decomposi¬
tion is ever active; tue intense ilea1 o: the sum¬
mer sun, which is capable of ptaetracing t>y iuduc-
tiou aud conduction io a deptn of over sixty ie*t,
according to i'lofcssor Kernes, below the suriace,
or to that poiut where the neat aosorbed and tho
heat radiated by the earth meet, as it were, on a
neutral line. t he fluctuations w temperature
cause a more or less active geueraciou ami conden¬
sation of poisonous vapors from the laboratory of
putrid matter below tue aurlace. Tuesu uliei-
nateiy expand and llil the air with their fatal pres¬
ence to great distances irom toe point oi genera¬
tion, or lie like a heavy pall over ike earth,
equally dangerous to life in either state.

ilie wild assumption or ignorance or the Insidi¬
ous irtl-ehoods ol corrupt interest may seek to
banish from the mltUlM of the public the dreadlui
truth that garbage is a constant source of disease
when used in lUUuv, no mtrt'er how mueu iresn
eartn is laid oil it; but science aud. above ail
experience, telis us that such is the lacr, and no
speciod« arguments can overturn it.

1 he Mills A Ambrose contract at louth street Is
marked o> an amost exclusive use ol city dltii;
indeed, so reckless have these men beeu that not
manv days ago a horse slipped into the water hole
now being tilled at this point aud was drowned
there, aud remains theie still covered with garb¬
age a suie iouiiuatlon, perhaps, for some luture
pestilence.
Acertun street, it is asserted, was tilled witn

similar garbage in X»U3. it was uopsd ihat time
hail destroyed the poisonous matter and that It
had become inocuous, but iu 1*74 tne ground was
opened lor some repairs and the imprisoned
accumulations oi loui gas were liberated into tbe
air aud caused sickne*s almost immediately.
Instances like these are innumerable, but space
will no: admit of their recital uere.

. I'Ol.lCK Pkil'ABTMKNT.
The officials oi tms department are loud in tbeir

expressions ol willingness to do anything and
evprytniuj; needed to saiuly tne Hkkai.d and the
public in tne matter of disposing of the city
garbage. Thev complain that it cosis loo much to
.send the otfal to sea.150 per scow load
or $400 lor a daily collection on eight scows. They
also claim ttiat when tbe sturr was sent to sea it
¦was dumped about two miles eastward of Coney
Island point, und tnat the weather is oltftn too
nad to venture out with lll-uaUnced barges or
¦cows.

In tue flrst place, It will not cost $50 per scow
to cairy torn garbage seaward, because any one of
common lnteuigeuc . knows that a tug can be
hired to tow tne eigut scows cut to sea tor a little
more tbau wnsi inspector Tnome says one will
cost. The point selected for dumping is one of

rilE WORST THAT COULD UK l'OUNP
in tne harbor, ana tne distaace out to sea snould
be increased, it possible, to not less than live
miles clear oi sandy Hook.

l'ropeily count meted trip-sided iron barges,
similar to those oi tbe lJock department, can be
saiely loaned and rairieu to sea, und by
a simple disengagement of a trigger bolt
tne whole eartco can be "let sade" Into
tbe water In a minute, ine use ol snch barges Is
very common in Kurope. No trouote whatever
arises in their loading and unloadum: ail that is
required is to have two men on eacn barge to let
go tne traps, and the barire unloads itseil.
Mutter like that collected by tue Police Depart¬

ment. t<elug very Hunt, la qnickl? washed ashore
if dumped too near laud, and especially so near
Conev island, where

A contractor could afford to par
$l&o per day to the goou tueu and true of tbo de¬
partment ana still get ais filling lor less than ten
cents per yard, tie need only take six scow loads
to oo this ; just the number ssnt to the "Harlem
flats."

TALK AT POLICE QBADQC ARTERS.
Yesterday was a regular "Held day" at the

Police Headquarters. Almost ali day 1mg Commit
s>oners Matseti and IJubecker were In conference
witft the sanitary authorities.Drs. Chandler,
Jauewar. fay ana Vleie.trying to devise meaus
lor remedying tne abuses complaiueu of by the
11 eh alp. Tbts secret consultation was followed by
Seetlngs of both boar da. tn wntcti tbe measures
agreed upon were embuoied informal resolutions,
which are givea further below.

THE SECRET CONFERENCE.
The aecret contereuce was neid at the office of

the Hoard ol Health. Commissioner Dtsbeckor
gave the following accoun'. oi it:."I appeared
before the Board or Health in reference to iho fill-
Ins: up of the Harlem data and for the purpose of
.skin/ them to take aucu action as they might
deem most conducive tn tne public nealtu. 1 to id
them tnat l wished ttiey would take charge
oi the entire matter an lar as possible.
s it was a mutter uUecting ttie uuo ic

hexitti. l)r. nav. the Sanitary >apertetendent, said
tne prlncl al objections to the staff dumped on
the tint* arose during tne course of transportation,
and aiter cooMdersble discussion ttiey Una y
came to the conclusion that tne beat way of obvi¬
ating tne present difficulty was to US* suit able
ana nornngh disinfect ants. one barrel o; inne and
eight to ten gallon* «r deodorizing o i to each scow
iosd of 4W cubic yards. A great manv oilier sug¬
gestions were made, such as to run ail the at off
turouah large kiin- no as to destroy all the ga
bage and .cave but a p ire r<- idtiuni of ashes, and
thai won tne final corcinsion of me Hoard. He
told them, men, that In order to nave tin* disinfec¬
tion performed iu n manner satl.siactory to the n,
v.e should request thai tnev take < n irge of it and
station an agent at each of the eiifht
dumping places on the ea«t sloe, who
Would supervise tne process of disimection.
i hey said that they hsd not tne funds'o under¬
take that additional task,and computed tbo ex¬
pose o. each supervision at 9-VOdo lor mis sum¬
mer. I'ney then a«ked us ii we (Mr. Mattel! aid
m.\self) were willing to consent .o a transfer of thai
earn from onr unexpended bal >nce of lastjesr u
the lie iito Department, and we uave the consent
ask'-d lor on tue part oi the Police Commlssion-
.ra."

The scow loads now waning to. te unioaoed
at tus marines are to ha disimected to-day ov or*
dei of tne Board aud at me expense ot tue con-

tractors, it was also suggested mat tiiev stsoultt
provide screens at each dock through whicti all
the atutl should piss to the excloslo t ot nil course
vend ible and auimal matter. This woulil tie an
excellent safeguard auuius: mixing tae relose
whii ti»e asiies. but Mr. Auibrii.-e wonui only un¬
dertake to furuisu tneao acieeus on condition tnat
trie contractor- reecive all tne siun tnat was

'They
ciaim tne stuff tney have dumped is not delete¬
rious, but we say It is, and when Dr. Day made his
report to-day he Immediately "topped the present
modi) oi dumping, and insisted upon the process
oi disinfection and tne other precautious we have
devised, lu tact, Di. Day stopped it yestor<iav.

Dr. Chandler said ttie contractors could bi lined
lor grossly violating the law, but he did not thirst
for revenge, ana was satislitd if tne people were
ouiy protected in the luture.
