All about tUo
streets men, women and cntldren were wandering,
plteousiy inquiring if their iriends had been saved.
One woman was positive that her husband had

perished and oould only be quieted by the asanr-
ance from a lriend that he had Just been walking
with him. One or the most touching cases was

that or two little girls, about twelve years of age,
who rushed lor the entrance of the building while j
the Are was at Its height, thinking to find their
tatner ana mother, who were within. They could
only be restrained by an officer, who took them id

his arms. One of the most amusing incidents oc¬
curred at the rope drawn around tne plot where
the wounded were lain. A woman, who called
herself a mesmerist, tried to pass in, when she
was conironted by a young man dolug
tuard duty. She began to wail, but
the soon went away disgusted, remarking,
.Thai's the strongest-minded man I ever saw."
Those engaged in pulling out the bodies noticed
lhat almost every woman had a bracelet oa her
wrist, and all had evidently worn their best for a
special occasion.

feet deep, and here moat of the lives were lost.
From this mass Cnlei Muliln rescued one yonng
womsn, aiter having taken off two dead bodies
irom above her. It was almost impossible to face
the flames, and enter Mullin and others uad their
clothes almost burned from them and were badly
burned themselves about the bands, in the rear
oftheehurch was the priest's residence, which
was also destroyed.

TBI HSHO OP TBI DISASTBK
was John Lynch, a brave fireman, who was the
list to respond to tne alarm.

Wedged tight and
immovable in the doorways was a
dense mass ol humanity irom six to

eight .«et in hsight, none of thorn
able to stand upright irnm tne terriole presauro
of the crowd bemud, wiuie upon and ovor them a
sheet oi lira roiled like a ware streaming far out
into tne open air.
Without a moment's pause to consider tbelr

danger Lynch and Cuier Engineer Miulia rushed
into the flames, spurred on by tho piteous cries,
"for Uod's sake come aad beip us:" and began
pulling oat the bodies. X moment later and a
well direeteu syerant stream from the Mount

Holy»ke hose struck the brave rescuers, and, on
doubtedly, saved them from being burned alive'
Tue first persons drawn out were burning bat they'
paused directly through the stream oi water, and
the flames which were devouring them were ex-

nncuisiied. some of the poor creatures jell
latating oa the long flight of wooaen steps leadin-
dowu to the street, uud a few were able to walk
taough with considerable effort. By this uine the
entire Fire Department had arrived, and they
worked with such energy aud will that wben the
lire was extinguished the charred wooden walls of
the structure were standing. They were pulled
down by the Uook and ladder men in order that a

search for ttitf bouies might be made. Only a vi-ry

of tnem to a crisp. The body of one womao was

found in the seat she had occupied, her clothing
entirely burned off. a fleshy woman, weighing
some 180 pounds, was dragged screaming from
the mass. She was earned a short distance from
the church and placed on the grass, while the
flesh actually peeled off her back. In a moment

she fell over dead.
To-day has baen chiefly occupied In preparing

the bodies for burial, and moat of them will prob¬
ably be committed to the earth to-morrow.

a rtJBUC FUNERAL
will be held at teii o'clock In the morning Inside
the half finished brick church wnich was so in to

replace the one destrojed, and immediately there-
afrer the charred remains will be conveyed to the
cemetery lor interment. The central morgue or

charnel selected for the coffining of tno unfortu¬
nate victims was the basement of Park street
schoolhouse, and the tweaty-seven which wero
first conveyed to a bearding house were aiter-
waid removed thither, aweillug the number in
the basement to fifty-one. Besides these there
were some twenty bodies recognized by Mends
and conveyed home.

THIS SCENES IN THE SCHUOLHOtMK
.jusement all night and during this loreuoon were

eioWaulng and harrowing. Stumps of limbs,
burned to a crisp, protruded lrom under the
sheets, and as the laco cloth was lifted from the
heads the scarred and blackened remains were

disclosed. In some instances tho features were

dUtorte i, as thougn extreme agony had been suf-
ferred before death ensued; but many looked
calm, as though smothered, yet they all were

blackened with smoke. Some were burnod beyond
the possibility of Identification, nothing remuloing
except the trunk or the body. The oodles were

placed in rows, each covere 1 with a winding
sheet, and many of them nothing but ghastly,
blackened skeletons. As early as seven o'clock
in the morning between two and three thousand
people had gathered outslae iho nigo picket lence

which surrounds tne school building, anxiously
awaiting the time when tney might be aamltled
to search among the dead tot their missing
friends.

