Santa, who is said to have founded these guilds,

established only nine, hut trieir number was sub-
ae(|uentiy gteatly increased. From t e Komau
writers who haw; treated 01 the form and organi¬
zation of these colleges we learn enough to show
us tliat there was a ureal uunioiif lu their govern-
ment to that of the mo tern Masouic lodges, aud
this eepe tally tu their character as a secret
aoriety aud in the initiations aud esottnc instruc¬
tions to wmch candidates tor admission aud the
youuiter memners were sub(ected. Of these guilds
the one to which .Masons particularly reier is
that which consisted of arcDitects or build¬
ers. The antuentic school of Masonry does
not claim, aa the mythical in at prob¬
ably would have done, mat the Roman
colleges ol architects were lodges 01 Freemasons.
They simply contend that the facta of history ex¬
hibit a regular and uumteri upit-d derivation of
the Free i.asonry or mis day irotn these Roman
guilds, alth>>ui!h the course of the succession was
aflecieu by various important changes. But these
changes have not been sufficient to altogether
obliterate tbe evidence or the relationship. I his
relationship is thus indicated. From a vei*v early
period the Komau peotile were distinguished oy
an active spirit ol colonisation. No sooner had
their victorious legions sundueci the senil-barbar¬
ous tribes oi Spain, of Gaul, ol tiermauy and of
Untain. than bey ben an to establish colonies and
to build cities, lo every legion which went forth
to conquer and to coioni/.e was attacued a guild or

college ol architects, whose members, taken irom
tu«? ureal body at Koine, marched ana encamped
with the legion, and uruen a colony was innuded
remained there to cultivate tbe seeds ol Roman
civilization, to inculcate the principles of Roman
art and to erect temples for #ora nip and houses
jor the accommodation of the inhabitants.
When in tune the corrupted empire was threat-

ened wltu extinction ny the invasion of its North¬
ern enemies the legions were recalled lo sustain
and deleud tbe centrjl.power, but the ituilds of ar¬
chitects and builders most frequently remained in
the towns aud cities whleu m<*v iind assisted to
eiect and where tuey had acquired a Citizenship
that t;iey had probably lost at home.
lu the course 01 nine the proud mistress of the

world became extinct as a power of lie earth, aud
the colonies which she had scattered over the Con¬
tinent became independent kingdoms and princi¬
palities. lbe descendant* ol the Komau colleges
ot artificers established schools ol architecture
and tauulit and practised the art of building among
the newiv enfranchised people. A principal seac
of this body ot rcbitecrs was at Coino, a city ot
Lorubardv, where a school was louuded which ac-

quntd so much reputation that tne ma«ous ami
bricklayers 01 that eity received me Appellation or
Masters ot ('onto, and architects of all'nations
hocked to the place to acquire me correct prlu
eiple* ol their proiession. i-rotu this school of
l.otutiard builders proceeded that

1 bese, not cou.pe.etit lo engage lu the
lai or of b&ildiug. weie sup^i'-ed to couhue tu ui-
sei»e« to philosophic speculations on the priuci-
p.«s of tbe art. and to symbolizing or spiritual¬
izing its labors and its itup.emeuis.

AKOTHEB VIEW OF FBEEMASONRY.
HOW THE BBBTI1BIM AEDOOTED MOBOAN iltB

CONVBTED HIM TO WIAOABA.IB MASONBT A

CHRISTIAN OHGANIZATXON ?
To tui Editor of thk Hhrald:.

1 have read jour wonderlui paper te-day with
more than usual interest, especially the nar¬

rative from Mr. Tuorne ol the rise aad progress of
Freemasonry as an institution in the United
States, vve are about to have a celebration ol un¬

usual sDlenili r. 1 should hesitate to say anything
mat would interfere With the amnsements of any
class of onr fellow citizens. If they choose to call
themselves "Tilers" ana "Pursuivant," and

"principal arcrtlte ts," aud "sword bearers," and
..Kniifhts templars," and "independent royal
arches," it is their own affair. They have as

much right to amuse themselves by these proceed¬
ings as to go flshiug for cod or singing negro
melodies. .

