James B, Ward & Co., of Wall strect, wno have
Jost orrested Nortop, advanced him §2,000 on
mortgage on too sebooner Resolute, which vessel
Norton afterward called the Ploneer. The money
jor the purchase of this ves=el came Irom the
Onban agent 1o this elty, Mr) Mayorgo. The
PMoneer !daded a cargo 1n this clty for Jamalea,
which was duly delivered, and for which Norton
recaivea the freight. Norton then sailed for Pors
au Prince and there ran up the lone
gtar flag of the Cuban Republle, mounted
& gun, showed pome ammunition he had
on board amd pretended to be & privateer,
The Ploneer on ber return passage was seized by
the Upnited Siates revenue cotter Moceasin, off
Hloek lsiand, and taken to Newport, R, I,
where ste was selzed apd sold by the United
States anthorities, as Norton doubtiess inteuded
she shounld be. Norton was subsequently arrested
at the suit of J. E, Ward for obtalolng muney
under false pretences and locked up some fifty
days, when he confessed judgment and was re
leased. Me then entersd ihe Spanish secret ser-
vice., While so employed he engaged Simon Gratz,
a Philadelphian, to heip him, and obiained & “sale
conduct pass' for him from the Spantsh Consul
Urlarte to go out as a spy on the Cuban expedi-
tion whicn Gratz said was being fitied eut. Nor-

ton and Grats wera in constant commuolication
with Messrs. Cralg & Webster, the Spanish govern-
ment lawyers in this city.

NORTON'S NECENT SWINDLES.

In March, 1374, Norton and one Geurge MeFar-
jand obtuined possession of the yacht Jullette,
tormerly of the Sew Yorg Yacht Club, And sajlsd
in her from Stoniogton, Coun., for ine lsland of
Bermuds.

I'ne Juliette arrived in Bermuda in due course,
and two ladies jolned the expeditten—viz., Mrs, |
Norton and Mrs, McFarland, Having taken In a
fresh stock of provisions, they, with “'pleasure at
the prow aod beaury at 1he helm,' started lor
Curacoa, but put Into St Thomas. Leaving Sr,
Thomas they proceeded to Curacon, where they

ot the boat coppeied and drew upon H. Clews
