On the one side siands an unscropuious
and determined uand of democratic polfticians
of the worst king—the pletol and bowie knife
stripe, namely—who, in newspapers and by
jheir daily conversatien, excite the white
femocrats who listen to them to unressoning and
anreasonable fury, and at the same time alarm the
Hmid negroes ana bind them togetber. Arrayed

sppoint a damned niggor to be a clerk in your
Post OMce!" Pease replied Lhas he certainly was
golng to sppoint & colored man to & clerksnip.
“Then, air, 1 tell you it's & dambed out-
rage, and this ‘commuuity wom'i stund
It, sir assld this *‘most respectabla citl-

WHO ARB THE CORRUPTIONISTS !

That there has boen wassefuiness and corrup-
tion In the government of Missismippi there Is no
doubs. 1am so weary of ofclal grand and petit
larceny that I do not mean to go ot any length
into Missisalppl fimances. [t is enough to say that
the Stats debt 18 rifiing: there bave been no
groat rallroad swindles; a comstitutional provi-
siom wisely forblda the loan of the State credit.
Bus toere has been gross fdnancial corrupticn in
many counties; ofMcers with high salaries bave
bean neediesaly multiplied; there have been no-

{ torious jobs, such as the Stale printing; and ihe

ruling - powers, the Ames republicans, have un-
scrupulously usea the lznorance and greed of the
pegroes to help them |n their polttical
schemes. Controlling the negro vote and vsing
it a8 a solld mass, they have comsentea to put
into sach offices a8 county supervizora and treas-
urers, as well as inlo the Legislature, negroes
who were often not only upable voread and write,
but who were notortousiy corrupt and corrupting
demagogues. The late Treasarer of Hinds county,
in whaleh the State Capitol lles, was g negro who
could neither read nor write, and who was Killed
by another negro & few wecks ago for a disgrace-
tul intrigue. in she Iast Legisiature were
geveral negroes who could npeliher read mor
write, It Dss happened that the mem-
bers of a grand jury were totally iiliter-
ate. A clty government was to be elecied
jast August In Vioksourg, apd the republicans
nominated for Mayor & white mau at the time
under indictment lor (weniy-three ofences, and

| for Aldermen seven colored men, moss of them of

' Jow character,

and one white man, who conld
netther read nor write, the keeper of a low grog-
gery. Thia ticket was denoonced by General
MoKee, republican member of Congress, in & pub-
Itc speech, and, with the belp uf the republicans,
was beaten. Of the presens Suparvisors of Warren
county (Vicksburg) the Iresident und two others
cannot read, 1t 14 4 notertons [not that Governor
Ames huid appointed to Judlicial places men
ignorant of Inw, and that he has used his appolnt-
ing power to shield criminals, who are his ad-
herents, and to corrupt the judiciary of the ¥uate.

These are serious matters; but, oo the otlier
hand, It must be sald that the asmoeratio dema-
gogues have repeatedly urged tne negroes to
nominate only colored men for oMce. They say
they “would rasber have A Misstssippi nigger
shan 8 carpel-bagger;'’ and, moreover, ln the
notable casea of corrnpiiom, both 1o State and
counties, democrats have in nlmost every instance
shared the plunder, sad in some have got up the
scheme. Now, on this head tne democratic
leaders are silent. They cry out thas the State Is
roined, whicn is pot true; but they have them-
selves heipsd %o rob if, and it 15, &t least, a doubt-
ful question whetner, if some of those who so
loudly denounce corruption, had power they
would ma&ke an honest government. There i, for
inatance, a load ontery about the enormons debt of
Vieksburg ; but of the money spent for street im-
provements democratio esontractors got the most;
and the money given to rallroads was voted by

" democrats and republicans allke, and demoorario

rallroad maoagers pocketed (6. Such men as
Barkedale, Wharton, Lamar and bundreds of other
prominent aemocrats have elean hands ana are
men of honor; but thers 15 an undoubted propensity
to corruption among democratic as well as among
republican leaders. For lustance, Vieksburg has
been, since August, under democratic rule; but the
expenses of the city government, [ am told, have
inereased, ana order 18 not as well maintained
under demoeratic rule as formeriy.

Nor, iIf the democrutic leaoers were fair, would
they omit to tell thelr people that the expenses of
State apd county guvernmments have necesaarily
{ncreased, for the colored people, being I(ree, eive
bosiness to the courts and the oMcars and lastitu.
tlous of justice; thoy must have scuools; and in
otber ways the cost of government |s Increased.
That & large dalance of waste and theft remaius I8
perfectly true, and of that all may rightinily com-
plain, as well as of other and graver wrongs,
which I nave mentioned above.
