THE WAR IN CUBA.

An American Schooner Seized by
the Spaniards.

A Cargo of Arms and Ammunition Said to
Dave Been Found on Doard.

[SPECIAL despatch to thb herald bx cable.]
Havana, June 2, )

Via Ket West, June 3, 1875. j
I have been informed this morning, by the

agent of the underwriters, that the American
echooncr Mary Chilton was seized by the

Spanish authorities at Punta do Cartas and
that the vesael was loaded with arms and am¬

munition.
OFFICIAL history OP THE case.

The attention or the Spanish officers was called
to the fact of the presence of a suspicious vessel
by the arrival of three sailors at Puuta de Cartas
on tho 24th ol May. The men landed from aa

open boat, and appeared to be cither shipwrecked
sailors or runaways.

It appears that the scaoonar Mary Chilton left
New York in March last for San Andres, Colombia.
.She had an assorted cargo which proved to be un-

saiable, and the Captalu was directed, It Is said,
to take the vessel back to New York. This he ro-

iQsed to ao, whereupon the consignees appointed
a new < aptaln named (jumper, and the Mary
Chilton sailed for New York about tho middle of
May, having on board, besides the Captain, three
seamen, a boatswain, a cook and one passenger.

Shortly after leaving San Andres Captain Gum-
per, fearful of getting lost, desired to bring the
vessel baek to port, but to this coursa the crew
would not consent. He then toos one of the
small boats, and with tne cook and passenger re¬
turned to Sun Andres, the Mary Chilton proceed¬
ing on her voyage.
Upon roaobing the San Felipe Keys, and when

-within eighteen miles of Punta de Cartas, tho
three sailors relused to proceed any further with
the boatswain, whom they declared to be no navi¬
gator, &nd, taking the remaining boat, landed at
Punta ne Cartas. Tho boatswain was taken off
several days alter by a fishing smack and the
abandoned schooner was taken charge of by a

Spanish government vessel. The three sailors
were detained at Piaar del P>lo to await further
investigation.

CAPTURE or B1TCGGI ID LACES AND DRESS
rOIlMERLY BELONGING TO TBS EMPRESS
EUGENIE.
Captain Charles N. Brackett, Special Agent of

ttie Treasury Department, captured in this city
to-day a white lace dress valued at $10,000; a
white laco shawl valued at $5,000, and other laces
valued at $5,000, at Goldstein's pawn hhops. waere
they bad been pawned for $335 by Leon de Lan-
nols, wno has been arrested. The dress and laces
formerly belonged to the Empress Eugenie and
were among the richest lu the world. They wero
sold at tho time or the sale of her diamonds and
Jeweiry m England a snort time after the
removal of tne Imperial lamiljr from France
to Chisclhurst and smuggled Into this
connjry by Josep* Uoaraohx in uctobcr, 1873.
Tlicy were taken flrst to Philadelphia fend thence
to tnis city, having been brought here by Leon de
Lannois on the 2d inst. Captain Brackett went to
New York to-night with the laces and his pris¬
oner. Detectives have been on the lookout lor
these goods since their arrival m tnis country, but
wlillo the; Have been searching about New York
the laces have dropped into the hands of the
government here through the efforts of Captain
Brackett.

A STEAMSfflP ON FIEE.

Fire on Board the Crescent City During the
Voyage from New York lot Havana.

A Serious Danger Subdued by Prompt Ex¬
ertion and Discipline.

HAVANA, JUUS 3, 1874.
The steamer Orescent City, Captain Curtis com-

aaading, from New York, arrived bore yesterday
afternoon.

BURSTING OF BOILER FIXES.FIRE ON BOARD.
On Tuesday, at halt-past seven o'clock P. M.,

when the steamer was opposite Sombrero Light,
some flues In tne forward boiler burst.
The steam escaped Into the farnaces and threw

the burning cinders from tncee of them Into the
coal bunkers.
The coal instantly took Are and the bunkers

were soon iu a blaze, the flames rising ten leet
and rushing through the ventilator to the upper
deck.
rROJfPT EXERTION.SAFETY BY DISCIPLINE AND

OBEDIENCE.
The engineers closcd the ventilator before the

woodwork above was ignited.
The alarm wus given.
Owing to the admirable discipline maintained

by Captain Curtis every man was at the post desig¬
nated for him beforehand for such emergencies in
lessthan two minutes, in threo minutes three
streams of wat°r were pouring on the Are, and
within ten minutes the flames were extinguished,
The chlof engineer closed the door of the en-

glue room to prevent a draught of air, and locked
himself in with his men, while the Captain di-
rented the hosemcn where to play upon the flre.
Some of the men, by his orders, removed the fur-
nlture from tne saloon*, so as to leave the flre
nothing to leed upon should it spread.

PREPARED FOR THE WORST.
Preparations were also made lo run the steamer

ashore in case of necessity; but the flre did not
extend beyond the eutrlne room from the moment
the ventilator and door were closed.

Fatal Results of the Attack
on the Collieries.

FUBTBEB OUTBREAKS BY THE STRIKERS.

Attempted Incendiarism in
Mahanoy City.

Pottsvtlle, Pa.. Jane 4,1S75.
There is every reason for believing tbat ttia at¬

tack ou the collieries at Mahanoy city yesterday
morning resulted more fatally to ttie moo than
was at flrat supposed. Pour ol the strikers, whose
names cannot be ascertained, are belleveu to Lave
been mortally wounded i.nd to have died to-day.
The attacking party have either left that portion
of the district or are lurking about in the woods
in small patties. So long a* the military remain
in the town they dare not show themselves, and no

luriher outrages are aintlclpated thereat present.
The Gowars Guards efPotisville and the PottsvlUe
light lnlantry, both belonging to the Sevoutn
regiment ol the State mllttla, arc quartered in u

hail in the town under the command of Lleuten-
aut Co onel llartzlnger. and although they do not
number more than eighty-flve men ail Hold they
are well drilled, good soldiers, and more than a
match for the disorganized mob which ten
times outnumbers them. The town has re¬
sumed its wonted appearance and business
litis been going on as usual all day, but
the citizens generally and the working
miners still feel much uneasiness. The men
