A Most Brilliant1 Attendance and Full
Representation of Fashion.

How a Starter Consumes
Time.

FIVE CAPITAL RACES

Madge, Wildidlc, Ari&tfdes, Springbok and
Scratch tbe Winners.

The skies were favorable yesterday when the
American Jockey Club flung us banner* to the
weeze ana announced the ninth spring meeting
at Jerome Park. The club has steadily increased
In popular lavor season after season, until now it
occupies u very prominent position among racing
associations In this country. The members are

evidently aufjitious ot surpassing all previous
efforts in the racing line mis summer. The im¬
mense attendance yesteruar.probably the largest
ever kuown In Jerome Park »lnce Kentucky ran
against time some years auo.is an earnest of the
Interest takeu by the public In those races. A
more brilliant assemblage has seldom been fur¬
nished lor a public entertalnineut, even in the
greut metropolis. The hnnuuuccuieut or a meet¬
ing of the American Jockey Club at the beautliul
pai k lurulshed theiu originally bjr Mr. Jerome is
an attraction that canuot be overestimated. The
chauge this season in the uumber of days of the
meeting, and the lact that mauy new stables are

represented, had their influence In the Immense
attendance yesterday. All day the sou was veiled,
and it would seem as if the charioteer, Apollo,
was endeavoring to break tnrouga the misty,
filmy atmospuere that concealed his radiant
steeds from mortal gaze. Probably the scene .Tom
Fut.ti avenna to Jerome Park was of a character
calculated to spur even a celestial whip to extra
exertions, But he (ailed, as did the humbler dri¬
ven below. Ciouds enveloped the suu. and clouds,
tense, opaque and disagreeable, hid the fiying
coursers bound Jerome Pgrkward froa all mortal
(tare »ave that of their drivers. The breeze was

t grateiul one, cool, Invigorating and cheering;
&nt tne dust was simply awful, to use a leminine
expression. The Park Commissioners were very
chary about their sprinkling. and a suuoou of
Sahara could scarcely surpass in density the
cloud thai rested over Jerome a venue, roni Ma¬
comb's Dam bridge to Jerome Park. Ihe number
of suieuUid toilets ruined by the dust on the wav
le the course and back would exceed even a mull-
ner's calculations. Those floating panicles play
the mischlei with velvet robea, silk costumes and
chip liars, as do the grasshoppers with crops in
the West.

it is only In driving ont on a race da/ to Jerome
Park that we can appreciate 111 their true light
the vile pavements that disgrace our city. It is
reallv a shame to drive a valuable horse over
broken sione puvemeuta, or those of wooa tnat
resemble a collection o; rifle pits. Prom Union
squat e to the Park there Is lit tie to choose between
the vaiious avenues. On Fifth avenue we would
Imagine that aome contractor had turned it into
a stoce quarry. Sixth aud .seventh are honey-
cutubed with rnta, and Lexington avenue reminds
one ol the zigzag approaches of riflemen attacking
a redoubt. Passing by the hute cavernous works
of the Fourth avenue "improvement," where the
short-haired toil and delve, the lover of turf sports
finds himself-and gives vent to an excianiHtton
orde.ieht at the samet me.at our beauiliulPark.
For beautiful It Is, at.d never does it weary the
.ye or the mtud of any of Its admirers. The

I would like to aak about the pay
tor tho«e who cams with me, the interpreters and
all the inaifcu*.
Commissioner.-There arc some thing* to be said

about thos" men who nave come along that I
would rather not be obliged to say ro you. They
have not couie by the wish of anybody but them¬
selves, so lar as 1 know, and thev have been
.ources oi miacbiet and trouble ever a nee they
came here. They got you to tuaiat on goin# to the
Washington House, and they got aome or you to
go there alter 1 cad told you that it was not a

proper place for you. They have led you lo bad
practices since you have been here. Now thav
save tue impudence to tome and sat me to pay
them lor that sort oi servloe. and I leave it to yon
to Judge whether I bad better do it or not. That
la all that la to be said on that subject. I have told
your ageat to spend lor yo i in getting such pres¬
ent*M jon want fctispiece. This Is in addition
to what you nave already received in satts of
elotbes and other thinga that vour agent aas
bouvlit for you. I wish l could make it more and
do for you wuat yon ask in that respect, and to
lurnlsh each of.iou a dorse, wltn saddle and
equipments; but that I am not able to do, because
1 have not tae money to make the pnrchaaes.
Lithe Woind.Ton tell ne the truth when yon

aay that you did not invite the interpreters to
come along with the lnolans. Ihey have heard
tnatb-'fore: but if we had come ontv with the
three luteri retort belonging to our delegation
t.leae ttire Interpreters would dispute as to waat
we »ai i. We luvlied these three to come In order
to be wltnesaea on our return aa to what waa
done. As for mtself. l am not influenced by these
men. 1 hey wanted to come along with as, and
now they say we liave deceived rueus, and, be-
tweeu tae two. they are failing to the groana*
They blame us lor not getttug paid. We came
here at the luvltation of the Present, and we ea-
pected to go home wltn bortes, equipments and
guns, ao that our people would teoetve us gladly,
lr wa go borne without anything or tnls kind,
when we arrive there the people wtU all laugh
at oa.
CtMmtssioJtfh.I would not give you gno« if

I could, lr I could tfive yon horses and aaddlcs
I would, but 1 have no power about it. I cannot
do it, so it la not worto while lar me to enconrsge
you in any way to expect it. About taoae men
that you speak of as luierpreters. in the Brst
piaue they are no interpreters at all.
