E. Eoroy Satierlee,
BtcDhcn G. Cook, Charles Phelps, Charles H. Wade
inn WUlnm Varlan, was concurred in by the fol¬

New York, June 8, 1875.

To the Honorable Board of commissioners of
tub Police Department of tuk Cirr or New
?onk:.
Gentlemen.I avail myself of your Invitation to

.xpresrf my views as to what, in my Judgment,
may bo regarded a proper solution of the problem
of acequately abating the nuisance known as the
Harlem flats.

Reflection convinces me that the system so long
In vogue and still being pursued by our municipal
authorities for roclaitning snnken and marshy
portions of tho city Is founded on unscientific
principles, detrimental to health and not In
harmony with sound rules of economy. No doubt
this system is pursued with as Utile annoyance to
the oliactorles of tae public aa compatible with
the system It sell; but it is the same system which
has leit us as a legacy many unhealthy secMons
of our city, now deusely populated and constantly
requiring so much expensive attention by the
Health Department. It may be urged, as has
been done In this most rccent case, that the bulk
.f the inhabitant* of the sections referred to
enjoy very generally pood health. The same
might be org d, and wito more truthfulness, of
the laborer* in >hu lice swamps o; tne south or
ofine natnes of the Juogies ol tropical Africa,
wuirh proved so latal to me great explorer
J>r. i.mn/st lie, waen nis unfading antidote.
