CABINET BUM FOB TBE AMENDMENT 07 TBE

LABOB LAWS.BOW STBIKES AND TRADE CON¬

SPIRACIES ABB TO BE TREATED.
London, Jone 10, 1879.

In the Honae of Commons thia evening Mr.
Cross, the Secretary of State lor the Home De¬
partment, introduced bills amending the Labor
law. They provide that breaches of contract cal¬
culated to cause public Injury by workpeople em¬

ployed in a public capacity, as In the supply of
gas and water, shall be dealt with criminally. All
other cases shall be regarded purely as matters
of civil contract, to be settled by the county
courts.
The law agaisst picketing Is to continue in

force: defendants, however, are to have the op¬
tion of trial by justices or Jury.

In regard to strikes no agreement to do any non¬
criminal act in relation to disputes between
masters and workmen shall be punishable as a

conspiracy.
The ollis were read a first time.

A FRIGkT IN FIJI.

AN ALABMTNO MOBTALITT AMONG TBE NATIVES.
TBE POLICY OP ENGLAND SEBIOTJSLT EMBAR¬
RASSED.

London, June 10,1875.
In tbe House of Lords to-night tbe Earl of Car¬

narvon, Secretary of State for the Colonial Depart¬
ment, announced tbat the government oad re¬
ceived despatches confirming tbe reports of fright¬
ful mortality among the natives of the Fiji Islands
from epidemic measles.
He also said tbat tbe authorities of tbe Islands

had been telegraphed to to spare neither expense
nor exertions to stop tbe progress of tbe disease.
They have also been instructed to take precau¬
tions lor the preservation of the peace, distur¬
bances being apprehended in consequence of a
belief of tbe natives that tbe pestilencc has been
purposely Imported into the islands.

day when tbe $47,000 were taken this very same
gentleman, who went through the vaults several
years before, when the $20,000 were taken, also
visited the vaults with several friends. There
may be notnlng in this peculiar coincidence; but
It Is a fact which has come to tbe knowledge of
the detectives, and whlcn is being considered by
them.

OF DISCOVERIES 18 TO BB OBTAINED .AP¬

POINTMENT OF COMMISSIONERS.

, Washington, June 10, 1875.
Before Professor Janney, in charge of the Black

Hills Geological Exploration, lett Fort Laramie
several parties presented themselves as author¬
ized by the War Department to accompany the
expedition. The secretary of the interior in¬
structed Mr. Janney that he should be free In his
cnolce of those who went with the expedition la
a civil capacity. Upon the receipt of Mr. Janney's
telegram Secretary Belknap was asked if he had
authorized anybody to go in nn official capacity
with the expedition. Mr. Belknap replied tnat he
had not. Professor Janney was thereupon In¬
structed to send away all persons not duly author¬
izes by the interior Department or Mr. Janney
to accompany the expedition. It further appears
that the geological explorer bas grave doubts
of the success ol the expedition, ror the reason
that the teamsters and miners who were accepted
were undoubtedly induced to go with htm in the
expectation of tlndiug valuable mineral deposits.
It was first exacted fiomallof the laboring por¬
tion of the expedition that they woald faithfully
report their discoveries only to Proiessor Janney,
and, if valuable discoveries were made, that they
should not

TAXK ADVANTAGE OP THE LAW
to pre-empt their claims. Stnoe tue departure
of the expedition the Interior Department
Is convinced that these instructions will
not be carried out. As the explorers shelter
themselves under the protection of Doited States
troops It 19 not believed, even though unmistuke-
able evidences of gold are found, that a majority
ot the party will admit or report their success. It
is the lntentiou, therefore, of the Interior Depart*
ment, npon the return of the expedition, to luiorm
the explorers that their rlguts as original dis¬
coverers will not be Intenered with, so that the
secrecy which might be observed If the original
instructions were carried out will not prevent all
01 the party from telling the truth in regard ,to the
results ol their examination.

