THE VETERANS OF THE SEVENTH
REGIMENT.

Two hundred of the veterans of the famous Sev¬
enth regiment assembled at Delmonico's, corner
of Fourteenth street nnd Fifth avenue, yesterday
¦oon. preparatory to their departure for Boston.
The splendid appearance of tne men was the sub¬
ject of general comment.
