In behali of this organization, in benalt of th«

citizens or Boston, in Oenalf of the luhulntaats of
Massachuset ts, and as representative oi the Whole
people of the North, citi/.eus of soutn Carolina, I
cordially welcome you to tne historic scenes of
another ceutury.
