CALISM AND NO ANALOGT WITH THE UNITED
STATES.

Paris, June 22.Evening.
In the National Assembly to-day M. Rnffet, Min¬

ister of the Interior, expressed his astonishment
at the attack apou trio government yesterday by
MM. Blanc and Monijan in the debate
on the Public Powers bill. lie pointed to
the lact that the government put forth its pro¬
gramme upon coming into office and that no dis¬
approval thereof was then manifested. He chal¬
lenged its opponents to bring rorward a resolu¬
tion condemning that programme, bnt not to

challenge the government upon the question of
organic laws.
M. Buffet added that hs would prsservs the pro¬

gramme Inviolate while be oontlnned in
office. Be acknowledged that the Supple¬
mentary Constitutional bills were con¬

trary to the principles of MM. Biapc
end Moatjau; that they did not intrust
the President oi the Republic with the rWe of an
American President, wm:h would render neces¬
sary tne alteration of all French laws. He In¬
stanced the law wntch empowers the President
to flx -the number sf the military contingent.
There was no analogy between Frapce and the
United states.
The Minister concluded as follows"In or¬

ganising a government for Prance we did
not start from an abetruet point of
view. We asked for the conditions neces¬
sary to place the Executive in harmony with
French enstoms end traditions. Even if you
could prove that the Public Powers bill wss In¬

compatible with the Republic we thine the conn-

try wontd sactlflca abstract principle and prefer
a government more in harmony with Its own

character."

Intelligence Received from Mr.
Jenney's Expedition.

GOLD FOUND IN ABUNDANCE.

Large Number of Miners Taking
Out the Precious Metal.

Fort Laramie, Vfy. Ter., Jano 22. 1875.
A party from tho Black IIIlls arrived hero to¬

day, bringing the loliowtng intelligence:.Mr.
Jenney's party and trie expedition under Colonel
Dodge nave formed a permanent camp ou Frcnett
Creek, near Harney's Peak. which they have
called Camp Jlaruoy, and close bv the stockade
built by the minors whom Cnptaln Mix brought In.
Gold seems to have been found In abundance.
Nearly 100 miners were found there in
different camps, who have made claims
and done constderunlo work in building
sluices, digging oitehei, Ac. Some of the
party report that the soldiors in the command
have panned out gold dust of a rich quality. The
command is rcportod in good condition.

The evidences arc strong that there aro ninny more
miners in that country. The gold lound is course
and scaly, but easily pouuacd. Quartz mines are
abundant, but no one nas prospected them. No
ludtuns were seen by the command. They aro
north of the Peak.

ORIGIN OF THE AMERICAN BAPTIST CHURCH-

WITH THE MASSACHUSETTS COLONY.
fcwANZKY, R. 1., June 22, 1875.

A bl-ccntennlal celebration of no insignificant
Interest and importance took place In this little
town to-day. Tne settlement of the place was an
unaaual occurrence In the history of the colonies.
The lands occupied by the town wero a part of
the territory purchased by tne Plymouth colony
of the great iudian bachem. Massasott. The first
settlers were the Rev. John Niles, a Baptist clergj-
man. irom Wales, and a small body oi his iriends,
..Who, coming to this country, sought a s, ot
where they could exercise entire ireedom of con¬
science." This tf.ey founu in the Plymouth colony
nlone and therciore purchased lands and placod
themselves under the Jurisdiction of the Plymouth
court. Tlicy named ttie town Ssauzey, fro n the^
home ol Mr. Niles, in tne old country. Here the
Baptist Cliurcn of America found Its early toothold,
aud here seven years alter the settlement of the
town, Philip, oi Pokauoset, grauusou of the great
bachem Mas^asolt, commenced that war wlncn
raged through the colonies of Massachusetts Uuv
and Pljrinuuiu and a part of couuectb lit lor more
than u year ana at oue time thrcatcucd to destroy
me emtio English settlement in New England.
The incld nts oi tuis wur form some ol ttie most
tragic counters iu our early history, it was at
this time ihat the colonists first developed that
martial spirit winch serv. d tuetii so goou a pur-
pese in the old Freiicli war aud in the VSarof Inde-
pendeuee.

THE BORDKB RAIDS.

USELZSSNESS OF NAVAL VESSELS IN OPERATING
AGAINST THE MEXICAN BANDITS.

Washington, June 22, 1875.
No orders have been Issued by the Secretary of

the navy detailing any vessel to follow tne Ply¬
mouth to the mouth of tho Bio Grande. As there
is a sand bar at the mouth ol that river, with but
tour feet of water on It, it would be Impossible ior
any vessel oi tr.e navy to in ccnrt tne river. Be¬
sides, there aro-htftlng sand bars in the river;
and were it possible ior a vessel to enter me
montu, it wou.il dangerous to attempt tho
ascent. Four ot five steam launches, however,
can ne carried 10 the mouth ol tne live on eacn
vessel ordered tnere, and they, witu competent
crews, may be sent up the river to co-operate
witn tho army in ine snppre-sion oi Mexican
raids.

