COMMENCEMENT EXERCISER THE CHANCELLOR'S

ADDRESS AND CONFERRING OF DEGREES.
Syracuse, June 23, 1875.

Colleges of a alckly growth or uncertain tenure
of ;lie are not apt to make luau.v friends, but
rattier to receive the cold shoulder of manv who
would he irlends to them If their entrance Into
existence among the colleges were or sound and
Real'*? nirtb. Hardly an Institution exists to-day
which cannot point to the tune when Its funds
were low, its students few, ana irlends fewer
¦till, and the chances of its llviuu very slim. Not
so was it with this university. It was exceed¬
ingly lortunato at the outset in obtaining from
Genesee College the endowment, library, museum,
the best oi its professors,-and last, but not least,
in obtaining, by a judicious and generous stroke
of policy, tbc Alumni of that Institution
as Us friends. This was accomplished by
..adopting'' as Alumni all who signified
. wish to bold tnat relation to the newer institu¬
tion. Among tnese men and women are those
wtiouoidhun positions in every department of
lire. Since the founding of this college its
libraries and museum have been greatly increased;
Its faculty made larger by tbe acquisition of sucti
men us Alexander Winched, LL. D., of Michigan
University, a man widely known in America and
Europe as a p ofonnd thinker and scientist, and
who belongs to a half dozen European scientific
associations, and ihe Rev. E. O. Haven, D.I)., LL.
D., tite present Chancellor, tno former President
of .Michigan una Northwestern Universities, and
afterward Secretary of the Board or Education of
the Methodist Episcopal Church. The same sue-
cess that attended Dr. Haven In building up those
two universities has atteuded him in the work of
building up the ttyraco*e University. He has
freed the lustunte irom debt, and added more
than $100,000 to its endowment. The original en-

dowmcrii was $400,000.

ST. MA-RY'S COLLEGE.
thk cardinai. vxkitino his aura mater.
GREAT ENTHUSIASM AMONG THK CLERGY AND
UUDKHIH.

Km mettsburg, June 23, 1875.
Mount St. Mary's College, one of the uiost fa¬

mous Catholic institutions of learning in America,
is located in a beauttiul valley at the foot of Car-
rick's Knob, a small mountain detached from the
Catoctia range Of the Blue Kidire. Karly in the
century Father l)ut>ois, one of those lndelatlgabie
French missionaries whose zeal and industry are
felt to this day In many portions of this country,
bought a tract of laud in the vicinity of Kmmetts-
burg, Md. and estaolislied'an ecclesiastical semi¬
nary. A lew primitive but compactly built log
huts served this pioneer and ma associates, and
one of the original buildings of sturdy logs and
plaster yet remains to attest the strength
wita which they builded, hut the foresight of these
early workers in tue vineyard has been long since
demonstrated by the erection ot elaborate stone
edifices, spacious, roomy and capable or accom-
modating a much larger number of students t han
have ever yet tested toelr capacity. The grounds,
which were then a wilderness, have been subjected
m the aklliul manipulations of the landscape
gardener; the woods, stripped 01 th#ir tangled un-
dcTbrush, spread out In verdant lawns for the de-
lectation or the student, ana the well tilled fields
groan nnder toe weight of truit. grnin and vegeta-
blcs, literally producing the '-corn, wine and oil
that gladden the heart ol man." I he old church on
the brow 01 tne knoo, erected under the eujiervl-
¦ion of Father Dubois, subsequently Blsnop of New
York, is excellently preserved. It is built of stone
and dressed over wnn master, and is used for ail
Sunday and extra services, a email chapel In
one of the new building* being used during the
week for the ordinary services. Mount St. Mary'e,
lounded aa an elementary school for the eduoa-
tion ol priests, soon eularged Us sphere of osefnt-
ne-s, and In 1830 it was ennrtered aa a college and
empowered by the state of Maryland to confer
degrees. Many of the most prominent citizens of
this and the neighboring State* constitute Its
alumni, ana a^ a fashioner of eecleeiaatical dlgni-
tanes it has not his equal in this country. Am<ng
its distinguished graduates are Archbishop
Hughes, of New York (deceased); Arceoishop
Purceii. of Cincinnati; Bishops W be Ian, of Wheel¬
ing (deceased); Longhiln, of Brooklyn, and
Becker, of Wllcnlngtou; Archbishop Wood, of
Philadelphia: Bishops Elder, of Natchez; Qnlulan,
of Mobile; Oil moor, of Cleveland; McCloskey, of
Louisville, brother of the President; Fitzgerald, of
Little Rock; Couroy, of Albany; McFariand, of
Hartford (deceased); Corrigan, of Newark;
yuastera, of Chicago (deceased); OaiMana, of
Navsnnah (deceased); Dubois, ot New York,
and Brute, of Vuieeiuies, the two latier
founders of the inttitation, both deceased,
and many other remarkable prelates, among
whom may be mentioned father Qicaey, of Balii-
more; Fatner Soorin, the renowned Jesuit, and
Father James Mullen. 01 New orleane, whom Gen¬
eral Butler threatened to send to Fort Lafayejte
during the war. But a greater than these has
arisen to give dignity and honor to his alma
muter. America's first princs of the Church,
Cardinal Mci'loskey. was educated at Mount St.
Mary's, and many are the p.easur»bie traditions
and anecdotes current In this locality ol his amie-
biing. goodness and ebsolnte fitness for the hat he
wears so well. Mount sr. Mary's Is not witneut
Its war record. In 1861 a number ef Southern
¦indents were suddenly cut off from home and
friends. They were cared for 6y the eofiege
authorities, ibilr wants supplied and their educa¬
tion eomoieted. Whea the mighty armies ap¬
proached Gettysburg la '64 the college was in
their line of march. No soldier of either
side went oe his way to deatn or glory, at hirst or
enhuug< red. The college isrder was turewn open
to ail alike, anu ireely they partook ol Its hospi¬
talities. The boys iroin the south.many ol them
that u to say.saw tneir opportunity and they
seized It. With an enthusiasm wnich only boys
can knew they ruined into the rauks beside toeir
comraoes, and nut a lew -moaned out tae desth
rattle" on tnat dels which buries forever tue
hopes of southern independence. The proieeeors
and students Jrom the too ol the mountain wit-
nessod the onset of the two armies. and the revcr-
Derations of the guns robed through the hills and

