THE DESTRUCTION OF THH WATSON COMPANY'S
WORLHS—SIX HUNDBED HANDS THROWN OUT
OF EMPLOYMENT.

The HERALD yesierday gave n brief acconnt of a
fire that broke ont at midnignt on Monday io the
works of the Watson Mauniscioring Company in
Rallroad avenue, near the Erle Hallway depot In
Paterson, N, J. In October, 1574 thuse works
were gompletely burned out, but were af once
rebullt on & larger scale than ever, A few weeks
slnce an atiempt was made to burn  thew

again, but the fire was extinguished after |

& few wooden bulldings nad been destroyed,
The Watson Briogs Works oceuplea nearly the en-
tire block bounded by Ralroad and Dale ave-
nnes and Grand and Slater sireots; also a num-
ber of pulldings on the southeast coruer of Grand
and Dale aventes. Thne central balding was of
brick, very substmntlally built, about 5uxed, four
storiea high, the roof surmounted by & wooden
eupola, From this extended southerly on Rail-
ruad avenue a great foundry, sepurated from the
eentral bullding by a thlck wall, without apertures,
Ouwner wooden bullilngs occupled the rest of the
block. The thiek partition wall mentioned pre-
vented the fre from spresading in that direction,
In the rear of the centre was the olacksmith
shop, extending to Dale svevue; thiy s10od en-
tirely alone and was uniojured. To the north of
the maln puilding, apd separated from (b by &
Etout brick wall with fron doors, extended an L of
brick, three stories bign, 44x130 feer oo Ratiroad
avenue and 5S1x 48 feet on Grand strest. The firss
