the metropolis are departing lor Europe er seedingrecreation at Saratog i. Lake George, Newportor the Adirondack^, tney lorget that New
Torn Is the centre of a near system of grand summerresorts.
On the outskirts of Brooklyn, and hemming It

sn the southeast, are numerous elevated ridges
where all day long cool zephyrs are wafted in

from the ripping blue ocean. Along the line of
Prospect Para and Ninth avenue is mgu ground,
totted with neat residences, nestling in shade
trees and dowers, where the occupants have air
as pure as the most fastidious could desire, in-
eed, the entire region on both sides of Prospect

Park is healtuy and beautiful, and if covered with
little villas hidden in shade trees real home life,
witneut the annoyance of mosquitoes and ague,
scnld oe had within an hoar's ride by horse cars
of Fniton ferry. The view from this ridge, upon
which the Park Is located, la certainly picturesque,
Handing at the lower end of the Park, by the

tepol of the Prospect Park and Coney island
Railroad, a be intliul panoramic picture la to be
bad. a favorite way of reaching Coney Island la
by the steam railroad from Greenwood, via Bath
"o the beach. By this line the passenger loses the
picturesque scenery of Gravesend Valley, but he
la recompensed for sacb loss by the view given o1
lb* bay, Stateu Island anil the Jersey shore.

COMKY ISLAND
will ever continue to ae a favorite resort with
New Yorkers, so long as tna bsaeh remains tee
finest and saiest on tne ooast. It has every advantagein the way of facility of communication
wita tne city, suri bathing, oiams. Ac., bat still
Improvements could be made. There are many
botels taere to accommodate the throngs, who go
merely for a few Soars' eoquetUug with the surf
and to devour the toothsome clam; .bat teey are
net all first class. Thompson's, the Ocean Houae,
the Heptane House and Morton & Murray's Hotel
are among the best; yet most ol tnem are deficientin sleeping accommodation for persons
who would tue to spend a night on the island.
What is much needed Is accommodation of this
hind, and then hundreds, who now tnrn restlesslyen their beds in hot city residences, Wbuld
slumber peacefully under the wooing night
aepuyrs that whistle and smg over the wild
waves of tne Atlantic.

ROCKAWAY, LONG ISLAND.
This Is one of tae favorite resorts of those who

appreciate good fishing, snri bathing and invigoratingoeean breezes. It is distant lr«m the city
nineteen miles by the Long Island F.atlresd and
twenty-two by the Southern Kallroad, and containsabout thirty hotels, some of which are first
class, and a sufficient number of boarding houses
to accommodate 10,000 visitors. Hero many ol
our people toard during the summer months at

the hotels fer $15 to $25 per week and at the
boarding houses for irom $10 to $15.

season, Westchester county with its picturesque
icencry, pure air, rural attractions and ready
raollitles tor oommuulcatlug with every portion of
the metropolis presents numerous advantages.
Commencing on the line of the Hudson River
Railroad, which skirts tne sylvan slopes forming
the east baux ef the Hudson, and which are
itudded with elegant specimens of both anc.eut
and modern architecture, forming the koines of
oaany of our citizens who have lought the battle
3f life sueoesslully, wnetuer in the tleld of art,
literature, or commtrce,

TONKEBS
5rst catches the eye of the traveller. The city
:ont&ma nearly 20,000 Inhabitants, has macadamizedstreets and avenues, many of which
are finely shaded, and excels in its police and
sanitary regulations. It has three good hotels,
besides several private summer Doardlug houses
oi urge dimension*. Trains on tne uuason uiver
Railroad run to and from New York almost hourly
throughout tne year, tne taio being thirty cams

each way. By commuting, however, till* may be
considerably reduced. Tne river, except wiien
closed by ice, also (orms a pleasant mode of sommanlcatingwith the city, the steamboats being
always liberally patronized. On the boats the
fare Is tuuca less thau that charged ou the railroad.

