the Powers was a tender of friendly offices, not intervention,and thinks that the refnsal of Turkey to accede to
their propositions was not final.

THE COLORED CONVENTION.

THE PATRONAGE OF THE ADMINISTRATION NOT

FAIRLY DISTRIBUTED.DISCONTENT AMONG THE
COLORED OFFICE-SEEKERS.THEIR PARAMOUNT

CLAIMS OVERLOOKED.MPORTANT ACTION AS

TO PETTY LARCENY DISQUALIFICATION.
Richmond, Va., August 20, 1875.

The Colored Men's Convention, after much confusion
and a great deal of noise and uproar, got
well to work to-day, and gave anoutcroppingor two of their desires, intentions
and purposes. It appears that they are not

only dissatisllod with the manner in which they are

treated, or rather with the way In which they are neglectedby the white people of the State, but they don't
at all like the disposition shown by the federal administrationto snub them on all occasions whore federal
patronage Is ihe consideration, and overlook their paramountclaims to office. The complaint, especially, is of
tho appointment of white men, who are no better, if so

good, as democrats, while they are wholly neglected.
the resolutions.

The following preamble and resolutions perhaps containtho bulk of their grievances, and set forth
more fully their only manifesto hitherto made the ob
jects and purposes of the Convention^,
The Committee on Resolutions reported the following

preamble and resolutions:.
Believing in a republican form of government inch as

emanated from the reversionary right of all power, that it
should not or would not be deemed improper or impertinent
for ua, who represent nine-tenths of the republican voters of
Virginia, to stale candidly and earnestly some ofonr grievances,which we have borne patiently as a party and a class
and to call the attention of the administration thereto ami
ask, respectfully but Urmly, that they he noticed, and, as far
as is lu the power of the administration, that they be
rectitied and the party relieved of unnecessary burdens, harmonized,Inspired anew and prepared to run in the next
Presidential race nnd gloriously and triumphantly win and
whereas we deem it essential to this end that the party In
the Slate should control its own internal economy without
the interference in our local politics of political stock brokers
and speculators to dictate federal appointments over the
hoad of our own State Committee and to keep thetu there
ugainst our respectful protests and petitions, therefore
Resolved. That, while we reiterate untliiiching fidelity to

the principles of the republican party and, per coniequeuce,fealty to the administration, wo again respectfully ask and
think it right for the administration to stretch out its hand
and save us and the organization as it exists, and which we
acknowledge, by recognizing such organization as the supremepower of the party and listen to their behests rather
than to those interested Individuals, whether they live here,
in Massachusetts or any other portion of the land.
Resolved, That we look with the utmost anxiety and alarm

at the condition of disorganisation and disaffection existing
In the party in the Suite, caused by the appointment of a
number of federal ofllce-holdcrs all over the Stute. many instancesof which occur to ns who are prononnced democrats
who would blush Jiulas-like were republican sentiments imputedto them, and of others who are an incubus to the party
and are preparing the way for a precipitate desertion into
the democratic lines in case the late lamented Confederacy
shall succeed in establishing its power and supremacy again
in 1H76.
Resolved, That a copy of these resolutions be sent to the

President of the United States.
The resolutions occasioned much discussion and

caused quite an uproar. The Chairman had repeatedly
to call upon the sergcant-at-arms to preserve order.
After a discussion the resolutions were referred back to
the Committee on Federal Relations.

RKPORTS OP COMM1TTKR8.
The committee subsequently brought in a report

recommending that this Convention should not advocatethe claims of any man for office, which was
adopted.
The Committee on Education brought In a report settingforth that the colored people were unfairly treated

in the manner in which tho public school system was
carried out, and representing that they had been grievouslyinsulted by Dr. KuUner, the present Superintendentor Public Education; but in view of tho fact that a
convention of colored school teachers is to meet here
next week the committee recommended that no action
be taken at this time, which was agreed to.

A PETTY LARfKffY RESOLUTION.
A resolution was also adopted denouncing the constitutionalamendment which makes petty larceny a cause

for disfranchisement, which is now before the people
for their voles. This they consider a measure aimed
exclusively at tho colored men, who aro supposed to do
most of the petty thieving in the State, and, as one of
them remarked, "It Is very hard a poor negro can't
take a few chickens without losing his right to vote."

A MASS MEETING.
Tho Convention then adjourned to attend a grand

mass meeting on Broad street, where many addresses
were made, the most remarkable of which was one by
Rev. William B. Derrick, a most influential colored
preacher, who created quito a sensation by advising
them to let politics alone and devote themselvesto the real improvement of the race
through educational labor. Tho white people
were in the majority, and it was madness
to war against them. He is one or the ablest colored
speakers in the South, and he was listened to with great
attention. Ills remarks made a deep impression, and
will, no doubt, be productive of great good. The most
perfect order prevailed while ho was speaking and at
the close of his remarks the mass moeiiug adjourned.
The Convention meets again to-tuorrow.

