tists won the lavish plaudits of an audience as

sympathetic as it was numerous. Signer Tagliupctra
siiug "11 di Son L'Ore," from Flotow's L'Ombra. with
much spirit, but was somewhat deficient in the delicate
shading of expression which this conscientious baritone
might improve by study. Signor E. Marzo, as sccom-

panist, was smooth and acceptable. Kreutzer's "Night
in Granada" was rendered with a vivid interpretation
of its rich romantic coloring. The concert was brought
to a close with Gilmore's March Militaire, " Twenty-secondRegiment," wiuch seems to be fairly established tn

public favor.

CENTRAL parr garden.
This popular resort was filled Tuesday night by a

fashionable and attentive audience. The programmb
was an exclusively English one. The iniluence of tho

Germans, among whom most of the later English musiciansof eminence studied, is plainly perceptible in the
workB given to the puiilic Tuesday night. Had
no programmes been issued und the pieces been
performed for tho first time people would have credited
Mi ndelssohu with what flowed from the pen of s'terndaleBennett, Macfarren would have exchanged places
with Schumann, and Pierson would in many places
have been called Wagner. As a whole the programme
was very happily selected. Tho "Wood Nymph
Overture," by ."-lerndule lienuctt, is un exquisitely
shaded piece of music. Picrson's symphonic poem,
"Macbeth," was quite Handelian in character. Arthur
Sullivan's "Dance of Hie Nymph.sand Reapers" and his
"Overture dl Hallo," trom "The Tempest," will bear a
not unfavorable comparison with Gounod's lovely baliel
music in "Faust." J. Thomas' "Ash Grove." a harp solo,
performed by Mr. Lockvvood, was one of the features of
the evening. Tho it's directrix of these concerts, TheodoreThomas. It is quite needless to dwell upon, us his
earnest and unremitting exertions in the cause of true
art have long since earned for hun the gratitude and
hearty support of tho musical public of America.

EX-TREASUBER 8PRAGUB NOT ENTITLED TO RECOVERHIS SECURITIES.
The decision of Chief Justice Barnard, of the SupremeCourt, in the matter of the application of exCityTreasurer Sprague to recover from the city of

Brooklyn certain bonds and mortgages placed in the
keeping of the. Comptroller at the time of the discovery
of the so-called "Rodman Sprague defalcation." to indemnifythe treasury tor ail losses, Was just been
signed and filed. The stay of proceedings granted by
the Judge at the time the decision was rendered has just
expired. The Judge says:."l find that during the timo
that the plaintiff was Treasurer, us aforesaid, the plaintiffand defendant. Hodman, conspired an confederated
together to appropriate and convert to their own use
the moneys of said city, In the possession or under the
control of the plaintiff and said Rodman as Treasurer
and Deputy Treasurer, as aforesaid; and that in pursuanceof such conspiracy the plaintifrand said Rodman
did jointly and severally convert to their own use certainlarge "sums of money, the property of said city, then
In their posse sion or under their control, as uloretaid.1 find that the defalcations or deficits in the complaintmentioned for the sum of $55,000 and $155,000
respectively, were caused by and were the result of the
aforesaid conversions and abstractions of the plaintitr
and said Rodmun. Therefore the plaintiff is not entitled
to the relief sought, and the defendants are entitled to
iuilffmcnt. dismissing the ( omolaint. with costs."

SHOT BY A POLICEMAN.

A COLORED I'llISOMER ATTEMPTS TO ESCAPE AND
IS KILLED.

A terrible Illustration was given In Brooklyn yesterdayafternoon of the danger of the too ready use of tho
pistol by polico officors upon trivial provocation. It
appears that shortly bclore four o'clock Patrolmen P.odmond,Joyce and Ileavey, of the Tenth precinct, had
occasion to arrest three n< grocs, who were drunk and
disorderly. The arrest was made on the corner
of Flatbush and Fourth avenues, and the
prisoners were I aken to the station house,
at the corner of Pearsall and Bergen streets.
There the names of the colored men were registered by
Sergeant McNaniara, who was at the desk, and he then
ordered their removal to the ceils in the rear. The
officers who arrested them followod the prisoners. Officer
Joyce holding his pistol in his hand ready lor use.
Suddenly one of the colored captives. Robert Oilmore,
of No. 82 Second place, sprung forward and passed out
through a gate, which was open. Joyce followedrapidly and ordered Oilmore" several
times to stop When about 200 feet from the station
house the pistol was discharged, tho bull striking tho
lleelng man in the bn< k of the lo ad and coming out in
the centre of the forehead. Oilmore dropped to tno
sidewalk and died jjne t Instantly. The body was removedto the station house and tho Coroner was notitied.Superintendent Campbell was notified of the occurrence,and immediately ordered tho officer under arrestto await the result of the investigation beforo
Coroner elmn s.

fiip. He did not intend to do anything but frighten tho
mm when lie took t out of his pocket. Joyce, who Is
married and has two children, ha- beoD on tfie police
force since September, serving in the Third und
Tenth precincts and various periods.

