ho most ive and v p
ous gravel digcovered during the past season were In
the vulleys of Sprin¥ and Rapid Crecks and their
tributaries, whore, In almost every case, tho
vel bars are very adnnhaouusly situnted for work-
and many batural clrcumstances contribute
materially to the prolitable exiracting of the gold
which they contain. Timber of sultable size and
quantity for tho construction of flumes and slulces is
apundant; the water gupply is tn most loculities ample,
and the fall of the streams suMiclently great to enablo
the water to bo readily carripd above the level of even
the more clevated bars and deposita of gravel
While as yot thore have been discovered in the Blnck
Hills no ::Pmltl of gravel sufliciently rich in gold to
be profitably worked in the primitive mannoer with pan
or rocket, yet there are mapy bars in the Harney's
eapecially upon Spring Creck, the forks of
Castlo and Rapid creeks and the valleye of those moun-
reama, which, when skilfully worked by gangs
of miners with slulces, will yield a good return for the
labor smployed and the moderate capltal required Lo
be invested. But little could be done in o single season
in prospecting the seggregated quariz veins
of this regivn, somo of which uudouhtedg contain
m!d.

The Bear Loduumgold fleld, situated on the extrems

It s difllcult 1o determine tho agricultural resonreon
or climato of the Black Hills by the observations of n
single season, espocially as I conld galn but little In-
formation respecting the severity of the winters or the
prevalence of eurl late ta.

There was 6o evidenco found that the Indians ever
Uved in the bills or ever visited thoem, except In the
mpring Lo cut lodge poles or ocensionally stop and hunt
deer among thoe foor hille while passing from the
agencien to the Upper Missourl.
