
SUNK IN TIIE ICE.
Fate of the Steamer Sunny-

sicle on the Hudson.

ELEVEN PERSONS DROWNED

A Lifeboat Capsized.A Ter¬
rible Scene.

RESCUE OF SURVIVORS.

Statements of the Captain, a Pas-
benger and Others.

PODUHKKKPHIK, DCC. 1, 1875.
You bRvo already received brief intelligence relative

to the disaster to the steamer Sunnyside, near West
1'ark, at two o'clock this morning. The story of tho
heart-rending atlair is best told by Captain Frank
Leson, of the Sunnyside, who has made tho following
statement to me:.

.'We loft Troy at two o'clock Tuesday afternoon, and
on reaching Albany took the steamer Golden Gate In
tow astern to follow as down, and proceeded as far as

New Baltimore without encountering much Ice. At
the latter place the ice was wedged In from thero to
Kinderhook, when we brought up in It on

account of a windrow across the chan¬
nel. A barge, two canal boats and four
piopellors lay there all blocked In. We worked ahead
and back and iinally worked through, but parted our

hawser to the Golden Uate and made up our minds
wo could not get that vessel through, and we came on

and left her lying there. Afterward we didn't have
very heavy ice. We worked slowly all the way from
there to West 1'ark. The ice was very heavy at the
latter place in spots. We used groat caution 60 as not
to rut our vessel. Tho mate, Jacob Burbans, stood
watch with throe others in the forward cabin and fore¬
castle to see that the steamer made no water. 1 re¬

mained on watch till we got down to Barrytown. Before
1 turned in I said to tho pilot, Mr. Whittaker, "What
do you think about the ice ?" Ue replied that bethought
that we were through the heaviest of it So I went to
my room and wont to bed. This must have been about
twelve o'clock At two In the morning I was called up
by orders from the engineer, Mr. I'orsall, who said
the boat war;

MAKING WATBR FAST.
I dressed myself unff went down to tho forward cabin,
and through into forward of the bulkhead and found
Uie mate, who had torn the joiner work away to Qnd the
leak. The w.tter was then running rapidly across the for¬
ward cabin floor and thore was about two feet of water on
tlie starboard bilge is the forward cabin. I went down
to the ongine and looked in,between the keelson and
found that tho water was nearly up to the top of tho
ingino keelson. I made up my mind then that we

touldn't save her; that she would sink. 1 sent one of
the waiters to wake up the womon In the ladies'
Mloon and tell them to come up into the stateroom
hall forward. I then went to the pilot hooso. Watson
Dutcher, the pilot, was at the wheel. 1 told him to put
the steamer a More to the westward. He hove his
wheel hard a port and put her ashore near Russell's
dock, at West Park. This was about 2:30 A. M, I then
ordered the mate to

Two o( the boats huug in a crane aft on the quarter; I

ilso told bim to run a hawser ashore; the mate lowered
the boat and rowed ashore, tbe ice being strong and
thick all around us. Then we lay bead on tbe flats and
furengiue was still working; before be coald row tbe
boat up the bench the steamer filled with water and
Slid off the Hats alongside the channol bank. Then bo
pulled the life boat up to the vessel and I ordered all
the passengers on the forward promenrtde deck, myself
and one of the ireiuen helping thein up. Next I passed
three women uto the lifeboat, when quite a number of
men Jumped Into tbe boat also; I tried to keep as many
back as 1 ould, but they were panic stricken.
( yelled to the mate to shove the boat
off to the shore. All this time the steamer was sottling
last, and tbe wuter came up into tbo pilot house. 1
shouted to, everybody to go away aft on tho hurricane
deck, as the vessel was going down head foremost. All
tbe crew aa»i3ted me in getting the people off. The
mate had not got over fifteen or twenty feet from tbo
iteamer, w.th his lifeboat full of people, before It cap-
lized. A terrible scene ensued. There mast have
keen eighteen persons in tho boat. The mate swam
tshore, and the others that were saved swam back to
the steamer. In all probability all that were loet were

frowned from the capsizing of the lifeboat Their
ihouts and cries for aid mast have been beard for a

long distant:'.*. As quickly as possible I took a boat
(rom the starboard side, atid, with oar head waiter and
leek boy, tried to get around to the people in the wa-

ler, but tli- heavy ice prevented me. The cries for
kelp continued for about ten minutes, and then

ALL WAS STILL.

