CITY MISSIONS,
BENMON ON THE NEED OF EVANGNLICAL WORK
IN LARGE OTTIRS, BY REV. DR. BTOHRS,

The annual sérmon on behall of the New York City
Misalon was prenclied yosterday aftornoon at the Row,
Dr, John Hall's ciurch, coruer of Fifty-ffth sireet and
Fifth avenue, by Hev, Dr. 8torrs, of Brooklyn, The
text was sclected from the elghth chapter and clghth
verso of the Acts of the Apostles—‘'And there was
groat Joy In that city."

This, salil the preacher, wns one of the great citios of

Bamaris, *aund it was & significant faot  that
It wus also the first oity outside of
Judea In  which, aftor IFentocost, the Gospol

was preached. It was inhabited by a mixed race,
totally antagonistio to the Jews and their olvilization.
The Samaritanz would shelter escapod criminals from a
Jowish oity, and thoro waa a similar batred enduring
among tho Jews for nll that was Samaritan, Yet thero
Philip, who was not an apostle but simply. n Jeacon,
proachod the word of salvation. He was & man un-
doulitedly of broad fith and large sympaihics, auwd told
out of tho fulness of bis heart and with warm Christian
zeal the story ol Christ's sufferings and pnrsslon. He
was lstened to by the Samaritans, or rather the eitizous
of that  wity, with oftentibn becauss, per-
bops, they Likewise expocted u Mossinh who should
bring themm glory and gresineas, Phillp, however,
spoke tho words of salvation and deltvered the mossnge
oﬂlm tidings, and bis miraculous works, besile, wided
him. The messuge and the miracles attested each
other.
