THE GUILTY DISTILLERS.

THIRTEEN OP THE INDICTED WHISKEY MEN
PLEAD GUILTY.CONSPIRACY TO DEFRAUD
THE GOVERNMENT.OTHER INDICTMENTS EXPECTEDFROM THE GRAND JURY.

Chicago, Jan. 14, 1876.
The first legal vlotory of the government in the Chicagowhtskoy war may be chronicled to-day, when thirteenout of tho sixteen indicted distillers pleaded guilty.

The proceedings occupied only half an honr. Messrs.
Bouioll & Ayer represented the government, and LoonardSwell, Sidney Smith, Charles Hitchcoclcand EdmundJussen the distillers. Joseph Roelle and Anton
Junker first stepped up to plead guilty, and then followedGeorge Miller and H. C. Fredericks, of the Lake
Shore Distillery; G. G. Russell, John 1*. Furlong, Parker
K. Mason, W. S. Golsen, B. M. Ford and Colonel Eastman.

rLKADlXG GUILTY op conspiracy.

This made thirteen in all who had pleaded guilty to
one count in the indictment against them. The count
to which these pleas were entered was in each caeo a

count (or conspiracy with other parties to defraud the
government, which ofience is legally defined as a misdemeanor.Mr. Boutoll announced in each case that
the other Indtclmouts against the same delendanls
would be passed. It is probable that these thirteen
will be witucsscs for the prosecution iu the coming
trials. They all lookod perlectly cool and aoll-posse.-tsed,with the exception of Eastman, who was greatly
embarrassed. David Cochrane, who pleaded guilty, is
the brother of Andrew Cochrane, who was the principalculprit in the firm, aud who has escaped.
This cluarH oil tho old hatch of Indictments entirely,

with the excuption of those against Mesereau,
Leach aud Dickinson, aud it is possible that they may
plead guilty, too. Mesereau is backed especially by
FarwelL Most of the gaugcrs and storekeepers pro'viously indicted will plead guilty on Monday.