HEARTRENDING SCENES
were being constantly enacted at the gateway,
which was guarded by a squad of police. Mothers
clasped their hands and begged tho officers, wiiu
tears streaming down their cheeks, to be permitted
to go in and look lor their cnildren;
lathers aaked tremulously to be ad¬
mitted, that they might Identify, if possible,
their sons; wives desired to search for their hus'-
bands; husbands lor wives, and here aod there a

brother was inquiring li the officers knew whether
hU sisters weie there. The sternest officials gave
way involuntarily to their emotions at times, and
when the gates were opened so tiiat a few per¬
sons coulu be admitted at a time, they could not
resist the pataetK uuut to them, ana each

delegation of people admitted was twice as large
as tuey intended it should have been. Eagerly
the friends passed aloug irom one body to another
in the long blackened rows, taope struggling witn
fear for tne mastery for a lew moments, ana then
a walling cry, a half smotneraa groan
or a piercing shriek told too plainly
that some had louud tneir dead. Occasionally one

of tho searchers would pause oeiore a black and
shapeless mass, almost sure, yet not certain, tliat
this was all that remained oi the relative whom
he sought.perhaps a wife or mother.attracted
by a slight resemblance in lorm or features, yet so

trlfliug as not to be depended upon for purposes
of identification. The agony af the searchers in

these cases was most Intense, and they would
Dually depart, not knowing whether to claim tba
body as that of their kindred or not. Many a

atrong man cried aloud as he saw all that was leit
or a beloved form, blsck and crisped in death.
From many of tiw oodles the flesh or the
head, neck and limbs had been entirely burned,
aud the bones were charred to cinders. Occasion¬
ally miiiht be seen a woman hurr.Ung from corpse
to corpse to find ner husband, the look of agony
increasing as each uncovered face proved not to
be the one sought, till at last she recognised her
own by s.me scrap of clotning or familiar article.
aud the piercing wail of angaish that followed
would melt every beuolcler. As fast as tne re-

mains were identiflod a ticket bearing the name
and a*e was pinned upon them sad the friende
passed out t3 allow others to come In.

A TIMELY WARNING.
To thi Editor op thi Herald:.
With tbe impression formed by read In; jour

graphic account of tbe Holyoke disaster still fresh
upon me I take pen in band with tbe endeavor to
avert, tf posMoie, a similar catastrophe, on
Saturday last I visited tbe Hebrew synagogue in
Clinton street, between Houston and Stanton
street*, and waa astonished to find that although
great alterations had oecn made in the building
tbe de:ects wmcb should have been first remedied
were wholly neglected. Tbe trustees were evi-
dentlv so intent on merely beautifying their syna¬
gogue that It appears to have entirely escaped
tbeir minds to provide for the safety of their fel¬
low worshippers in tbe galleries. The Depart¬
ment of Tussle Bandings, which ought certainly
to have caused an examination to be made oi tbe
place while tbe repairs were In progress, exnlbis
tnelr wonted watenialoeai over the public safety
and seem to have entirely forgotten the lesson
taught by tbe St. Andrew'a church disaster.
Tbe arch :ot who designed the construction of
tbe building seems to nave taxed his ingenuity
for the purpose or cuttlug off all escape irom the
galleries In case 01 Arc. Toe stairs leading to
tbem are so exceeatngly steep, narrow and wind¬
ing that it would be utterly Impossible for a num¬
ber of excited people to escape from the gaileriea
without the occurrence 01 many fatal accidents.
The calamity of tbe French Church or Holyoke
would l>? repeated, with probably far more dma*
trous ions of Hie. Nar is <hu tbe oniv source or
danger wuicii would i.ave to Od uattled wiili in
ca»e oi an emergency, l tie doors leading into ttie
galleries, one on each side, are very narrow,
atlor lug exit to but lew at the same time and
one shudders to thlbk or rba dire result* wnica
thu culpable negligence might occasion. Hut lew
people could escape irorn tUe galleries tbrouga
toenairo* uuie doois aud ateep winrtiug step*.

By .properly rerunning
their duty they can prevent a repetition ol those