At the same time It Is well to remember what
our history teaches us in reference to Masonry in
this couatry, and to recall now what our fathers
thought ol tMs institution. Mr. Thorue dismisses
with an easy flourish the whole story of the Mor¬
gan excitement which played so prominent a part
in American politic.-*, and In regard to which no
one is better Informed than the distinguished pub-
licl-st and journulbt lhur.ow Wood, who began
lils career in politics at that time. Let us recall
tne story tor the benefit of Mr. Thorne ana the
Freemasons wao are to parade our streets

on tie 'Ai of June:.Captain William

^Iorgnn was boru in Virginia In 17T4. Ho
served under Ueuerai Jacksou at the battle
of New Orleans, in 1815. and earned his title in

that action. He removed to Rochester, in New
York, and afterward to Batavla, and was a mau

of some social distinction, for it la recorded "that
he twice crossed the Atlantic Ocean in the char¬
acter of a gentleman.1' In 1826 Captain Morgan,
a member of the Masonic lodge, decided to puu-
llah OB exposure of the ritos and ceremonies and
purposes of Freemasonry, aud about this tune
lie moved to Cunandaigua, N. v., which was

called, iu the literature of that time, "one of the

proudest in.and towns."' Upon the first an¬

nouncement by Captain Morgan of his intention
to expose the nature of the institution of Masonry

TBI BODY OF MRS. ZAVIEK RACCBLIN AND THSIB

OTHERS RECOVERED.

[From the London Times, May 14.]
The steumer Lady or tne Isles, while on her pas¬

sage from acllly i« Penzance and ten inilea from
tne Sciily islands, recovered the body of a lady,
well dressed, and wearing a arold chain with watch
attached, earrings and brooch. In the pocket of
the dress was a draft on a Lncerne bank lor
1,500 francs. The body was brought to Penzance
and there Identified by the mate as that or Mrs.
Zavier Kacchltn, thirty-eight years of age and tne

mother of four children, all of whom were

drowned. There was no lifebelt aronnd the

body.
BOD IBS WASHED ASHORE.

Three bodies were washed ashore at Mouschole,
just outside Mount's Bay. Yesterday, and have
been recognized as those of the purser, a saioon

penter.

On his right
hand v»;ih a ring mttkea "A. M. A. M., April 27,
1875," anu In til* pocketbook wasnm marriage cer¬
tificate, dated April ^7, 1875. From this it is in¬
terred that lliey were man a:id wile, anu that they
were married ou the day tuo >Sciililer sailed from
New York. It bus since i<eeu ascertained that the
names oi tins young couple were Mr. and .Mrs.
Augusts Muute, of New York.

THE SIGNAL UUNfl.

that ou the night of tin* wiec.k two of the Sennen
fishing ooats stailoucd at St. Agnes, naving h -ard
the guns ol the .Schiller, went out at oue o'clock ;
but alter searching among the Western Kecks lor
two hours without seetnir anytmug, returned. Tne
sea was so very rougn thai they were unable to
go further than Ciebawtlien. Tne ooats on re¬
turning reported that thev could see nothing, and
supposed there was no wreck. The guns were
at that time believed to be those of a steamer
passing. This is the reason why ooar» irom »t.
Agnes did not go out earlier than eight o'clock,
when, the log lilting, the wreck couia be seen
irom the island. At lonr o'clock, be tore the Usn-
liiur boats had returned, Mr. Obadiah Hicks had
gulf oil - in ins boat, had seen the wreck, and was
thus instrumental m saving life.

keel and otner prominent portions of the ship
seem altogether gone. No corpses were observed,
tun some passengers' luggage was trot up and sev¬
eral sewing machines, l ue snip's bottom seemed
dropped out. No oullion uoxes can be discovered,
nor any cargo. uue of the diveis had a narrow
escape, having got nis loot so jammed in the
wreck that he had to cut away his boot and part
of the dress and swim to the surf.ice.