COMMISSIONERS APPOINTED.
The Secretary of the Interior having received

notice from both Bishops Whipple and Hare that
tney would lot serve as Commissioners to the
Sioux, tendered the appointment to Senators
Morrill, of Maine, and Allison, of Iowa, nna Con¬
gressman Comingo, of Missouri, who by telegraph
to-day accepted. Senator Morrill, it will be re¬

membered, stands pisdged la favor of removlag
the Sioux to the Indian Territory, ana as be 1*
chairmaa of the Committee on Appropriations of
the Seaate and the President believes that Terri¬
tory to be the future home of all the Indians, the
choice of Senator Morrill may be regarded as the
beginning 01 the administration policy.

At the close of the conference wito the Indians
on the 5tb last., tt was represented to tne Com¬
missioner of Indian Affairs, as the final request of
the Sioux Nation, that if the Great Father desired
to establish irlendlj relations with their people
and ret tnem to agree to cessions of territory,
tney oooid not have peace unless they returned
bora* w<tb some evidences 01 the generosity of
the Great Father. Ttiey asked for $300 each, with
which to buy presents, that they might show the

This amount the Commissioner of Indian Af¬

fairs said he oould not give them. He could not
give more than $26 to each representative of the
sioux nation. Waiving the aeftre to purchase
gifts to conciliate their people they asked that
they might be permitted to return home on
horses. This request the Commissioner told
tbem be was not able to grant. Alter tho dele¬
gations leit Washington it wis found that an un¬

expended balance for Indian affairs was still at
tne command of the Commissioner, and be yester¬
day telegraphed to Agent Daniels, at Omaha, to
pnfchase horses, saddles and equipments,
amounting to aboot $4,000, so that the entire del¬
egation may return to tbelr people with at least
this evidence of the intentions of the government
to deal fairly with them.

The Steamship Vicksburs Goes Down
in a Field of Ice.

CRUSHED BY AN ICEBERG

Eighty-three Persons Supposed
to Have Perished. |

ONLY FIVE KNOWN TO BE SAVED

A Description of the Fatal Wreck
by the Survivors.

T*e steamer State of Georgia, Captain Cooper.
wnich left Glasgow on the 29tn ol May. arrived a
tnia port early yeeterday morning, with Ova o

board, in boat No. 1, which was picked up by the
State of Georgia, the three lady cabin P»"en-

,lost. James Crowley, the boatswain s mate of

the Vicksburg. and Thomas O'Brien were. in
charge of boat No. 1, and after she capsized tney
succeeded la righting ner again. While they were

busy baling her out Patrick Grogan. Jonas *11-
Kinnon and John Williams jumped in, and thus
was lormed the crow of nve. who were subse¬
quently picked up by the State oi Georgia.
The survivors state that irom Tuesday, the 25th

of May, until Sunday, the 30th, they had fair-
weather, that on the last named date they fell in
-with ic jbergs, and, to avoid collisions,
Bennet ordered all hands to shorten sail, and
headed the Vlcksburg due south, hoping thus to
net clear of the dangerous ice. At twelve o'clock
on Sunday night, when going at half speed, the
ship struck some Ice, and, although tne engines
were Immediately reversed, she still continued to
strike hoavily aft on her port quarter. In a short
time It was discovered that the fans of the pro-
poiier were gone and that tne Ice had made a hole
in her plating on tne port side, through which the
sea was entering the ship, lmmedia ely succeed¬
ing tills discovery a sail patch was placed over
tne aperture to staunch the sea. and lor a time It
was hoped that the ship was secure. The Bea

being high and tne patch very inllrm, the captain
ordered a portion of the cargo to be thrown over¬
board to lighten her alt. The discharge of cargo
was ordered early on Tuesday morning, June l.
just about daybreak part of the crew were taken
from the cargo and ordered to clear the
boats. While this was being done the cap-
tain ordered the wells to be sounded,
and it was discovered that the after
steerage was full of water. Notwithstanding this
discovery the captain thought he would be able
to reacti St. Johns, Newfoundland. 1» miles dis¬
tant, to the northwest. Now came the news that
the fires were swamped and the hope of reaching
St. Joons had to be abandoned. Before the order
to lower the boats was givon, Captain Bennet as¬
sembled the men around the bridge and told them
tho direction and distance to St. Johns.

CAPTAIN COOPER'S ACCOfKT OP THE RKSCCE.
lho following entry occurs in tne log book ef the

State of Georgia under date of June 5
"At half-past eleven A. M., latitude 4# deg.