Committee of Inquiry.

Remarkable Statements by
a Police Sergeant.

HOW PANEL HOUSES ARE RUN

The Legislative Committee, who were recent'/
appointed in Alouny to Inquire into the alarming
increase 01 crime 111 tho cfty o: New York, again
me:. yesterday uiternoon, at thro o'clock, in tne
Alflermon'e old room, Cliy 11 nil. The members of
the committee prc.-ent were Messrs. Campbell,
Dessar, McGow.m uiul Hess. General llusted was
absent, ana .Mr. Campoeli took the cnair. '1'no
subject o| investigation was "Houses ol prostitu¬
tion and such like dens of vice."
Tho heat of tho day being sensibly iclt by tne

meru icrs of the coaimittje, these gentlem n (lid
not put in an appearance until a good nalf-uour
after the uppoln'ed tune lor opening the proceed¬
ings. Yesterday there were more spectators on
hand than at cither ol trie two former meetings of
this committee. As Hie investigations proceed
public interest considerably increases touching
the unexpected revela lions mude by some of tno

witnesses, pointing to the disagreeable met that
the Municipal Police nro more or less indirectly
concerned in, and cognizant of, many dens of
ciline that ought to Le abolished at once.

Among the people present were noted the Hon.
John ft. Kennedy, Alderman G.lon, Mr. Union and
Mr. Power, of tne Marine Court.
Mr. Townsend, counsel lor the committee, upon

being ii farmed tnat Ambrose J. Klngslaod, who
was to have given evidence to-day, was 111, called
to Hie stand Police Sergeaot John li. Uroo, ol the
Sixteenth precinct. This oillcer proceeded to tcs-
tli.v to the loilowlng effect:.
He Joined the police on the 28th of Oc'ober,

18U\ and nus been for two and a half years a scr-
ucant in the force. Had seived under Captain
Edwarn Tynan and also with Captain Williams, ol
the Klghth precinct, where there were three ser¬
geants besides the witness. lie knew u certain
Terwlliiger. who was u special ward detective.
When the deponent served in the Eighth
precinct there were in it, to his certain
knowledge, both panel honses and dens
ol prostitution, in January or February, 1S74, the
police autnorttles classified these resells of crime
into "parlor nouses, houses ol assignation and
room houses." Tho witness testiiled to having
seen a report of Sergeant Hr> wn, in which It was

officially stated that there ^ero 343 girls ol bad
morals in the precinct, occupying the whole or

part 01 eighiy-Hitee houses. This report was
made for the information of the Police Commis¬
sioners; and a copy of It was sent to tnem, aud
ono also to the District Attorney. Alter the ren¬
dering ol i his report nouses of Ill-fame were sup-
pressed on only ono block in the disreputable
neigbboruood. This closing of tbeso blotches of
Iniquity was effected through tne ciTorts of the
City Hoard ol Education. Hut the women and
their irlcnds ouly moved oat of one block and into
nn adjoining street, where they renewed their
disorderly and sinful inodo of inc. The
witness renea'edlv 1 formed Captain Williams,
both verbally and in writing, ol tho irequent com¬
plaints that bad been made by various persons
who nad been robbed In those low houses. The
deponent had taken precaution to keep memo¬
randa of these matters, and had the notes now in
his pocket. Fiom tho paper in his hand the de¬
ponent read lo the loilowlng effect:."November
29, 1873, a complaint against the bouse No. 75
Greene street was mado by twoyoung men. These
were detained In the station house and some of-
fleers, dressed in plain clothes, sent to "pub the
house" and arrest its lnmat -s. On this o. canon
tho Captain raine out ol the room In the station
house and conversed with the complainants. Tne
oflleers wno nad been Hent to the house did not go
in the vicinity where It was situated, but in ttie
upper part of the precinct, somo girls of
the class who walk the atreets wero

Drought In. Tney nad no connec¬
tion whatever with this particular robbery,
but were now locked up on a charge of soliciting
male pa*sera-oy. February 7. 1874, two panel
honscs sere opened in the precinct (the Klghth),
and witness afterward conversed with a girl, who
told him that $30 had been paid to Detective Ter-
williger (as hush money) on the atgnt of tne open¬
ing. A complaint was made to deponent about a

robbery committed in Greene street. The matter
was taken in charge by Terwlliiger or the Captain,
and was not neard of any more. On February 9
a man was robbed ol |S0 in No. 75 Greene street;
no arrests were made. February 21, 1874, a rob¬
bery was committed in the panel house No. 143
Mercer street, but no arrests followed. February
22 deponent saw Terwlliiger go into tne saiuo

panel nouae at hall-past ten o'clock at night. In
addition to the above still another com¬
plaint was made against the house
No. 113 Mercer street, but the re-
nart was not lorwarded to Police Headquarter*.