The unwonted
honor of a visit irom a pnnco of the Church was
not without its effect at Mount St. Mary's. It was
the feeling of a mother who na« sen: her son out,
an unknown lad. without irlends or influence,
to push his fortune in the world and nns bad ulrn
returned to her alter many years laden with
richea and honors. All seemed t« participate In
the natural pride and joy.from tho lutie fellow
who had just escaped Irani the leading striugs of
his mother to the genial, smiling, roay-iaced
President, who, though up to his eves In bnstness,
appeared always to have a kindly word lor the
nCnueious ami sometimes vexatious callers
and news hunters. It was certainly a

great event in the history of the ool-
lege, and worthily they Intended to
recognize it. There was Lurrying to and iro aud
giving of commands, orders and counter orders
flew thick and last, and numberless wild rumors
of the approach of tue distinguished guest, with
his retinue magnified to anudreds and thousands,
served to tntUmo the excited loeilugs of botu
professors aud students.
About four o'clock lu the afternoon -fild Bill,"

a coiorcd individual, au institution of the college,
whom a former owner had deeded to the faoulty
m default of nis ton's "Dill," over dne, drove up
to the lront of tne main building, arrayed for tno
great occasion In the blackest of coats, the siuui-
est of tiles and the whitest of gloves. lie had
lived nere, man and D»iy, many a year, and now
his whiskers were slivered witn age; but it Is
donbt ul whether his dusky eaturcs over shuuo
with more real pride and happiness than when he
pniied a veritable crimson baunanna from some
inner recess and bruaned the niois'uro from
his brow. He held well la hand two
splendid dark brown hordes, and the
metropolis itself conld scarcely have rarntshed
a handsomer or more stybsu eqnipage for His
Eminence. Later in the a ternooii the students
were all marshalled In iront of the mam building,
and then there took plaee a species of drill in
which the worthy Freeiuciit was not an adept.
Many of the boys were small and looked upon it us
a piece or on. When told io come up in tho cen¬
tre they Incontinently backed to tue rear, and
when requested to ic.il buck on tbe extreme left
tney managed to place ilieir ml-chlevons lit:ie
bodies in positions that would havo broken tho
hearts ol military tacticians. Finally, however,
with tbe assistance ot professors and seminarians,
the lines were properly creisca, the float of the
college was hrtcantly Illuminated and all was
ready for the reo ptton. Professor Dielmnn, the
professor of mu-ic at tile college, visited liauimoro
three weeks ago at the earnest solicitation oi the
President, and purchased a number or brass

I instruments. Or. McClo key said he wantsd at
least to receive tse Cardinal with the tune of
"Aula Lang Syne."
Since tbea the Prnfosor tins worked night and

duv t" lorm a nana worthy of tho oecssion, and
tne result was a series of perioria-nee* tuat
would Jo redit to many more practical organiza¬
tions. About nine o'clock the hells rung oat a
jo>jui peal, and tue Cardinal's carnage drove rap-
u<iy to tie steps ol the Orst terrace in front of
the college. His Eminence was assisted to the
ground oy the President and his depuics, and as
be advanced through the lines the whole con-
course, studeutn, visitors, udies auu gentlemen,
knelt and received his bless ng, dlstin -iiy audible,
but pronounced with a faltering voice, as thouRh
a flood or recollections were surging up and striv¬
ing lor toe mastery. The iuvocuuou was followed
by tnree times three of tne moat Hearty cheers
from tne pro caa<rs and stndents It has ever been
tne writer's fortune to hear, and immediately the
band struck up "Halt to the Chief," and played it
well.