TBRRYTOWN,
ten mites nortn of Y linkers, is also a favortte
summer resort with many city neople, owing
donbtless to its salubrious atmosphere, charming
landscapes and extensive view of the Iludson
River, north aud south, liere the tourist
oiteu passes to familiarize himself with
the historical associations which cluster
around the neighborhood. Before It spreads the

"Tappan Zee," on whose pellucid beauties WashingtonIrving delighted to dwelL A snort distanceto the northeast of the village, and apparsntiyin hashed ropose, lies
ILBKKT HOLLOW,

which the same genial author has handed down
to posterity in story, and where also be located
' Ictiabod Oranc," the "Old schoolmaster," the
roadless Horseman" and otaer weird characters.the perami of whose doings has always possesseda marked Interest, esjgJcially for the JurenUemind. The old Dutoh church in Sleepy Hollow
remains to this day, redolent of antiquity ana

>riu devoted to the worship 01 God on each Sun-
Hay afternoon daring tne summer months. In
inoiner portion of the village may be seen tne

RAPID TRANSIT.

THE OBJECTIONS OF PBOPEBTY OWNERS TO ANT

BOOTH.PLANS FlfoM DENTISTS AND DGOTOItfl.A SCHT.MB THAT WILL COST TWENTXISIOHTMILLIONS. '

Yesterday was a holiday for the Rapid Transit
Commissioners. Tbe only Commissioner who
made his appearance at the office of the Commissionwas Mr. Mott, who said that be was going to

flee to Saratoga in iho aiternoon, and thus hoped
to escape the orowds of curious people who

stopped him at every street corner to ask him an
sorts of Idle questions about rapid transit. Mr.

Sellgmau and Mr. Brown were also enjoying a

briet rest from their labors,at Long Branch, while
Mr. Doiamater spent the day at his country residenceat Huntington, U L The only
persona at work In the office yesterday
wore Mr. Isaac Newton, the principal consulting
engineer of the commission, and Mr. Morton, the
clerk. Mr. Newton is to attend all tne sessions ot
the Commission and give tnern his opinion on all
technical matters, such as the strength of girders
and other parts of the construction ol a rapid
transit road.

OBJECTIONS OF PROPERTY OWNKBS.
The Commissioners all seem to be of the opinion

that whatever route thoy may adopt the jiroperty
owners will undoubtedly exercise the Inalienable
right of an American citizen of protesting against
it. The law provides that in such a case three
commissioners, appointed by the Supremo Court,
shall decide whether the route la a proper one,
and lr they say U Is the objecting property
owners have no further remedy. It baa
been mooted that there will be constdiorable difficulty in the legal proceedings
which will have to be taken lor thla purpose, but
the likelihood is that they will be very brief, as
the constitutionality of the Rapid Transit law has
never yet been even questioned by any conapetentauthority. The Commissioners, at all events,
anticipate no trouble on this score.

a curious circumstance.
One enrious thing about the numerous plana

that have been presented is that so many come
from people whose avocation, one would have
thought, would nave utterly removed them from
the engineering held. The inventive faeulty,
which is so remarkably conspicuous In the whole
American people, probably accounts for this
strange circumstance, but oi the loo projectors.
to use a round uuinber.who nave come before
the Commission, not much over a uozeu
are engineers. The rest are merchants,
dentists, doctors, giuemakers, ph« tog rap tiers,
and oeiong to all classes oi society. The dentists
more especially, whose lnveutive faculty always
seems to De at work, have come quite strong in
number beiore the commission. All this shows
bow strong a hold the rapid transit problem naa
taken upon the people of New York.not upon
any particular proiession, but upon uii.

vast outlay of work.
Another reflection which gaturallr suggests Itselfas we look at the expensive models and hngs

piles of papers and drawings In the ofllc* o( tue
Commission, is tue vast labor, the immense
amount of oratnwork that has been expended on
this task. Some of these projectors, though their
hope of seeing iba emanation uf their inventive
geuius accepted, was of the flimsiest, hare spent
months and months of unremitting, exhaustivelabor upon the elaboration of tnelr
schemes.a few of them even years. Home
of the descriptions of pians form quite formidablevolumes, numbering us many as loo or 150
closely written pages. Kveu the outlay of money
has been considerable. Tue models are extremely
elaborate, atnl those that are made to a scale coat
ftorn $1,000 to $it,Coo. Morgan's handsome model
oi his Gothic arch elevated road aud Cornell's of
his two-track elevated road (with supports on tno
curb and no part oi the structure mguer than the
level of tue rail) are probably among tue most
expensive. The first cost $8,uoo and the latter
$l,5oo. The "walking sidewalk"' plan in Warren
street also cost considerably over $l,ooo. If the
rapid transit problem is solved successiully it will
be with no slight outlay of brain work, time,
trouble and mouey.