REAR ADMIRAL NAPOLEON COLLINS.
A telegram received at the Navy Department yesterdaymorning from Ctrptain E. Simpson, commanding tho

United States steamer Omaha, dated Panama, August 19,
announces tho death of Hear .Admiral Napoleon Collins,
commanding the South Pacific fleet, which occurred at

Kitiisu, ruru, UH IUU nu last no uiuu 01 urysipoias,
after ail illness ofthreo days, and was buried with militaryhonors in tho Protestant cemetary at Belle Vista,
dear Callao.
Napoleon Collins was born in the State of Pennsylvania

May 4, 1S74, and was appointed to the navy as a midshipmanJanuary 2, 1834, and made his first cruise in
tho sloop -of-war Natchez, under Commodore Mervlue, in
the West India squadron, the following year. After
:ompletiiig his cruise in the West India squadron he
entered the Naval School at Philadelphia in 1839. He
rcceivod his warrant as passed midshipman tho
10th of July, 1S40, and was attached to the
sloop-of-war Boston, belonging to the East India
squadron. In 1843 wo hud him attached to the
frigate Constelluliou as acting master, on her return
home from the East India squadron. Arriving home in
1844, he was 'waiting orders until 1848, when ho was orderedto tho sloop-of-wur Decatur, on the coast of
Africa, in the meantime having received his promotion
as lieutenant, Novomber 0, 1840. Ho remained on that
station until 1849, when he was'granlod a leave of absenceon account of ill health. We again find him (1851)
in aetivo service as lieutenant on board the steamer
Michigan, on Lake Erie, where he remained until April,1853 He was placed in command of tho store&lnpJohn P. Kennedy, on special service, in 1854, and sent
to tho East Indies, when Lieutenant Glisgon relieved
him, and he was ordered to the steam frigate Susquehanna,and returned to the United States in 1855,when ho was granted a furlough. In 1857 ho was orderedas executive ofllcor to the Navy Yard at Mare
Island, California, then commanded by the illustrious
Farrogut. In 1857 ho was the executive officer of tho
sloop-of-war John Adams, in the Pacific squadron, and
returned homo in her in December of the following year.

In 1859 he was again attached to tho steamer Michigan,sorving on l^ako Erie. In October, 1859, he was detachedand placed on waiting orders, and in the followingyear he was ordered to the sloop-of-war Vandiilia,
commanded by tho present Admiral S. P. Lee, tn the
East India squadron. On the return of the Vundalia
from Ino East ludies Commander Collins was placed in
command of the gunboat Unadilla and ordered to accompanyAdmiral Dupont in his Port Boyul expedition,
participating in that brilliant tight and handling Ills
vessel with marked ability. During tlio winter of lsoi
ana 1862 he was very actively engaged with tlie Unadilla,iu company with tho other gunboats, in openingthe rebel ports and sounds on the coast of South Carolina,Georgia and Florida, under the command of AdmiralDupont. On the 16th of July. 1862, ho was promotedto the rank of full commander. In September,
1862, he was detached from the command of the Unadilla
and placed in command of the Octorara, cruising in the
West Indies in search of blockade runners. Here he
was successful in taking some valuable prizes, and maintainingas sharp a blockade as the circumstances and
the speed of his vessel would permit.

In August, 1863, he was detached from the Octorara,
and subsequently ordered to tho command of the steam
sloop Wacbusetl, on special servioo, and sent in search
of the privaleer Florida. He was indefatigable in his
exertions to overtake her, and, after a pursuit of
months, he finally found her in tho port of Bahia,
Brazil, and effected her capture.
He was a man of medium height and of rather slenderform. His eyes and hair were black, and bis complexiondark and swarthy. Ho was cool, determined

and as courageous as a lion, ready at all limes to assume
a resnonsihilitv m anv alt-iir ho believed Lit he ri-rht un.l

necessary.
He was in service, 40 years and 11 months; at sea,

23 years and 4 months; shore duty, it years and 0
months; unemployed 12 years and 1 month.
The death of Hear Admiral Collins, commanding the

South Pacific squadron, promotes Commodore S. D.
Trenchant to be Rear Admiral and places Commodore
Alexander Murray at the head of the list of active commodores.

they were in continual disputes, arising out of Jealousy;witness had known deceased to bring about abortionson herself many times, on her own confession;
deceased said sho would sooner lake Fans green than
have uny more children.

J. F. D. Purdy testified that ho knew one of the prescriptionsput up in his drug store was intended for the
deceased; Dr. Uiroux'8 standing as a physician and
gentleman was good.

Dr. H. L. Wiley, assistant physician at the Flafbush
Hospital, testified to having attended the dereased, he
prescribed bismuth, morphine and beef tea; deceased
was very low, and she continued to grow worso and
died on August 14; deceased made an ante-mortem
statement In the presence of witness and swore to It;
she bad many llmcsj told witness that she was going to
die.