PROBABLE HOMICIDE.
Charles Barr, a well known resident of Union place

Union if ill, wee discovered lying In a pool of blood on a

vacant lot adjoining tbe premises of Mr. Ilalptn, on

Clinton avenue, West Moboken. lie was writhing In
intense agony, and his feeble cries first arrested Mrs,
Hatpin's attention. When found ho was lapsing Into a

comatose suite, and every effort wis made to revive
lum. A physician was soon in attendance. He found
the man's skull terribly crushed and bearing evidences
of having been battered with a sarnl bag or some dull
instrument. Blood (lowed from a hole in his lioad and
tbe life was going fa^t when medical attendance was

procured. Burr was finally resuscitated sufficiently to
admit of his explanation of the affair. Much to everybody'ssurprise he refused to state how lie h id come by
hi* wounds or who had inflicted thetn. He declared
that the whole world could not Induce him to disclose
the secret of the affair. The authorities, however,
avowed a determination to Investigate the mystery, but
thus far ItWle bag resulted from their efforts. Tbe

A DESPERATE CUTTING AFFRAY.

A OQKlOBED WOMAN FKIl HTFCIXI CfT WITH A
RAZOH.

Susan Palmer, a colored woman aged twenty-five
years, living at No. 46 liaxtor street, was frightfully cut
last night in the back, side and arms with a razor In tho
hands of an intoxicated colored female neighbor
named Margaret Robinson. It appears that Susan
was in a grocery store adjacent to her residence,making some purchases, when Margaret entered,
and, without a word of warning or tho slightest
provocation, attacked her from behind, slashing an

open razor through her clothing and inflicting deep and
ghastly wounds In several pari.- of the body. Tho proprietorof tho store hastened to the rescue ot tho
wounded woman, and after considerable etlort sue
needed in disarming the would be murderess. An offlcerofthe Sixth precinct was then called, who arrested
the ussailant.
Susan um taken to the Park Hospital, where her

wounds were dressed. A ghastly cut extending down
the back, fully twelve inches long, whs the most
dangerous. The right arm was cut in thrio places, and
the Ifll suffered from two ligly diugonai wounds above
the elbow,
On her left side another deep and dungerous wound

was found, extending downwards, and across some
three inches.

Altogether, the unfortunate woman was rut In such a

frightful manner that nor escape with her life is looked
upon by the physicians us remarkable. None of the
wounds, possibly with the exception of the one on the
hack, are regarded, however, us of a fatal character.
The woundetl woman, when questioned as to the cause
of the assault, could assign no reason for the same
other than intoxication on tho part of her assailant.
She had never, she stated, had any previous dilliculiy
with tho woman.
Tho prisoner will be arraigned at the Tombs Police

Court this mormug.

STABBING AFFRAY.

At a late hour on Tuesday evening Messrs. .Tames
Peacock and Ell Hague, of No. 251 Tyler streot, Patorson,were going home, when they saw a man named
Alexander McCulloch, a moulder, beating his wife most

unmercifully on the public street. They went to tho
woman's assistance, arid rescued her from his brutality.
Tliey then proceeded on their way, but, it
seems, were lollowed by McCulloch, who subsequently
overtook them iu a saloon in Market street. McCulloch
succeeded in provoking a quarrel, during which McCullochturned upon Hague with a large clasp knile aud
stabbed hiin on ihe left arm. inflicting a wound reaching
from tho wrist to the elbow and penetrating to the bone.
He then turned and stabbed Van Honton in tho shoulder,inflicting quite a severe llesh wound. Tho wounded
men's injuries proved to bo not of a serious character,
and McCulloch was hold in $500 bail to appear before
the Grand Jury.

A NOVEL MODE OF SUICIDE.

Conrad Haule, of No. 036 first avenuo, quarrelled
with his wife last night, and, according to the police, got
drunk in consequence. As the liquor commenced to
have its elfects Conrad conceived the idea of
shuilliug olf tho mortal coil by means of a
loaded pistol. Tho weapon being procured, Conrad
prepared lor the ordeal bv placing It in an unheard ol
position.namely, directly beneath his nose, with the
muzzle'slightly penetrating one iff his nostrils. Tho
futul moment having arrived, tlio desperate man pulled
the iri^'Ker. His nose, although not blown oil' by the
explosion, was considerably damaged.
Conrad was locked up by the unsympathetic police

in the Fifty-ninth street station house.