Wo launched the big boat from the upper deck,
which was even with the water, the vossel at that time

keing 200 feet rom shore. 1 took the boat with the
second engineer, Jerry Dcyo, and finally reached tho
capsized boat. She was bottom up, and a man laid on

ker on his back, .kith bis feet in the water and Ice and
tearly dead Wo took him on board tho steamer, and
put him in the pilot's room and covered him with
klankets. Then 1 heard a noise on the outside of our

port wheelhou«e, which was only two feet out of water.
We worked the boat through the ice to tbe spot where
the cries emanated from, and found an elderly lady
groaning. She w is lying on the Ice five feet from the
wheelhou.^n. Tier body was in tbe water partly, her
arms holding her up. She was still alive. With great
difficulty we got her into the boat, and took her to the
steamer and put her in the wheelsman's room and
covered her with blankets, but she died about two
boors after. We then went to work to construct

from the steamer to the shore. At this time sixty
persons were ro»ded together on tbe hurricane deck
aft, the wind blowing hard and the air bitter cold. We
got the line Mi-bore and succeeded in getting all off in
safety, after they had been on deck for two hoars,
clinging to rods and masts. We placed them in the
largo boat and pulled the boat along by the rope ferry
to tho shore. Ou reaching the shoro, they clambered
up the rocks and mad* their way to the farmhouses
in tho vicinity, *liere every attention was given them.
By tbis time I was nearly exhausted and was
attacked with cramps and had to be as
aisted to a house near by. From the time
I was first called till the steamer sunk
fifteen minute time was not consumed. We saw a
tow going down on the east shore and we tried to make
them hear us. but we failed. Oar bell was kept tolling,
our whistle kepi blowing till tbe water quenched tbe
fires and shut off the steam, snd sixty persons were

shouting as lou.l »s they could, but no attention was

paid to us. Tli ii we sighted the steamer Walter Brett
coming north on tbe east shore. She landed at Ryde
P..rk dock, and again we signalled loud In every way
for aid, but after lying at the dock ton or fifteen min-
etes she pa?I on without noticing us. She must
have beard us. While we were constructing the rope
ferry a young nun, named Walter Dumont, of West
Park, approached us with a small boat and worked
heroically. Ho took twelve persona from tho
wreck and land"! them In safety. He was the only
person who bac' ocdcd in reaching as from the shore,
lliough many were trying to do so. I don't think that
over eleven persons were drowned, and

"I saw Puter Klynn, of Barrytown, one of the deck-
bands of the Walter Brett, this morning He said be
heard the whistle blowing and bell ringing and thought
il was the .strainer Thomas Cornell."

A PAXNKNOKK'g HTOKY.
One of the passongerB saved Is Miss Lena W. Bron-

son, of Tenafly, N. J. 1 visitud her at a farm house
where she was lying m bed, and in the presence of the
household she made the following statement:.
"Myself and mother, Mrs. Haywood, occupied state

room No. 5 on the Sunnyside. We wore awakened
by knocks on onr door and were told to hurry out. Wo
were only hull dressed and as we came out saw all the
passengers hurrying np stairs and greatly ex-

Cited. They told us there was not much
danger as we were near the shore They
told us we had time to dress and we went back
and dressed and when we came out again they told us

to hurry to the upper deck. Captain Teson and another
man helped us and told as to go into the pilot bouse.
Wo wero there a short when they told us to get into
a rowboat which was waiting. I got In first and mam-

ma next and she seated herself by my side. Mamma
shouted to the men to go on, but they waited for more
and when the last one got in tho boat filled with water
and sunk. When I went into the water 1 made my
feet and arms go as best I could. 1 didn't see mamma
afterward. They told me she shrieked, but I didn't
hear her. My father lives in New Jersey."