34 mm., north, longitude 47 deg. 58 mln. west, dis¬
covered a ship's boat, with sail <et, on our
port bow. immediately I made for her
and found her to be boat No. 1 of the ill-
rated steamship Vicksburg, of Liverpool, belong¬
ing to the Dominion line, commanded br
Captain Bennet. There were five lien in her, in
a very exhausted condition; feet and legs very
much swollen; so much so' that when we rescued
tnern the boots had to be cut off. I at once took
them on board, together with their boat, and put
tnern in hoepital, under the surgeon's care. They
having parted company with the nrst andiNCuni
officer's boats four and a half da>s ago. and t.ieir
statements to me being so very contradictory as

to the direction o! the other two boats, and my
own ship being surrounded by icebergs, I con¬

sidered it would be useless to search lor
tnern. as by so doing I would place my
ship in great danger. The event of my seeing
them was very unlikely. I kept men at tne m»;
nead all day till dark looking out lor tne two
boat*, all ol which time I was passing through ice¬
bergs and floe Ice.

DESCRIPTION OP TBI LOST STEAM ER.

The Vlcksburg was a screw steamer, and the fol¬
lowing were her principal dimensions :_Lengtbt
826 feet 0 inches; breadth of beam, 88 leet 8 In¬
ches; depth of hold. 25 fett 4 inches, an<l had lour
bulkheads. She waa built in March, 1872, at Dum¬
barton, Scotland, by McMillan. Her registered
tonnage was 1,501 and her gross burden 2,4*4
tons. Her engines were oi 300 horse power. She
belonged to the Liverpool and Mississippi steam¬
ship ( omrsny, of Liverpool, and hailed from that
port. Daring the winter she nsnally piled be-
iween New Orleans and Liverpool, and In the
summer In the North American trade.

In speaking of the loss of the Vlcksbnrg Jamea

Crowley, tne boatswain's mate, tells the following
intei estlng story
-We le:t Qaebec on the morning of Thursday,

Msy 27, with a ship's crew oi. sixty nands, ail told.
We also had eight saloon passengers, of whom
five were gen'lemen and three ladles, and I be¬
lieve in.at twenty steerage passengers, Including
four female". We had fine weather up to nine
o'clock on Sunday, May ;;o, when we fell in witn
large quantities nr floating ice. Tne ship was
stopped till daylight, when we proceeded again
on our way, with but little ice in sight. Alxtnt
hair-past nine r. M. all bands were called to
shorten sail, and the ship stopped once more
among heavy ice. Then she was headed
south to get clear. At twelve o'clock,
when going at half sreed, we struck
some ice. wtien the engines were immediately re

versed, hut the snip, contl'iued to sink - heavily
aft on the port quarter, carrying away tns biade
.l her propeller. A hole was knocked through
the plates on the port qnaricr, through wht'-h the
ship made a great dt-al of water, hail* were or¬

dered over the side to scop the sea trom coming
in. All hand* were then set to work to Heave
cargo ovffhosrd. hive band*, mr^clf and the
second officer were shortly taken from thia work
to get the boats ready for launching. This wa-i
aiiout. six o'clock A. M.. June 1. The captain now
ordered the wells to be sounded, ami
in tho forward well six inches of
water wns found; the main Bold well hao
five feet six inches of water, and the after steer-
ante was nearly nil. The captain then called mo
on to the bridge and told me not to mind the
tioais, and then, c.niing every one aft, he told
tliein to liav.' no (ears as he could take tho ship to
St. Johns, N. H. it was then discovered that the
fires m the engine rooms were drowned out,
wnfB the captain gave orders to the respective
crews to launch their boats, at. the same time
telling them tuat BV. Johns waa distant LtQ

miles to ma northwest. I immediately proceeded
to launch my beat, No. l; but it was capsized
in lowering, and Wd lost all that had been
put into it, such as cbrouomater, watch,
charts, rudder and pari i>f the provisions.
O'Brien and I commenced to bail her out, wtiru
lirogan, William^ and Wilkinson Jumped in. Wa
could not hang on to the ship owing to the sea
and ice. O'Brien Maid he s&w the Captain standing
on the bridge, Just as we parted with the snip,
beckoning our bbas bactt. We caw the second
officer's boat lowered all clear, with himself and
nine bands in her. She came around by the bow
and paddled to windward. The ship sunk about
ten o'clock A. M.. floating boat So. 2 oil irom Her