Miss Branson is abont sixteen years of age and Mrs.
Haywood was her step-mother. Miss Brotison was res¬
cued by two other passengers, young men, named
James Sanford and H. W. Dauchy, of New York. Both
were in the small boat when It upset. Tho young girl
caught hold of Sanford'e coat and he managed to swim
along with her to the netting on tho railing of the hur¬
ricane deck ol the steamer and haulod her on board.
All three were finally rescued by the brave Walter
Dumont
The clerk of the boatcays there were only eight pas¬

sengers on board and that his passenger list is lost.

was built in. Brooklyn la I860, for North River work,
and cost (125,000. She was afterward sold to the Cit¬
izens' Steamboat Company, of Troy, for $70,000. She
had on a light freight.fifty barrels of pork, twenty
tony of papor, 200 kogs of spikos, a team of horses
and carriage. He could learn nothing about the In.
surance. The work or grappling for the bodies lost
from the small boat will commenco Immediately. Mr.
Kltingc, Justice of the Peace of Highland, has taken
charge of the unknown elderly lady's body, and has
already commenced on Inquest. He will be aidod by
tho District Attornoy of Ulster county. All on board
the ill-fated steamer speak in the highest praise of the
coolness and courage of Captain Teson in his elforts to
save life. His pilots and engineers and the mate stood
by him manfully in all the trying momenta. All of
them manned the rope ferry and worked gallantly.
The rescued people are also loud in their praises of

the kindness and hospitality shown them by the
farmers in tho vicinity ol the disaster. They threw
open tneir doors to them, gave them

and set apart their own private rooms for tho accommo¬
dation of the sufferers. The Sunnyslde now lies within
200 foot of tho shore off West Park in forty feet of
water. Nothing isvislble bnt portions of her hurricane
deck, pilot house and smokestacks. One smokestack
has been torn away by the ice, and the drifting ice is

fast tearing the upper works of the vessel to pieces.
Captain Tvson and engineers and pilots are still near the
wrock in oomfortable farmhouses. Mr. Joseph Cornell,
Superintendent of the Citizens' Company, arrived on

the scene at about two P. M., and it Is probable that an

.ttcmpt will be made to tow tbe wreck to New York.
Frank Walker, ofTroy, has arrrived at Went Park, be¬
lieving the'-unknown elderly lady Is his mother. A
4score of waiters and crew and potatoe speculators who
were on board left for Now fork at noon. Some think
that one or two bodies will V? found on tbe steamer
when she is raised, but Captain Teson is almost positive
that the eleven referred to include all that wero

drowned.

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.
MISS BRONSON'b RESCUE.COWARDLI MEN THE

CAUSE OF THE TRAGEDY.
Highland, N. V., Dec, 1, 1875.

The body of the unknown old lady has been recog¬
nized as that ot Mrs. Walker, of Troy. By permission
of Coroner McKcnzio her friends have removed it.
The whole blame of the upsetting of the boat con¬

taining the women Is cast on three men who jumped
into it.one a burly German passenger, who, even
wben safely housed, continued to cry out, "Oh, I am

going to die I" and "I lose all my silver spoons too."
1 have just seen Dr. Lamaree, who attends Mrs. Hay-
wood's daughter. Her shoulder was dislocated. Other-
wise she was not seriously hurt.
The lady whose name has been mentioned as Mrs

Haywood, of Tenafly, is Mrs. Bronson. She was a Hay¬
wood. Miss Bronson. who was saved, says:."When
we were thrown out of the boat I had one hand in my
muff, and with the othei I held my mother. 1 threw
the muff away and held on to mother. A man near us

pushed me on the deck of the Sunnyside, and I clam-
bered to the pilot house. In this were several men,
who asked me what I wanted. I said 1 wanted to get
in. Onoofthcm cried out, *1 can't help yoa; I am

almost frozen myself.' 'If I were In your place,' I said,
crying, 'I would help yon.' Then they came out and
put me in the pilot house. Even then I was freezing.
Boon after I was rescued.'