chocks, with tke chief ©nicer and about thirty per¬
sons in her. He managed to get away and pull to

the windward. Waen the ship had gone dowj
O'Brien saw the Captain aud some oue else

among the wreckage, and we trieu a 1 we could to

pick them up. The boat being haii I all of waier>
and the quantity of ice surrounding us made it

impossible to reaoh tnem. We mff shipped our
mast and kept company with tfce other two boat*
ior about two hours, and then lo»t sight of tbera
to the westward. We decided to steer souta t«

get clear of the ice, and at night hove the boat to,
with an oar and a bucket as a drag, till daylight
on Wednesday morning. We found that we had
in the boat about three gallons or lreati water,
some forty pounds of raw bjef, about fourteen
pounds of bread.wet witn salt water.aud
a compass. We low put up sail
again and steered sou'ta the wind blowing
from the northward and bitterly cold. About
four P. M. we hauied the boat's head to the north¬
east and held her there till Thursday morning,
wbeu we tacked to the westward until about
three P. M. At abou.t half-past ten on Saturday
morning we sighted the Georgia, when we gof
out our oars aud pul ed away dead to windward
till we were picked up. 1 think upward of forty
persons, witn tne Oaptalu, went down with tear
ship. We saw no ladies is the chief or second
oillcer's boats."

PATRICK GROGAM'S STORY.
Patrick Grogau, who, with O'Brien, saw Captain

Bennet clinging to a bale of hay, tells the folio*'
ing story, which differs in unimportant detaiM
from that of the boatswain's mate:.

. On Sunday evening. Way 30, when ( was below m

fireman came up the forecastle and said that sonm
blaues nad been knocked off the propeller, anc(
that there waa water washing about the steeraga
deck. We got lamps and tne secoud officer, boat--
swain and a couple of hands went on the steerax*
deck to And out where the water was comiug
from. In about twenty minutes alter this th«
Captain's boy discovered that the water was

rushing through a hole in the port quarter. Tne
hole was stopped with sails, only partially
stanching tbe leak. About four o'clock on

Tuesday morning we were ordered to heave the
cargo overboard, in order to lignten the ship ait
so as to get the hole above water. All hands wera

engaged in tbis work till about seven o'clock in
the morning, when the secoud otilccr, boatswain *

mate and four or Ave hands were quietly ordered,
to gel all the boats cleared for launching. I tblufc
by this time that all the fans of the propeller werw
gone, as the engines seemed to bave no effect in

sending the ship on. In launching my boat, No.
2 fouled, and I Jumped into No. 1 boat to
keen her off tbe ship's side and to assist
In balling her out. In a little time I
observed tbe ship beginning to go down,
and in a minute or two down she went
bead first. We were ubout half a mile from
her when she sank, too far to distinguish any one
aoonthar. We saw a man, whom we took to bo
the captain, floating on a bale of bay, but could,
render no assistance, as tbe wreck was to wind¬
ward and our boat unmanageable."

THOMAS O'BRIEN'S STORY.
Thomas O'Brien, who was sick below in bis buna

while all the preparations spoken of by tr.e others
was going on, tells of tbe four days of suffering
In tbe open boat among tbe Icebergs and floes.
He cays :."I was sick below; but when I heard
boat No. 1 ordered off I got up and made for tho
deck, as boat No. 1 was my boat. Alter she cap¬
sized and was righted, myself aud tne others wtio
came in her were up to our waists in water until
we balled her out. 1 took eff my shoes
and stockings; but my feet swelled so much with
tba cold and wet that I never could get them oa

again. We served ont a handful of bread and
aooutiour ounces of raw meat twice a day, suck¬
ing Ice to save our water. Our boat was a good
strong one and pretty tight,"although we stove m
a butt on a pleca of Ice. We stopped tho hole wuti
a hundkercnlef and some tallow, our rudder
being lost we had to steer with an oar, and tma, as
well as having too few hands in our boat, caused
us to part company with tbe other two boats,
which we would not bare done If we could nan
belped it."