DISASTERS ELSEWHERE.

TWO MEN THIRTEEN HOOKS ON A LEDGE IN A

TEMPERATURE TWELVE DEGREES BELOW

ZERO.THEIR RESCUE.

Portland, Me., Dec. 1, 1875.
On Tuesday morning residents of Richmond Island

discovered a small boat ashore on Watta' Ledge, and
on pulling over they rescned two men, named George
Wallace and Charles Parker, who were badly frozen and
nearly dead. They stated upon recovering that they
belonged In Round I'ond. They had left Capo Small
Point on Monday morning for Boston, and a mist on

the water caused them to lose their way and the boat
went on Watts' Ledge. Tncy remained thirteen hours
on the ledge, with the mercury twelvo degrees below
zero. They were frequently drenched with spray, and
kept in constant motion to prevent freezing until tbey
woro exhausted, some time before being rescued. The
cutter Dallas has gone to Richmond Island to bring
them to the Marine Hospital.

THE STEAMER PHIL SHERIDAN BURNED ON

LAKE ERIE.A SCHOONER ON THE ROCXS.

Detroit, Dec. 1, 1876.
The three-masted schooner Brulgewater is amidships

on the rocks near Wongoschance Lighthouse, loaded
with 40,000 bushels of wheat for Buffalo.
Tho steamer Phil Sheridan took Ore whfn a short

distance from Buffalo, at two o clock Tuesday after¬
noon. Aa the efforts of the crew to subdue the flro
wore unavailing, they took to the boats and were
nicked up and brought here by the steamer Craig.
The Sheridan wan a freight t>oat belonging to Ward's

Ditluth line. She was insured against fire for $10,fXX)
in the Detroit Fire and Marine, and $10,000 in the
Koyal.

LATF.R-.AKRIVA1. OF THS CRKW AT IIKTROIT.
The crew of the propeller Phil Sheridan reached this

oity this afternoon on the schooner Annie R. Craig.
They report that the propeller caught fire on
Lake Krie yasterilHy afternoon, aud was oonsumed to
tho water's edge in less than half an hour. Her crew
were rescued by the steam barge Trader. The vaiue of
the Sheridan and her cargo was about $30,000: partly
insured.

THE CONNECTICUT BLOCKADED BT ICE.
Hartford, Dec. 1, 1875.

The Ice which was floating in the Connecticut River
in large quantities yesterday is blocked at Tarlous
points to-day, and above the bridge here the river is
frozen over solid. Thia Is only the second occurrence
of the kind as early an Docember 1 in foriy years.

CLOSE OF RIVER NAVIGATION.
The People's Hudson River line of steamers have

been laid up for the winter. The Daniel brew made her
last trip Tuesday afternoon. The superintendent gave
the captain and pilot strict orders not to proceed if
there were Indications of danger. After running to
New Baltimore and finding the ice pretty thick they
drew up to the landing there arid dlKcimrged the pas¬
senger*, awaiting despatches from New York. The
Drow returned to thia city yegterdsjf.

The annual meeting of the Rowing Association of

American Colleges wu held ul the Miussatoit House In
thia city to-day, bat roaulted practically In deciding
nothing, other than that the race or races shall tako
place on or about tha lOlh of July next, and that
Mr. Thomas Hughes, the well known English-
man, be invited to act as referee. Tho
important questions of place and style of race were
left with other minor, bat important matters to be de¬
cided at an adjournnd meeting to be held a* the Filth
Avenue Hotel, in New York, on the 4th of January
next. The Convention was a very full one, every one

of the fourteen colleges now belonging to the associa¬
tion being represented as follows:.
Amherst, G. W. Cloak, H. 8. RodOoid; Bowdoln,

Oliver C. Stevens, C. Sargent; Brown, E. H. Luther,
S. J. Bradbury; Columbia, P. Reese, J. T. Goodwin;
Cornell, J. N. Ostrom, A. M. Ensign; Dartmouth, E. C.
Carrtngan, B. «. Robinson; Hamilton, N. W. Codwell,
E. C. Stringer ; Harvard, W. F. Weld, G. M. Cumralngs;
Princeton, William A, Butler, Jr., BcnJ. Nicoll;
Trinity, B. E. Warner, H. V. Rutherford; Union, B.
Brock elman; Wecleyan, W. C. Wallace, J. W. Whit¬

pete in the last regatta, on account of tho death of
Cameron, one of her crew, was reinstated in member¬
ship, and, after considerable debate, an amendment to
tho constitution was adopted providing that like cir¬
cumstances in future shall not work forfeiture of mem¬
bership.

THE SELECTION OF A COCB8B
for the next college regatta began In good earnost, and
an animated, but not In the least acrimonious, discussion
followed, which lasted, with an interruption for dinner,
till late in tho afternoon. The report of the Rogatta
Committee, which was read during this time, reflected
Boverely upon the local'management of this yoar's re¬

gatta at Saratoga, declaring that while tho Saratogians
were profuse in their promises they fulfilled many or
them only when compelled to do so, and others not at
alL The report intlmatod, and several members of tho
association afterward declared, that it would be better
to row even on an inferior course if the collegians
could deal with gontlemon. There was a very Btrong
feeling among tho delegates against permitting tho
regatta to be made again ono of tho attractions
of a "show town," or of throwing them¬
selves or their race at all into the hands of
outsiders, professional or otherwise. On this point tho
Convention was unanimous, as was most clearly mani¬
fested by the action taken regarding tho programme
already issued by tho Centennial Committeo of the
Schuylkill Navy. Tho Convention unanimously de¬
cided to ignore utterly the proposed International Cen¬
tennial regatta at Philadelphia and u> tako into its own
hands any International college races that may be
deemed desirable. As is natural, the New England
colleges favored strongly a course nearer home than
Saratoga, and were about equally divided as to the
superior advantages of Springfield or New Loudon,
Yale Amherst and Trinity rather preferring Spring¬field' Harvard, Dartmouth; Bowdoln favoring New
Ixindon. and Williams pcrfoctly indifferent, but against
Saratoga.

| THE ROWING OF THE RACE.
There was a good deal ot talk about rowing the race

to heats, and evidently a growing feeling tluit that style[ ol rowing is fairer to the contestants, asido from the
r manifestly groatly increased interest it would throw
Into the contest for the spectators. But whether to
make only two heats and then let the winners row off,
or divide It into several heats of three or four boats,
each extending it over two or three days, and so ar¬
ranging tho heats as to give each crew ono race with
every other crew, alter tho mauuer of ball
and billiard matches, tho delegates were unde-
cided. It was finally voted by a good majority "to
row the race In heats if the water will permit." But
Just what that last clause meant no one seemed to
know, and the matter was practically left for further
consideration and probable amendment Tho discus-
sion over, the subject ot heat races and the quest on
of place bright out such a rarabliug and unsatisfac¬
tory discussion and was so protracted that the coming
darkness of evening found the Convention still as
far from a decision as at the opening, and
finally it was resolved to postpone tho matter to
an adjourned meeting to be held at tho Fifth Avenue
Hotel the Regatta Committee being Instructed to in-
vestlgate tho subject in the meantime and report at
the adjourned meeting. They warn also instructed to
receive sealed proposals from the citizens of Springfield,
New London and Saratoga, of what each is willing to do
in the w;:y of providing accommodations. These sealed
proposals are to be opened by the Regatta Committee
at the same time and In the presence of all the mem¬
bers of tho committee.

ROWING WITH COXSWAINS.
There was a hurried discussion over a motion to row

with coxswains, but the opposition to any Innovation
in that rospect was very strong and the motion was voted
down almost unanimously. The question ol referee
brought out the only centennial bombast of the meet-
ing and lor a few minutes there was enough of it to
make up for all the previous lack of it. It resulted in
a resolution, carried by a good majority and afterward
made unanimous, to invite Tom Hughes,
of Oxford. England, fame, to act in
that position, with Mr. Chitt.v, of the
London Row*ng Club, as ftrst substitute, and Mr. Wat [
son the refereo, this year, In case the Englishmendecline. The moveruont in favor of tho foreigners Is
In no sense a reflection on Mr. Watson's decisions,
This year no criticism was made at the mooting,
ho being the first choice of the Convention alter tho
Englishmen. The only other business transacted was
the election of the Regatta Committee and tho adop¬
tion of a resolution placing in their hands all matters
not specially provided for.

AN INTERNATIONAL RACK.
On the subjtect of an International raco the Conven¬

tion was not enthusiastic; in lact, was very Indiffer¬
ent The prevailing opinion was that II any such race
was had It should occur at tho time and place of the
Association's regatta and not at Philadelphia, and
should bo purely on the American atvle. In six-oared
boats without coxswains. The matter was finally left
in the hands of the Regatta Committee, to report at tho
January meeting.

LIFE SAVING STATIONS.

BITES FOR BUILDINGS ON THE JEBSEY COAST.

NEGLECT OF THE COMMISSION APPOINTED BT

GOVKRNOB BEDLE.

Trenton, N. J., Dec. 1, 1875.
The Legislature of 1872, stimulated by an act of Con¬

gress, passed an act to provide building sites for life
saving stations on the coast of New Jersey, of which
the following is the first and most vital section:.
Beit enacted, &c., That the (Governor shall nomi¬

nate three citizens of litis Stale, who shall be confirmed
by the Seuate, who shall be a commission, with author¬
ity to procure for the Stute, by purchase, the
title to any land selected by the Secretary of the Treas¬
ury or his agents, for the purpose or erecting any
buildings connected with the life saving stations, and
not to exceed one-half of an acre of land, at any one
point on the New Jersey coast, at such prices us said
commissioners, or a majority of them, may decree fair
and Just; and the titte to the same to be taken in tho
name of the State of New Jersey.
Congress had made an appropriation lor the building

of additional life saving stations on the coast of New
Jersey, and in consequonce of difficulties having
arisen in procuring from the owners of lands proper
sites, Ac., it was deemed necessary for the Legislature
to {Aits tne act. Governor Parker appointed Messrs.
Charles Knight, Charles llendrickBon and Sidney Far-
man us Commissioners to carry out the act. These
gentlemen have failed to perform their dulies, in lact
they have never taken any step in that direction. Con¬
sequently mariners, xca-iariug men and citizens living
along the coast have been complaining about tho neglect
of the Commissioners, and of the Inadequate number
of life saving stations. They su.v the coast
ts devoid of proper means to protect and
save life, and they justly clamor for tbe carrying
out of the provisions incorporated in tho art
of the Legislature. Governor Hedle having been ap¬
pealed to in tbe matter, and the grievances having been
laid before bim, he Is about to adopt measures to re¬
mind the Commissioners of the duties for which they
were appointed, and In order to havo the much needed
work of philanthropy carried out he will also call the
attention of the coming Legislature to it in his annual
Messago. Tbe tardiness and indifference of the Com¬
missioners are widely censured. The Secretary of the
Treasury has already performed his duty In the prem¬
ises, but it amounts to nothing as long as Messrs.

hearts of the people, aud Mr. Hankey sings It
prayerfully. I happened to he present when bo was
teaching tho choir of SOU voices how to sing tho chorus
of this touching melody, and his procedure gives a
good illustration of the character of the man. Ho
sang the solo seated at the inelodeon, then thoy the
chorus, with very few words on his part, except ol'
praise and encouragement, unul the last verso was
reached. "Now sin^ very softly, If you please.as
softly as you can." The 300 voices were heard almost
as loudly' as before. He shook his head and smiled.
"Please sing very softly.that Is too load. 1 will sing
again, then please remember to sing very faintly.'1

THE SCANDAL REFUSES TO BE SILENCES.
No Immediate prospect exists that the Brooklyn

scandal will allow its Indecency to be withdrawn from
public attention. Mrs. Moalton's letter demanding a

council of churches upon the action of Plymouth
church in dropping her name from Its list of members
after hor voluntary absence from the church ser¬

vices for Ova years, and after giving her a

hearing, assisted by legal counsel, met with an unex¬

pected assent from the church and its pastor, Rev.
Henry Ward Beecber. Their answer, acceding to the
call for a council, was served upon Mrs. Moulton on

Monday lust. She has not yet replied. Mr. Bcecber's
friends say they do not In the least fear the action of
the council if it should undertake to sift the question
of the pastor's relations to the Tilton family. They
wish, for the sake of public morality, that only the
subject of Congregational usage In reference to Mrs.
M^ulton'B excision shall be considered by
the council, but If Mrs. Moulton Insists on

giving the inquiry wider scope they are confident that
it will result In the advantage of the Plymouth
preacher. Last night It was stated that Mrs. Moulton
was writing her reply, which will probably come before
the church to-morrow evening. Members of theoharch
contradict the recent statements of Captain 0. C. Dun¬
can in reference to his appearance bofore the Examin¬
ing Committee of tho church to give the reasons for
his prolonged absenoo from the ehnrob services.

Mr. William P. West, who was dropped from mem¬

bership, and whose cose has since been reconsidered,
had an Interview yesterday with the committee. Later
In the day ho addressed to tho church at large the fol¬
lowing letter, in which he Insists upon a council of
churches to specially consider tho scandal and adjudi¬
cate upon tho guilt or Innocence of Mr. Beecher:.

this feeling of doubt and apprehension Is shared
by thousands of Christian men and women
throughout the land. Therefore, inasmuch as charges
of adultery and perjury have been mado against our
pastor, and as, in my opinion, a regular Investigation
Is necessary for the vindication of the Innocent and for
the preservation of the peace and pnrdy ef the church,
1 hereby request you to unite with me m calling a mu¬
tual council, to which shall bo submitted the following
questions;.

SELF CONVICTED.
FRAUD ON THE POST OKFICE.A POSTMASTER

CLEARED Of FALSE CHARGES.
On October IB, 1876, a man named William Stott,

aged about thirty-eight yearH, employed an a mason
and contraclor in tno town of Andes, Delaware couuty,
New York, went to tbe Post Office at thai station
and deposited a registered letter, addressed to Dr. H.
Jordan, of No. 40 Bond street, New York. The letter
purported to contain Ave $100 bills. The sender told
the Postmaster that ho had recently received $1,000
from tbe West through tbe National Hank of Andes, of
which Mr. Ballantine Is president. On Oo-
tober 19, 1875, that registered letter was re¬
ceived In this city by Dr. Jordan, and
the recipient went to Postmaster James and said:.
"Here is a letter opened in the presence of the carrier
and tbe superintendent of delivery at station A, pur¬
porting to contain $600. There is no money in it."
Postmuster Jauies gave the rase into the hands of the
United States Special Agent, Sharrett, to work up. Tbe
courso of tho letter was traced from tho mailing office
until Its delivery, nnd no Irregularity wm discovered.
Tracing blanks wero sent over the route and all ol the
clerks were relieved from suspicion. Stott, who re¬
sides at Rrushland, was then interviewed by a special
.pent. He said that the envelope produced by Dr.
Jordan was not the one which he had mailed, neither
waH It In bis handwriting. Agent Sharrett ascertained
that Stott bad not received any money from the West
by letter, or through the banks he mentioned.
Yesterday morning Mr. Stott cam# to this city and

complained to tlio Postmaster that his money had

and Intimated that Mr. Hawkes, the young man who
keeps tho store in which the Post office Is at Andes,
was the cnlprit Meanwhile tho Secret Agent had been
busy. He had found that the Postmaster at Andes wua
Mr Clinton, seventy five years old, and an honored
member of the community. No complaints had ever
beon made against him nor against Ur. llawkeg.
After Stott bad seen Postmaster James he was sent

RUIN OF TRUSTFUL FEMALES

In the Characlfr of Pastor He Works
the Blackest Evil.

BARRED AT LAST.

Dkckkktown, N. J., Dec. 1, 1875.
Tbe news has been received bure of tbe arrest in

Ohio of a native of tins township on tbe complicated
charge of bigamy, reduction and embezzlement. The
career of the man in question, Matthew B. Van Ostrand,
ts one of the most extraordinary and audacious In tbo
annals of crime, and may be related as follows:.
Van Ostrand Is about thirty-five years of age and was

born a few miles from this place. His relatives are

among the most respectable people In the county. He
is a graduate of Lafayette College and a man of splendid
physique, winning address and superior cul¬
ture. In 1806 Van Ostrand was married to
Klla Penney, a daughter of one of tho most'
prominent and wealthy larmers of this section, the
owner of a large area of the richest dairy farms In the
vicinity of Warwick, Orange county, N. V. Van
Ostrand, with capital furnished by his own and his
wife's relatives, embarked largely in the dairy business,
and enjoyed the confidence of the farmers In the neigh¬
borhood to such an extent that large sums of money
were Intrusted to him by them, his duebills bolng con¬
sidered ample security therefor. About two years
after he was marrlod ho tailed in business, involving
his former patrons in numerous difficulties.

TH* INDIGNATION OP THR PCOPLK

who had trusted him.his failure being considered a

very questionable transaction.w:is to great that to
escape the punishment he merited ho fled to Canada.
His wife followed biro thither. For somo time bis
friends continued to back him largely in his business
transactions, when his reckless conduct and dishonest
management caused them to withdraw their support,
he having squandered nearly $100,000 of their money.
Meantime his treatment of his wile and two children
became such that the former was compelled
to leave him, and in 1868 sho returned
with her children to her lather. It is said that during
tho latter part of his career In Canada he habitually
brought to his house women of notorious character,
maintaining them for days at a time, and compelling
his wife to act in tho capacity of servant to tbom.

Aftor his friends retused to be responsible for him, and
his wife had left him, being thrown upon his own re¬

sources, he deserted Canada, leaving heavy creditors
there, and took up bis quarters in Lockport, this State.
His ready address and numerous qualifications soon

opejied the doors of the best society in tho place to Van
Ostrand, and socurcd him the confidence of loading
business men. Ho was given a position of trust In ¦
financial institution of tho place, and bccame the ac¬
cepted lover of

a Miss Tucker. Alter a residence of a few months 1n
l/ockport ho was married to this young lady. They
bad lived together but a few weeks when his antece¬
dents in some way became known, and to escape arrest
he tied the place, taking with him a considerable sum
of money belonging to one ol his patrons.
From Lockport ho wont to Ohio and settled In

Columbus, the capital of that State. As was the case
In Lockport, he was not long in gaining a prominent
position in tho eocicty ot the Ohio city auii the confi¬
dence ol leading men. He became tbe associate of local
capitalists In extensive real estate and otherstx'culations,
hid services being accepted as ample otl.-ets to 'the
money of the others, lie was looked upon as a rising
and prosperous young man, and piolessing the strictest
morality and piety, soon came to be held up as

of the city. -He won the. aflections of Miss Georgie Vail,
the daughter of one of his wealthy business associates,
and was to have married her in 1870, great preparations
having b«en made lor the ceremony. A lew days
before the wedding day another of Van Ostrand's busi¬
ness associates made the astounding discovery
that lie had forged the hitter's name
to notes to tho amount of $.'>.000, and had negotiated
them. A thorough Investigation of the matter proving
that there was no doubt of the guilt of Van Ostrand, ha
was arrested. For the time groat indignation wus man¬
ifested by Van list mud's friends at what they termed
the outrago on their favorite, and his prosper live father-
in-law bccame security for the accuscd for bis appear¬
ance at court. Bofore the trial it was discovered that
Van Ustrand had perfected his plans for running away
from tbe city, and he was at once delivered Into cus¬
tody by bis bondsman. He was tnod on the charge ol
forgery, and the evtdence was so conclusive that he was
convicted and sentenced to
